two yeast cakes in a little ttuter to soak.
lake two tablespoonfuls salt, two of
sugar and three of flour, put in a basin
and pour over it one pint of boiling
water ; when cool enough, put in the
soaked yeast cakes and let it rise until
noon. Boil twelve large potatoes, mash
fine and rub through a colander ; pour
over them one quart boiling, and one of
cold water ; when lukewarm, add the
prepared yeast and let stand over night ;

urn-mum- cover ugntiy and keep in a
cool place. One pint makes one loaf of
bread. Mix hard as e ther bread and put
in tins ; let rise only once ; mold well.

This method obviates starting the
bread over night, for in using the yeast
for the only moistening, in two hours
from the molding the bread is ready for
the table. It will be found especially
convenient for fresh rolls.

To make a nice shape after it is ready
for the tins, melt butter and grease the
loaf all over, which will prevent its
cracking open. (Never grease bread
tins.) It should be pressed flat into
tho pans, that it may rise as much at
the sides as in the center, then it will
bake easily, and much always depends
upon the baking ; it should be given the
closest attention. Much could be said
on that essential part of bread-makin-

Ivut I think thero are but few beginners
with us.

Yeast That Will Not Sour. Good
bread cannot be made from poor yeast,
and here is a recipe that I have never
had sour. One bowl of flour, one bowl
of sugar, one teacup of salt, one table-spoonf-

of ginger, take a double hand-
ful of hops and pour over them five
quarts of water, boil an hour and have
as much water on at the last, and pour
scalding hot through a strainer on to
the other ingredients, stirring briskly ;

when cool add a cup of good yeast and
let rise thirty-si- x hours, pour into a
perfectly sweet jug atuUkeep in a cool
place. A teacup of this added to a
dipper of lukewarm water with flour
enough to make a stiff batter will make
two loaves of bread. Set this at snpptr
time and knead in more flour the next
morning before breakfast, keep in a
place where it will be of even tempera-
ture, raising it as fast as possible ; when
raised again, knead a good deal without
using but little flour and put into bread
pans ; when well raised, bake slowly
three quarters of an hour. Part of this
taken out and rai-e- once or twice with
sufficient butter or lard, and the white
of an egg added, makes excellent rolls
for tea.

Duck.
For the table every oneis willing to

admit the duck's excellence, though the
want of cleanliness in its habits meets
witn every Douys reprobation, as a;
feeder it has few eqnal-t- while its
feethen in the mcrket stand high above
thote of tho hen or turkey and only
second to those of its giant companion,
the gooso. Ducks are easily hatched,
and if properly mannged they are easily
raised much more so than chickens or
turkeys. Protftibly the worst thing for

ducklings is the first thing they usually
receive, and that is unlimited range and
water to swim in. The little tilings are,
in a measure, nude, and should bo kept
in pens with dry soil floors or stone
pavement that can be washed down

daily. No kind of ponltry will succeed
on baro boards. All the water they need
is best furnished by burying an old pot
in the ground and laying a round piece
of board on top of tho water with room

for the ducks to stick their headsin and
fish out the corn that is put in the
wator. This amuses them and docs no
harm, while, if allowed to go off to
ponds or streams, they aro wry liable
to fall a prey to vermine in some shape,
or get their bodies wet and chilled from
remaining too long in the water. Their
pens must be kept clean if they are ex-

pected to thrive. Dneks are enormous
eaters. They feed not only incessantly
all day, but if it is a moonlight night
they will up and at it again ovory hour
or two before morning. Owing to their
voracious appetites they are considered

g fowls. It is generally
claimed that they eat their heads oil'.
