Butler's Tivil Rights Bill

This bill will be debated two days
after the holiday=, and there iaserious
apprehension that It will pass, entire
or o a modified shape. I It does
pass, it will do the South ineaculable
damage, for it Is only there that there
are enough negroes to make it atall
iroublesome. 17 every State, North
and State, possessed an equal share of
negroes, there would not be any pos-
sible chance for the passage of the ini-
yuitous bill. Congress may do any-
thing with impunity, however bur-
densome and unjust to the South,
which does not inflict an equal pun-
ishment upon the Northern States.
At least, Lthis is the experience of the
last eight years; and we almost fear to
bope that such will not continue to
e the ease. If this last grand climax
of infamocus Radical legislation does
become o law, it will effectually de-
stroy public schools in the South.
