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or yellow wax, and when liquified, add
four onnces of good essence of turpen-
tine ; stir.the whole until it is entirely
cool, and the result will be a kind of
pomade egual to varnish, withoat any
of ite inconveniences.

Vear, Crroers.—Take some veal, a
piece of the fillet or the next slice off
the legs, and cut into pieces a little lar-
ger than a crown piece, and less than a
guarter of an inch thick, beat them ont
rather thin and trim them nicely. FEgg
and bread ernmb them, and sance them
in butter. Fry some slices of ham or
bacon, and plsee them on your dish al-
ternately with the vesl ontlets, and
pour ronnd sance, tomato, or any other
sance which may be approved of,

Goexy Cornaxts, Borrnep.—Cnr-
rants are quite an improvement to
gooseberries in pies, and alons form =a
very nice frnit pie. Sirip from the
stems, and allow one pound of sugar to
three of the fruit, and do not fill the
vessel more than two-thirds full. Pat
on the back of the stove nntil the sngar
melts and the juice starts, then set in a
hotter place, and after boiling a few
minutes, fill the jars and seal immedi-
ately ; donot remove the kettle from
the stove, but fill one jar at a time, and
seal while boiling hot.

Ax Turenian TarrworneTER. —rofes-
sor Palmieri, of Naples, has rcoently
completed a very ingenions and elabor-
ate registering thermometer for the pri-
vate"nse of the empress of Russia. The
instrument is of metal, and is provided
with bells, which gave a signal when-
ever any considerable change of the
surrounding temperature ooccurs, Itis
said to be so sensitive that the indieator
is in a state of almost perpotnual motion.
Suitable devices show the extreme range
of temperaturs during given periods of
time. The apparatus is placed in the
imperial traveling carriage.

Paerarmse Amsmonta Sanrs,—Bo-
brownicki, of Paris, proposes to pre-
rum ammonia salts from the ammonia
iquor of gas works by secidifying and
then treating it with fluoride of slicon,
chloride cof silicon, hydro-fluor silicie
acid, or an alkaline silioate. The sili-
¢on compounds earry down the sus-
pended bodies and those in solution,
and hold them in a solid” or half solid
fornmi. Bobrownicki calls the precipitate
a silicoid. It furnishes the ernde mate-
rial for preparing ammonia salts in the
usual manner,

Arrue Wise.—The following is high-
ly commended as a recipe for a home-
made wine from apples: Sixty pounds

then unwrapped and boiled, will be
found quite palatable and sufficiently
pickled. For larger quantities the
cloth may be di with, since the
brine formed will be sufficient to cover
the mmé‘;)rovided the pieces are close-
ly packed, and any nnavoidable cavi-
ties filled with stones.

Faesn-snowy Frowers ivn WiNTER.—
The following directions are indorsed
by the Manufacturer and Builder:
Choose some of the most powerful buds
of the flowers you wonld! preserve—
such as are latest in blowing aad ready
to open ; eut them off with a pair of
scissors, leaving to each, if possible, a
piecs of the stem three inches leng.
Cover the stem immediately with seal-
ing-wax, and when the buds are a little
shrunk and wrinkled, wrap each of
them nr aelpnmteI{ in a piece of paper,
perfectly clean and dry, and put them
in & dry box or drawer, and they will
keep withont corrupting. In winter or
any other time, when you would have
the flowers bloom, take the buds at
night snd cut oft the end of the stem
sealed with wax, and put them into wa-
ter into which a little nitre or salt has
been diffused, and the next day you
will have the plesanre of seeing the
buds open and expand themselves and
the flowers display their most Jovely
ecolors and Dbreathe their agreesble
odors,

DETERMINATION OF TaEE ELEMENTS OF
Ogaaxic Svestaxces, —Mitscherlich has
recently discovered s mew mode by
which, direct analysis, not only the car
bon, oxygen and hydrogen in an organic
snbstance ean be determined, but also
the chlorine, bromine, sulphur, iodine,
phosphorus, and probably also the
nitrogen therein contained. The or-
ganic material is brought to combus-
tion with oxide of mercury, the results
of which process are water, carbonic
and merenry. The two former are
weighed in the ordinary manner. The
waight of the marcnryrf{)rmed serves to
determine the guantity of oxygen due
to combuslion, by subtrasting whiech
irom that contained in the carbonie acid
and the water the total amonnt of oxy-
gen existing in the substance submitted
to elementary analysis is found. If,
however, the body under examination
contains chlorine, bromine, or iodine,
these elements combine with the meren-
ry set free, and are determined by
weighing, Sulphur and phosphorns
eombine in the state of sanlphate and
phosphate of oxide ol mercury.

