Mild Winters.

The mildness of the present season,
both here and in Enrope, has indneced
| gome of the book worms to look up
| precedents, The result is that, so far,
| at least, as Enrope is eoncerned, for we
have not the same records here to fall
back npon, the present bears no eoin-
parison to some of the winters long
gone by. In 1172 the temperature was
80 high in England that leaves came ont
on the trees in Jannary, avd birds
{ hatohed their broods in Febrnary, In
1280 the win'er was equally mild, and
the maidens of Cologne wore wreaths
of violets and corn flowers at Ohristmas
aud on {welfth da-. In 1421 the trees
flowered in the month of Mareh, and
[ the vines in the month of April. Cher-
| ries ripened in the same month, and
grapes appeared in May. In 1572 the
trees were covered with leaves in Janu-
| ary, and the birds hatched their young

in Febraary, as in 1172 ; in 1585 the

same thing was repeated, and it is ad-
| ded that the eorn was in the ear at
| Easter. There was in France neither
| snow po frost thronghout the winters of
| 1538, 1607, 1609, 1617, and 1659 ; final-

ly, in 1662, even in the north of Ger-

many, the stoves wera not lighted, and
| trees flowered in February. Coming to
later dates, the winter of 1846-7, when
it thundered at Paris on the 28th of
Jannary, and that of 1866, the year of
the great inundetion of the Seine, may
be mentioned as exeeptionally mild.

FROM WASHINGTON.

The honse committee on appropria-
tions have had before them the chief of
the loan branch, Vanderbilt, and eclerk
of the treasury department ou the sub-
ject of reduecing the clerieal foree and
miking other economical reforms,

The secretary of the interior has sab.
mitted to the house of representatives
the proposed amendments to the Indian
interconrse act of 1835, designed to se-
cure the Indians in any locality Timl
the liquor traffie. Tt provides heavy
penaltics 1zainst any person, inelndiog
Indians, who shall cell, exchange, give,
barter or dispose of any spiritnons liquor
or wine to Indians under the charge of
the Indian superintendent or an Indian
agent or any Indian not a oitizen of
:gne United States within such jurisdie-
ion.

The war department has prepared a
statement in respon<e to a resolution of
the house of representatives, showing
that from April 12, 2861, to August 20,
1866, dnring the late war, the disburse-
ments by army paymusters were one
thonsand and ninety-four and a half
million dollars. "Lhe whole number
of paymasters was 5il. The number
whose acconnts are closed is 388, and
open 165, with cash balances nnpaid
amounting to 8778 206. Many of these
halances are in enit. Others are con-
sidered worlhless, and a few are to be
collected by note. Maj. Isaac N. Cook
is set down as owing $151,147, which he
lost gambling during the war,

Thearmy bill now pendingin the house
of representatives provider. in its fourth
section that all olaims of eitizens who
were loyal to the United States govern-
ment during the war for stores and sup-
plieas taken or furnished to the United
Btates army, including those now pend-
ing in the army lepartment of the gov-
ernment, shall be transferred to the
sonthern claims commission. This sec-
tion of the bill is regarded as virtuslly
repudiating this large class of elaims,
and a vigorous effort will be made by
southern representation tohave it atrink-
en out, The committee will endeavor
to retain the section, but may be com-
pelled to give np the provision in order
to save their bill, These claims as now
adjnsted in the quartermaster’s office,

Gen. Harney, whose name was such a
terror to hostile Indians years ago, was
before the honss eommittee on military
affuirs recently, and wss asked to give
his views in reference to Indian matters,
He gave it as his opinion that if the In-
dians were treated fairly there wonld
never be any dificulties with them. He
had known but two instances in which
they had ever violated the treaty cetip-
nlations, and in these two instances the
Indians were to be excnsed as the trea-
ties had grown old before they were
songht to be enforced by the govern-
ment, and the ehiefs and head men who
had made them were all dead. The
tronbles with Iadians were principally
cansed by frandulent agents and by
whisky dealers. He had never kuown
an agent who had not grown rich in of-
fice except one. On heing asked Low
whisky dealers conld ba suppressed he
answered without haesitation, that they
should be hanged or shot by the near-
est military officer. He wonld have the
officer take that responsibility. He was
decidedly of opinion that the manoge-
ment of the Indians wonld be mueh
more eftiziently and honestly condneted
by army officers than by eivilians, un-
less army officers had changed very
much sinee he knew them.

The bill to facilitate the exeention of
and to pretect certain pnblie works at
the month of the Mississippi river has
passed the senate. The bill directs the
seceretary of war to assnme fall eontrol
of the partienlar ehaune] at the month
of the NMissigsippi river, in course of ex-
cavation or impravemert by the gov-
ernment of the United States, so far as it
may be necessary to the earrying on and
protection of sach exeavations or im-
provements, and until the same be eom
pleted ; and he may establish such reg-
ulations as he shall deem needful to
fully proteet the channel and to faeili-
tate the excavalion, improvement and
nse thereof. Snch regnlations shall be
promulgated by the publication thereof
for ten days eonsecntively in two daily
papers published in New Orleans, La.,
and in the same rusuner be changed
from time to time, and any person inter-
fering with and obstructing or attempt-
ing to obstrnet the said improvement,
and any person who shsll willfully or
negligently strand or siok any boat in
the channel, or shall willfully or negli-
gently obstruet eaid chanoel or cause
any impairment, injury, filling np or
shoaling sherein, shall be guilty of mis-
demeanor, and on conviction thereof
shall be punished by a fine not excead-
icg five hundred dollars or imprison-
ment for not more than six months or

beth, in tse diseretion of the conrt,

Refunding the Cotton Tax.

