, Last Saturday the seeood Saturday in
me montn, r eornary in, a monthly
meeting 01 tne aiaury tjounty Teachers
Association was held at Columbia, in
the office of Messrs. W. B. and H. T.
Oordon, when there were present: Dr,
Wm. A. Smith, President; Prof, W. An
d arson, Secretary; Mr. Hugh T. Gor-
don, County Superintendent; Professors
Beecher, Timmons, F. H. Smith, and
others. The minutes of the last meeting
were reaa ana aaoptea. ub motion Pro-
fessors W. R. Webb.Creighton, and Mur- -
pny, were elected members and took
their seats in the .Association. Prof. J.
S. Beecher ,of the committee on Teachers1
institutes, reaa ma report, which was
adopted, with an understanding that the
question as to the time when the van
ous parts of the programme are to take
place are subject to the approval of
Prof. Loventhal, who is to conduct the
institute, ua motion the President
made the necessary appointments in
the programme, stating that several ot
the persons so appointed will have to bo
notified before he can rely anon their
acceptance, and wiuincnoss to perform
tho duties assigned them. Ths County
Superintendent signified his wififntrneos
10 see mat bul'u persons are ow-msa- ,

without unnecessary delay. It was
stated by the President, that if there are
any other teachers of public schools In
Maury County, who wish to take part in
these exercises,-- , they, will cheerfully be
assigned to appropriate duties in the In-
stitute. An abstract ot the committee's
report is as follows : The first Maury
County Teachers' Institute is appoint-
ed to be held in the Masonic Hall ot Co-
lumbia, on Thursday, Friday, and Sat-
urday, February 26th, 27th, and 2Sth
The choirs and schools of Columbia are
requested to furnish music for the occa-
sion. Public schools and their teachers
have permission from the County Su-
perintendent to attend all of the sessions
of the Institute, and the private schools
throughout the county are invited to be
present. The sessions are to be held
from ten to twelve o'clock, a. m., and
from two to four, p. m.; there will be
addresses on Thursday and Friday
nights at seven o'clock. Ministers of
the various denominations are invited
to attend and open each day's exercises
with prayer.

We also care-
fully examined the Williamson Spring,
thinking to place the reservoir on the hill
opposite the Gholson knob, should the lat-
ter spring be found sufficient to meet our
wants,and found them inadequate as well as
impracticable. Your committee ore cleariy

the opinion that the qiily practicable
place to get y, tvter sufficient to meet our
present wants, and more especially the fu-
ture wants of our growing city, is from the
river, at some point above the city, know-
ing there would be less prejudice against
using the river water obtained frqmahove,
than below the city. Lngtneer Daniels
made an approximate estiniate for the erec-
tion of Puiqp House, Pumps, Engines andnecessary pumping machinery, witli an

inch pipe to coq'dnct the water tq the top
Mt. Parnassus, and an S inoh pipe lead-

ing from the. reservoir to the crossing of
KiKh and West Market streets, with two
miles of 3 inch supply pipes all laid down for

but another pushed her aside, and all
passed out and made for the river bin ft".

They cad gone more than a hundred
yards before the alarm could be given
ana the people get in pursuit. Three ot
the five were captured by W. A. Latta
and a number of citizens, and presently
Sheriff Latta came up with Dace Brown,
who outran them all, and. John Latta,
Jr., with Haggard. The river was
somewhat swollen, and the prisoners
were afraid to try to swim it. Dace
Brown ran like a deer, and Sheriff Lat
tahad to make his horse jump over
Bob Beatty'a grave,down a precipice and
over a fence in order to catch him.
When the prisoners were all brought
oack, an immense crowd naa gathered
and great waa the rejoicing. The names e
those who attempted to escape, are: Daoe
Brown, charged witn stealing goods
from W. J. Philips and Smith & Met-
calfe; two Cooks, brothers, for killing
their brother-in-la- Short; Charley
Haggard, charged with stealing a cow
from J. W. Pickard; Johnse Goad, charg-
ed with trying to steal money fro-- n Jim
Duke. George Sweet, charged with
larceny, (in connection with Dace
Brown) and Charley Ooler, did not at-
tempt to leave the cell, saying that they
were innocent of the charges preferred
against them, and belieyed they would
be acquitted. Upon examination, it was
discovered that the prisoners had taken
a piece oi glass, and sawed one of the
Doits in two, the noit oeing as large as a
man's thumb. In pulling the Jailor in-
to the cell, the prisoners hurt one of his
feet painfully, but he ran on one foot lor
some distance, and hobbled to the bluff
and helped to catch two ol the prisoners.
Prisoners have made many attempts to
get away from our jail within the past
three or four years, but none of them
have ever succeeded in escaping, owing
to the vigilance of the Sheriff and the
Jailor, and to the promptness ol the citi-
zens. Preparations have been made to
prevent any possibility of their getting
out again.

The yocai duett, sung by Misses An
nie Pillow and Laura Andrews; the vo
cal solo by Miss Lena Mayes, and the
piano solo by Miss Laura ualloway,
were among the gems of the evening:

The ladies
are unanimous in the' opinion that the
solo by Prof. A. U. Stewart, ol Nashville,
was excellent, and we are not a
little pleased to think that our views in
this resoect. atrree with those of such
excellent iudges.

Seavy not only 'took well' but 'brought
down the house !' and the encore fur
nished a happy conclusion to the first
Dart of the prozramme.

Mr. French saii' a fine vocal solo,
which was followed bv "Forget-me-no- t-

Waltz," a piano and violin duett, per
formed in the most artistic manner by
Miss Mitchell, ot the Atheneum, and
Mr. Erdman. Mr. Krdman is a violin-
ist of considerable merit, as bis splendid
execution ot this Diece proved. Miss
Ida Johnson then sang a beautiful uolo,
which was received with universal ap-
plause, and was encored. Next came
the vocal trio irom Lucrezia Borgia, by
Miss Lena Mayes, Mrs. Horace Frierson
and Mrs. Towler. This was the nearest
approach to a full chorus of anything
that was presented during the evening.

To much praise cannot bestowed upon
the delightful and exquisite solo, "Som-m- o

Cielo," as rendered by the talented
Miss Margaret Andrews. We have
heard the some of the most gifted sing-
ers in our largest cities, and do not hes-
itate to say that it is a rare thing to find
a voice t hat is so flexible, and so capa-
ble of producing such charming musi-
cal results. Her voice is purity itself
and sweetness unalloyed.

The piano solo by Mrs. Wilcox, was
very good, and Madame Esteve's Casta
Diva was executed in the most skilful
and faultless manner. The vocal duett
by Mr. French and Miss Ida Johnson
was a fitting conclusion to such a briN
liant entertainment. It was one of the
very best things of the evening. In
deed, we have heard duetts suug by
professionals of considerable fame,
which, in our humble opinion, were
vastly inferior to it. Miss Johnson's
voice is very attractive in its freshness,
high cultivation and purity it reminds
one of green woods and babbling brooks.
Mr. French bears a striking resem
blance to the great Brignoli, and he and
Miss Ida reminded us very forcibly of
Brignoli and Nilsson singing one ol
their incomparable duetts.
