nary interest to the Episcopal and Komish
churches.

The wagon was gaudily decked with
flowers-an- d she -- it was borne home
iu triumph, with music and shouting.
It was huug up in a conspicuous place
and kept till next harvest: a certain
charm agaiust mildew, blight and rust.
Then followed the feast.

With upper stories, mutton, veal

With several dishes standing by
And here a custard, there a pie

Frumen, a porridge or gruel, made of

corn and used in sacrifices. It would
have disturbed tbe harmony ot the feast
bad any rude fellow of tbe baser sort,
touched the "all tempting" dish before
a portion had been offered to the moth-
er, who had nourished "first the blade,
then the ear, after mat tbe full corn iu
the ear," This sacrifice was sent to ibepoor when ihe feast was Christianized.
The farmer's feast lasted tilt everything
was consumed. That is, it never ended;
for by the rule of ou when
one was fiuUliel another was furnished.
In tbe virtuous days of Kome, ibe best
husbandman was most honored.
