I,aw)crs ! MagistratesAgainst Tax.l'aji-r- .

To the Editors of the Herald and Mail :
Wc saw in your pajwr of tha '.id inst..

under the head of "Around Town,'' a par-
agraph stating that "it was currently re-
ported on the streets last Saturday, that
the Grand Jury had indicted every Jus-
tice in the county, except one, for voting
an appropriation of $500 to the sick and
destitute of Memphis during the preva-
lence of yellow fever there last year. A
large number of the Columbia Bar, to
their praise be it said, on hearing the re-

port, voluntarily offered their services to
the Justices, free of charge.''

Is it anything surprising that the law-

yers Bhould volunteer to defend the Mag-

istrates free of charge, for committing an
unlawful act? That is a part of their
profession always to defend the oflice-holder- s,

who have access to the public
treasury. They perhaps induced them to
commit the act, giving them a liberal con-
struction of the law, and it is but natural
they should endeavor to extricate them
from the difficulty, and make it look plau-
sible to the tax-paye- r, in order that they
might not lose their influence hereafter in
inducing tte magistrates to make appro-
priations to suit their clients.

The County Court of Maury County
is a power, aud holds the purse-string- s ot
ilia people, and self interest (which be
longs to human nature alike) prompts
the attorney, with his unyielding tenaci-
ty, to rush to the rescue of this power and
relieve it from the penalties of their acts,
committed without the authority of law or
precedent. This is a new combination in
Maury County lawyers aud magistrates.
Now, tax-payer- s, your greatest enemies
are the lawyers and office-holder- s the
last to appropriate your hard earnings,
and the other to defend them. When the
purse-holder-s and the brains of a county
are united, look out for your taxes to How
freely, and if the money artery of the
body politic is not well fed, it certainly
will not have life in it enough to stand
against even the April winds.

Have you ever reflected, for one mo-
ment, of the millions that arc annually
nppropriated, contrary to law, in nil the
departments ot our government, national,
state nnd comity, and that the tax-pay-

has no redress, either from the defect of
the law or the intrigues of the lawyer, he
being both the compiler and expounder
of the law? Did you ever know of any
great scheme that was intended to swin-
dle the tax-pay- out of his taxes, that
was not concocted by some attorney, or
that he did not endeavor to make plausi-
ble, and convince the tax payers that they
wrre directly interested in it pecuniarily ?

If the act of voting SsiOl) to Memphis
was in accordance with the law, why so
much excitement with the bar of Colum-
bia at the news that the Justices of Maury
County were indicted by the Grand Jury?
Why the lawyers volunteering to defend
them? Certainly the lawyers of Columbia
must have been very nervous that morn-
ing! We have no doubt the people ot
New York City were astonished, yea, even
highly excited, when the tax-paye- of
that city had I Joss Tweeo indicted by a
(irand Jury of the people for squandering
twenty millions of their money a man
of unbounded iulluenee, whose power had
swayed and controlled the city as if by
magic. It required a great effort on the
part of the people to accomplish it, for
i lie reason that they had to contend
against the ring of otiiec-holdei- backed
up ly the lawyeis. If the magistrates
had donej their duty, why so much clam J
orirg, llitttering, and trying to sustai"
them? Is it because they' do not wish the
tax-paye- to know what they are doing
with their money? Do you suppose for
one moment that if the guardians of a
minor, in this county, was to find an ob-
ject of charity equal to Lazarus lyin:; ut
the rich man's gate, and were to donate
live dollars ol his ward s money to him,
that the Magistrates of Maury County
would allow him credit for it, on a settle-
ment with the Clerk? Thoy would say,
peremptorily. '"You had no right 13 law
to appropriate vour ward s money to
charity; but pay it out of your own purse.
So do the tax-paye- say to the Jiait- -

trates, ' If you wish to donate money to
Memphis, take it out of your own poc k- -

els, aud nouc will object. ' The idea of
the Justices giving alms and have to com-

mit an act that is unlawful to effect it.
and then attempt to hide it under the
cloak of charity! It does seem to us it
cannot sustained by any code of morals
recogni.ed by the civilized world, either
human or divine. O tempora .' O mores !