Bornen Conx BnP.F.—_'_\Ian}' a farmel’s
table is weekly spread with savory
dishes composed of boiled com baeef

of brown sugar, one pound of sulphate
of lime, put into pure sweet ei-
der from the press, enouglito fill a forty
gallon barrel.

Ovsrer Moyonres, —** Dried oysters ™
having been included among the articles
imported, as pnblished by the Borean
of Statistios, an inquiry made by a
Boston firm as to their origin has elic-
ited from the chief the following expla-
nation : ** Dried oysters " are imported
into S8an Franeisco, chiefly from China,
although a few come from Mexico,
They are tsken from {ha shell and

dried in the sun, without the use of any |

salt or chemical preparation, and are
imported in wooden boxes containing
one hundred pounds each. They are
consumed mostly by the Chinese resi-
dents on the Pacifioc coast, only a small
proportion being used by the Mexicans,

Pryerix rie.—Cnt the pumpkin into
thin slices, and boil nntil
little water ns possible ; watch earefully
that™it does not scorch : drain off all
the water, putting the stew-yan on a
warm part of the stove, that it may dry
of the moisture, for ten or fifteen min-
ntes. Mash and rub throngh a sieve,
adding, while warm, a small piece of
butter., To every qnart of the pamp-
kin, after mashing, add one quart of
new milk and four eges, the velks and
whites beaten separately, White sugar
to taste, and cinoamon and nntnwg ns
desired ; a very little brandy is a great
improvement, The oven they ares baked
in must be hot, or they will not brown.

pint of water; add to this, after the
gelstine is thoronghly soaked, three
pints of boiling water, and stir it nntil
it 18 all dissolved, and then strain it
through o fine strainer.

New Euvernie Laant.—M. Ladiguin
has recontly imvented a new plan for
eleotric illumination, which I8 quite
simple, and which, it is believed, may
be advantageously used for lighting
mines, as there 18 no danger of its
cansing the explosions incident to such
localitien. It consista ina bit of char-
coal or other poor conductor attached
to a wire communieating with a mag-
neto-eleotrio machine.

|!agﬂniat: “Well, now, before I send

vou into the other world, tell me what
vou are thinking of." *“I'm thinking
that, if I were in your place, I wonld
not fire," said Perpignan ; and he owed
| hhis life to his presence of mind. Then
there are several stories connected with
M. Thier's duels, from all of which the
| funture president of the republic came
out ssm{‘whv:s. There is n much-quoted

Norway and Sweden.

Never eonld more dissimilar nations
be united under one government than
Norway and Sweden. Norway clings