Mr. Cook, of Georgia, hns infrodneed
a bill in the house, which provides for
the refunding of the tax collected on
raw cotton from 1863 to 1868, Recog-
nizing the depleted condtion of the
public treasury, and the fact that suffi-
cient revenne may not be collected to
meet the current expenses, the present
bill yroposes to issue thirty-year bonds,
bearing five per cent. interest, payakble
in gold, to an amount cqual to the whole
tax collected ; and provides ** that since
thie several states can more convenient-
Iy and satisfnctorily refund said tax
than the government of the United
States,” therefore these bonds shall be
irsued to the several etates in which the
tax was colleeled.

The Sun's f‘amny of Planets.

Prof. Richard A, Proctor in one of
Lis Jectures on ‘‘ Astronomy,” gives a
deseription_of Juopitor, Saturn, and
Mars. Mags, he said, was situated undor
more favorable. conditions than Venus
or Mercury, Notes of the rotation of
the planet were taken in 1866, and it
was then found by the French astrono-
mers, by whom they were made, that
there were on it two spots, one of which
it was thought grew graduslly small.
Time went on, and it began to be
noticed that the spots remained nn-
changed, and that they belonged to the
surface of the planet, A comparison
was made between the planet and our
earth, and next came the question, how
far we could regard the white spots
a5 spows. Then esme the wonderfal
disclosures of the telsseope, and it was
discovered by Prof. Huggins, of Eng-
land, that there was a vapor of water in
Mars, These white spots were recog-
nized as polar snows. . The white mat-
ter indicated the presence of clouds ;
then we knew there must be mountains,
irregularitics of surface, rain falls, air
and water currents, wind, storm, and
rain, and everything corresponding
with what we find on our earth. This
was the Brewsterian mnotion, and eor-
responded with our ideas ns formed
from what we ohserve on this globe.

The surface of Mars was between a
third and fourth part of the earth, and

Py
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the volume about a seventh part, so that
an enormous number of Eviug orea-
tures might exist there. The gravity
was in the ratio of six to sixteen: in
other words a pound weight on the
earth would weigh sixteen pounds on
Mars. If we lived there we ghoald feel
more active, much stronger and muoh [
lighter ; in fact all our powers would be |
incrensed. All the objects about us
wonld be much lighter, and we should
be able to manipulate them mueh bet-
ter than here. Mars was a smaller body
than the earth, and the moon was n
smaller body than Mars, If the grav-
ity of our earth were rednoed to that of
Mars, the air would be immediately re-
leased, and iis density would ba little
more than five-fifths of what it was at
present. The appearance presented by
the planet indieated the existence of
an immensa amonnt of cold in 6. He
thought it was shown us clenrly ns pos-
sible that Mars was intended for the
forms of life that we know of. It
shonld be remombered that wa recog.
nized on onr earth conditions nnder
whioch life censed. Minute animalenlm
abonnded, and theso ereatures were car-
ried np by air eurrents, We also knew
that life passed away after a certain
beight was reached. Coxwell and
Glaisher went up in a balloop to an im-
mense  height, snd when they had
renshed seven miles, (Haisher, whoee
pulse had rigen to 100, fainted. Coxwell
went two miles higher, when he found he
wad losing strength and was unable to
draw the valve, his only alternative be-
ing to pull the strings with his teeth.
Then they descended, and their strength

returned.
The curions part of that story was

that the palse of either of them should
have been at seventy fonr or seventy-
six before they ascendad. We nll knew
that people lived at n great altitnde.
The iohabitants of Qnito were 9,000
feet ahove the level of the gea, and yet
we heard that they danead the whole
night throngh. That fact was enongh

to show that they enjoyed good health,

The lecturer then procceded to deal
with the giant planet, Jupiter- "le
prince of the solar system™—as he
termed it, and observed that in connec- \
tion with it, as with Mars, a verification
was afforded of the truth of Goethe's
remark, that **in her monstrosities na-
ture reveals her secrete.” Jupiter, he
said, was instinet with its inherent fizes,
Ordinarily it had a light green colored I'
zone, like Saturn, but sometinies it pre-
sented a rnddy light. The light which
it received from ita satellites was only
a sixteenth part of what we gol from =
full moon. With regard to the theory
that tha planets are inhabited, il seemed
to him that an intermediate theory was
the more likely, and that was that only
a small proportion of the planets ware
inhabited. Althongh one dismissed as |
nnlikely the conolnsion that any planet |
was inhahited, yot one must reach an-
other one, namely, that thore were
millions of inhabited worlds,