What was doire with the variant for
the money ? Sent to Memphis W fiat
tfen? Returned to the Magistrates f It
seems that the credit of Maury County
was under par no purchaser. Why no
purchaser? Because any dealer in mon-ev- ,

with ordinary shrewdness, knew that
the warrant could not be collected by
law, if any opposition were made. The
idea of the Justices of Maury County ap-

propriating money foroharity, when there
was not a dollar in the county treasury,
and when their warrants were from five

to fifteen per cent, below par in the mar.

them ? If our Magistrates will give the
tax payers jurors ouUide of their own
body, they will indict them every court
for such un.awtul acts. .Messrs. manors,
was that warrant discounted ten per cent.,
Memphis only receiving only in-

stead of the ?500? -- The tax-paye-

would like to be informed on that subject,
and also the length ot time that elapsed
bifore Memphis received it after the aj
i.ropriation was made. O shame on our
Magistrates, that the credit of Maury
County is below par! Here are your Ju
rors and others that are employed in run
ning the county machinery, who have
your warrants, which are hawked and
peddled about like second or third-clas- s

paper; being gobbled up by dealers in
mouey at a loss to the owners. Some
O'Coxor may yet rise up in Maury, who
will have the whole affair sifted of its rot-
tenness, and lay bare such acts of injus-
tice to the tax-pave- rs of the great county
of Maury. Heretofore the Justices of
Maury County have been looked upon,
like Ca?sar s wite, aboye suspicion, un-
til that Saturday morning, when a large
number oj the tsar oj Volumoia offered
their service free, to dejend them in an
unlawful act.

Now , Messrs. Editors, the tax payers
should be under lasting obligations to
you for being the instrument by which
this matter of wantonly transcending
their prerogative on the part of the
justices, in appropriating money to Mcm- -

mis, nas oeen Drougni io ngut, uuiwim- -

standing it was unintentional on your
part; and you can still increase that obli
gation by having some ot those volunteer-
ed attorneys show the tax-paye- the stat
ute that gives the County Court poicer to
appropriate $300. Also show them the
statute that gives the Comity Court power
to buy Thompson t Sieger's Code of Ten-

nessee; and also the statute that gives the
County Vourt the power io purchase
picks and shovels to work on thepublic
roaas. inese are questions ot vital un
portance to the tax-paye- of this county,
and we have no doubt it will still increase
the debt of gratitude if you can have
them enlightened on these points; not by
an opinion, but the statutes themselves.
published in the columns of your excel
lent and valuable paper so that all can
read and understand for themselves.
For the powers of the County Court are
limited and prescribed by statute, espe-
cially the appropriations for county ex
penditures, and that their jurisdiction
does not extend beyond the limits ot the
county. Now, tax-payer- s, if you wish to
cet rid and be relieved of. one of the par
ties of this rinr or combination, and will
take the followinc rule as your guide, to-

wit: sell for cash and buy for cash, and
obey the laws of vour country, you will
have no need for the services of the law
yer; and certainly the other party are
your servants, and can be held to a strict
account of their stewardship, and made
liable for the amount ot your money un
lawfully appropriated by them.

Little Artist: Be not alarmed con

carnine our volcano. Hamilton' reasons
thus: North Carolina has every thing
elan taken in the census, and why not
have a volcano? 1 have not yet had any
personal intercourse with volcanoes-- and
I rem-e- t that I cannot cive you reliable
information about their habits. The Press
thinks it will be a heavy job to scratch
the mountain when the eruption comes

out. Until we know more about the
prognosis of volcanic pathology, I opine
that the three hundred, or three hundred
and sixty odd, or three hundred and sixty

odd thousand newspaper correspondents
and scientific men who are congregating
in the south-wester- n corner of McDowell
county, to interview the Bald Mountain
and witness the eruption, are iu pursuit
of knowledge under diiliculties. Their
teal surpasses their knowledge, and will

receive more applause. I believe, howev-

er, that wc may consider this much as re-

liable, that the habits of volcanoes are

And
the natives of the mountain, who hare the
reputation of being very ungodly, became
alarmed, and held extraordinary religious
meetings. It is said that they still urge
upon some illicit distillers around, the du
ty of pouring out upon the earth the con
tents of their whisky barrels, and that the
distillers cannot see their way so far, and
arc waiting to hear more from the moun-

tain.
But do not let your constant mind be

shaken. Old Bex Ber;kn, a reliable
antiquity, who is confirmed by other an
cients, says that the mountain cut up more
in IS 12 than it is doing now; and we know
that it didn't cave in nor blow out then.