| with the most absurd tenacity o old
things and old ways of doing them,
while Sweden is ready to advance with
’tlm rest of the world. The difference
aprears strikingly on the line of rail-
| road between Christisna and Stock-
holm. The road is abont 4(0) milea
| long, of which, say, 100 are in Norway
and 300 in Sweden. The time for ex-
press trains is about twenty hours. Of
this, something like aight hours is taken
for the Norwegian 100 miles, leaving 12
hours—really, only 11 hounrs—for the
[ Swedish 300 miles, or 12 miles against
25 miles per hour,
| travel in Norway is by the very old
fashion of carriales and post-horses, the
| principal roads, under government oare,
being in good order, and the speed
averaging, with push, six or seven miles
per hour. The American consnl in
Christiann—which is the only live part
of Norway—is frying hard to get our
mowers and reapers into nse there,
| though thus far with indifferent sue-
cess. [nSwelem these things are being
taken hold of with someshing like free-
dom. The Swedes are, evidewary g
contriving and mechauical people, and
‘ in such things very much in advance of
their neighborae. They are just the kind
| of people to be st home in America, and
| the very best kind of people America
ecould have, In both conntries, as well
as in Great Britain, T heard the londest
kind of lamentation over the great emi-
gration to America. Lack of laborers
| canses strikes and high prices, they say,
| and rednces ths means of the old conn-
tries and the values at the same time.
| Land, generally, seems to have tonched
| ita highest point everywhere on this
side of the ocean, and to be falling with
no little rapidity, and with an even
| diminishing number of purchasers, Of
| conrse, I speak genernlr:v and not par
tioularly. What shall we do abont it?
]se\mns to be an absorbing question, in
| each of the countries throngh which I
| have passed. The story of snccess in
Araeriea flows baek from every pen ; and
those who remain, having friends gone
! hefore, are in nearly every ease auxious
| ouly to get away themselves,

the horse in such general use as in Aus-
tralia. It is not confined to one class
or one district, as it may be elsewhere ;
it is the amusement of the conntry.
There are cricket in all games, cours-

ing, hunting, yatching, and many
sports; but horse-racing is the first
and universal favorite, In the bush,

small village hasits fastest/horses;
nearly every station indulges in a
little racing ; for horses areeverywhere,
and constantly nsed by all the popula-
tion ; as itis so easy to keep any ani-
mal in this climate, horses cost nothing.
The{ are born and bred—broke in and
worked all their lives—upon grass and
in the bush, without any shelter, or, we
may say, any grooming., These are the
ordinary horses of the country. Race-
horses and pet hacks, or hunters, or
heavy dranght-horses, are fed and sta-
bled, being for special work ; but they
are exesptional. And, ss 88 is go
plentifnl, and as horses, like oattle,
require no looking after beyond keep-
ing them within some limits, they have
increased far and beyond all limits of
use or profit. They ere more than un-
salable, and worse than useless. In
many of the old distriets of New Sounth
Wales they run wild in thousands ;
they are not worth looking after, and
are very diffieult to collect in any way ;
they eat the food of other profitable
stock, and are only a secourge rpon the
pastures, Hence they have to be ex-
terminated like vermin. In many parts
of the country they are shot by hired
men, for so much per head, and are col-
lected and destroyed systematically.
They abound in wild mobs upen moun-
tains of the most rugged and innoces-
sible character, as well as upon the
widest-plains of the interior; always
degenerating, becoming smaller, weak-
er, and wilder.

The wild-horse of the ranges ba-
oomes very active and wiry, and has
hoofs of iron, with the foothold of a
mule, He scrambles over rocks, and
gallops down slopes whiech no other
horse, under any circumstances, eould
be made to face. He can only be ob-
tained by careful stalking and ooaxing
into defiles, or by fences leading into
yards, and rnn through by one man af
ter another; or, if npon the plains,
the wild horse gallops untill he
falls. Here he may be got up by
“ coaxing,"” like wild-cattle, but by an-
other system of hunting. Dayglight is
chosen for this, as some galloping may
be expected, and a mob of quiet horses
taken as coaches, and drawn quietly out
as decoys. When the mob first eee the
others they are very shy of joining
them, and will not remain with them of
their choice. The old patriarch will
round up his troop, and then trot and
gaze npon the strangers—his head erect,
ears forward, and nostrils dilated, his
heavy crest lifting a long, tangled mane
—he challenges the intrnders. They
will take no notice. Then the wild
horse goes round his own, and drives
them back a little. He n.%mn salutes
the others; and this time he examines
them and passses through the lot, The
wild troop then trot up, the foals frol-
icking in front; they will gallop round
the others and wheel back again ; their
‘““sire” goes out and steadies them.
And so on for some minntes. They
might break away at length, and per-
haps leave the coaches. But the stock-
men must wateh their opportunity, and
round up the whole two mobs together.
A stampede is almost sure to ensue, and
most of the wild ones be lost—they will
break away, straight across the plains,
trusting to their speed alone, bnt the
cannot last long. A stabled horse will
ran them down under any weight, and
most slock-horses ean head them again
and again ; but they will not stop; and
in attempts to get them, many are ron
until they drop dead on the plain ; many
foals are left; and the whole dwindle
by the bolting and knocking up antil
perhaps only a half of the original wild
mob reaches the yard. Then even that
half result is unsatisfactory : for, out of
a hnndred such wild animals, there are
not perhaps three head worth breaking-
in; possibly some ““conch” las been
lost, or some stock-horse injured. The
only gain is the removal of the lot from |
the pasture they were cccupying, which
they held to the annoyance and risk of
the quiet horses, and to the loss of food
for a!l other stoek.

Direct Trade with Brazil.

Not the least important of the com-
mercial projects now brought before the
citizens of the Mississippi walley, is
that of the establishment of direct trade
relations with Brazil, and especially with
the great valley of the Amazon, 1t is
a matter worthy of thoughtfnl consid-
eration, To effect a regular interochange
of commodities of the two largest val-
leys in the world, the one in North and
the other in South America, wonld open
up new :ources of wealth and inaugu-
rate a commercial prosperity not hither-
to enjoyed by the merchantile classes of
either country. The vast amount of
the park of the cinchona and other med-
ical barks and herbs obtained near the
sources of the Amazon, which is now
imported into this country from Callo,
Pern, sround Cape Horn and via New
York, if sufficient interest were taken in
the matter, might be floated down that

Locking up Ore and Coal Lands Un-
der Bogus Leases.

There is a large and dangerous class
of swindling specalators against whom
the owners of ore and coal lands in
newly developed sections need to be
warned, and we invite our exchanges in
the southern and southwestern states to
aid in giving publicity to what we shall
have to say concerning them. The spee-
nlators to whom we refer, having neither
capital nor credit, have devised a means
of speculating in desirable mineral
lands by eecuring control of them un-
der bogus leases, 'When a new country
is opened which promises rapid develop-
ment, they rush in and prospect for the
best veins, Finding such as are likely
to increase in valune within a reasonable
time, they represent themselves either
as capitalists or as agents of capitatists,
and induce the owners of the lands they
want to control to give them long leases
of the mineral deposits thereon, They
agree to assume all the expense of open-
ing the mines and providing facilities
for the transportation of the products,
and promise to pay royalty of ten cents
per ton, or more, on all minerals mined.
The offer seems a fair one, and the
swindler is nsually able™ fo so impress
his victim that the latter readily falls
into the trap. Should he kave any sus-
picions, however, his accommodating
“‘ papitalist " will cheerfully obligate
himsell to begin work within six montbs
or a year, and to take out a certain
amonunt annuslly when the mines shall
have been fairly opened aud a given
amount raised. The bargain concluded,
the swindler puts the lease in his pocket
and goes off. If he is not under obli-
gations to open the mines in a certain
time, he does nothing them; if heis, a
day's work with one man and a shovel
fuitills the terms of the lease. He has
no intention of opening the mines at
any time. The lease has cost him noth-
ing, and he holda it until the value of
the land shall have 8o increased that he
ean sell it for a good price to some one
who wants to open the veins and work
them. In the meantime, the minerals
sre locked np. The owner of the land
cannot dispose of them, and he is often
kept waiting for years in poverty and

isappoinment, while his neighbors are
growing rich npon ores and coals not as
good, perhaps, as his own. He 18 pow-
erless in the hands of the raseal who
has swindled him, and who has obtained
for nothing a valuable lease which he
holds until some one will buy him off
and release the mineral wealth he has
locked up. Hundreds of thonsands,
perhaps millions, of scres of valuable
mining lands of the south are thus
leased to irresponsible adventurers, and
capitalists who seek legitimate and
profitable investments in lands, mining
operations or iron mannfacture, must
take the second choice or pay these
shrewd raseals tribute. We know of no
remedy for this evil except to put the
owners of such lands on their guard.

Overwork.

A great amount of very pernacions
twaddle has lately been published on
the subject of the alleged overwork in
which many of the greatest, and possi-
bly some of the least, men of the pres-
ent generation indulge, in the pursnit
either of wealth and fame or a high so-
cial position. The tendency of these
publications has been to nnpopnlarize
and disconrage labor, and to exalt the
doetrine that the true duty of a man to
himself in these days is to do as little
n8 he can for the largest possible re-
ward., Such teaching is highly mische-
vious, and if generally practiced, would
speedily send the world back again into
the barbarism from which it is not too
rapidly emerging,

Work is divine. Without work, hu-
man life wonld be intolerable, and a
man wounld be little better than a
sponge, an oyster, or a limpet on a rock,
whicli only exist to imbibe the nonrish-
ment that they are too imbecile or too
powerless to seek, Bnt like all the
abundant blessings spread aronnd man-
kind, work is only beauntifnl and good
in its degree. It must be used and not
abused. Too much of anything is not
good for us, Viee itself is but virtue
degenerated and dissipated by being
foreed into extremes. Feroeity is noth-
ing but exceas of conurage. Extravagance
m%‘rut excess of liberality., Penurious-
ness is but excess of prudence. An-
archy is but over-muech liberty. Cow-
ardice is but excess of caution and the
inordinate desire of self-preservation,
Jealonsy springs from the excess of
love. Rashness is bnt another name
for bravery, and stagnation is but rest
when carried to the ne plus ultra of its
possibility. In like manner, work, if
not carried beyond the point at which
all the functions of mind and body are
exercised without undue skrain unpon
either, is one of the greatest, if not the
very greatost, ef all the blessings that
are showered npon the human race,

There is far too great a predisposition
in all countries to look upon labor as
something inflicted npon man as a curse
for his disobedience, to interpret liber-
ality, and not according to the spirit,
the penulty laid npon Adam, and to take
advantage of the misinterpretation to
shirk labor altogether or to impose it
unduly upon the weaker. This doetrine

animals consists in the economy with
which the food is assimilated. It takes

& certain amount of food to su !{ the
waste, to keep up the ani eat,
This accomplished, the balance

builds up the animal strocture, adds to
the growth of the several parts, or, in
the mature animal, aceumulates faf,
either in masses or contained in tle
varions tissnes, In warm weather, on
full feed, both fat and flesh are stored
largely. In cold weather it wastes
away and supports combustion and
other animal waste. Therefore, in fat-
tening animals, if we intend to reap
profit from their feeding, they must be
?rovided with quarters where the waste
rom cold will be but slight, or else the
food must be so cheap, or in snch gquan-
tities as to compensate for this lose.
The amount of shelter which will be
most economical the farmer must de-
cide for himself. Withont someshelter
from winds and rains, unless in exeep-
tional seasons, the animal must un-
donbtedly lose flesh unless exceedingly
well fed. The bones, horns, hoofs, and
hair of the animal do not waste. The{,
with the blood and skin, constitute fully
one-half of the dead weight of the am-
mal, Therefore, if the animal dress
only 500 pounds of meat and bone, the
buteher ean not afford to pay nearly so
much per pound as he could is it dress
1,000 or 1,200 pounds, with ounly the
same amount of bone, eto., as in the
first instance. This i one of the prin-
cipal reasons why really fat cattle brin
so much more than indifferently fat
ones, another reason being that the
muscular strocture of fat cattle and
other stock is far superior to that of
lean ones, The feeder, therfore, who
sllows lLis animals to fall away in flesh
loses not only the price of the meat, but
double and sometimes treble that price,
and the flesh lost is equivalent to money
thrown away. Hence the necessity :
I'irst, of good shelter for feeding ; sec-
ond, good care and regularity in the
feeding and watering ; and, third, an
abnndance of both food and water of
the best quality. Those in the west
who praclice feeding their rough grain
to animale, rather than send east, or to
Enrope to fatten animals there, are well
off. 1@ moist prosperons farmers in
any country are the breeders and feed-
ors of stock. The markets of the world
can never be glntted with meat, for in-
creased production in pasked meats
canses an increased consumptien, and
but a slight depreciation in price in the
markets of the world, while an increased
production of all grains soon gluts the
market, to the loss of the grower.
Western men are heginning to realize
this, The fear has been expresscd that
the exportation of meat would be over-
done, No danger of that. There is
ample roem for expansion in this direc-
tion without danger of glutting the mar-
ket,

Making Good Pork,

There are many families that raise
their own pork; yvet what a miserable
article do we to often find—flabby,
greasy, rnnning to oil when cooked,
and frequnently rank, sometimes hint-
ing of the sty, and sometimes of worse
things, Now and then yon meet with
sweet, white, solid pork, that will bear
frying, and is perfect cooked in any way,
reminding you of Ella’s inimitable roast
pig crackling. And such pork is healthy
as well as relishing. Besides, it costs
no more to make than the flabby,
wretched, rank stofl.

Why this difference? Why shounld
we use a poor article when a good may
be had at the same cost ? TItis beeanse
peop e are careless and ignorant. Any
breed (or no breed) that eomes into
their possession by trade or otherwise
they use; and such feed as they may
have, often refuse, of the poorest, they
give, withont regard to cleauliness or
comfort. And thus the one kind of

k is made, or rather makes itself, A
arge use of milk or whey has much the
same effect, making soft, flabby port.
A little of this may be used as a drink,
or part drink. The rest shonld be,
mainly, grain, and corn at thaf, old
corn best, The other grains may be
fed as adjuncts, giving variety which,
when well trimed, will promote appetite.
But experience has long ago demonstra-
ted that there is nothing so good as
sonnd old eorn to make solid, eweet
pork, regularly given, never too mmuch
at a feed, if the appetile would be re-
tained; clean pens, cozy, well aired,
warm in cold weather, cool in hot, A
hog thongh he will wallow in the mire
(for the want of something oleaner to
ool him,) has yet a sense of the neat,
and will =eek, from choice, a clean
place. He thrives nunder good treat-
ment, Cold hurts him—he will make
it manifest by unmistakable squeals
and activity, and an excess of heat will
make him suffer, These are to be
avoided, Filth ina pen is transferred
to the table in the pork.

The Castor-Bean in America.

There has beena medium erop of cas-
tor- beans in the west this year, which
has just been harvested and brought to
market. This industry is getting firmly
grounded in that section, and some
farmers make a speciality of raising the
beans, which are such a standard article
a8 to make the investment generally re-
munerativa. The eredit of originating
the idea of raising castor-beans in the
west belongs to a German, who, about
twenty years ago, indnced many farm-
ers in Missouri and the neighboring
states to embark in the business, ar-
ranging to buy all their product and
make the oil. Before that &ime all the
beans used in this country were im-

orted from the East Indies. The new
mﬁiu(‘aﬁ was 8 thriving one for a few
years ; but at last the German manufac-
turer, not content with moderate profits
squeezed the farmers to such an extent,
by 1efusing to pay them decent prices
for their beans, as to drive them all
from the business, and for a long period
all the ecastor-beans used here were
again bronght by the East Indiamen,
A few years ago several farmers in Kan-
sas and Missouri again went into the
business, and are now doing well at it,
There are thtee or four factories in St
Louis and Chicago for crushing the
beans,

Supplies of Breadstuff in Europe.

The more recent repoarts from
varions Enropean countries confirm
what we have before gaid regarding the
short supply of breadstnffs in Europe.
In no country has the crop of wheat
been up to the average, and in England
France, Sweeden, etc,, the deficiency
will be greater than usual, while in
those countries, where a large surplus
was looked for, there is either no surg-
lus at all or it is moch reduced. France
and Spain have drawn largely upon Al-
geria, which is a fine country for cer-
eals, but the supply there will not be
sufficient for the demand. Eogland
Belginm, Holland, Switzerland and
Austria-Hungary must draw their sup-
plies from the Danubian Principalities
and Russia, which have little surplus
4. draw upon, and their only depen-
ately Califormd'Ren America. Fortun-
onr northwestern Statige surplus, and
large amount, but the indicatiofé"'h.8
