MORBID IMPULSE.

The Great Doctor Who Doeinot Believe
Ita " Kmotional " Murder.

Dr. William A. Hammond has deliv-
ered a lecture before the New York
medical society on a topic of present
interest the morbid impulses which
lead to crime, and which are, in certain
cases, now urged as a palliation for it.
His conclusions are adverse to the crim-
inal ;

1. A person a are of the existence of
an impulse to commit crime, find which
he fears he may not be able to resist,
is bound to do everything in his power
to render the accomplishment of his
propensity impossible. It is his duty
to immediately place himself under re-
straint. If he does not, he is morally
and legally in no better position than a
rnfBan who feela an impulse to acquire
other people's property, and accord-
ingly murders the man most conven-
ient for his purpose.

2. The individual who is clearly
shown to have yielded to a previously
unfelt impulse to commit crime, and
who accordingly perpetrates an other-
wise motiveless offense, or one which in
his normal condition would evidently
not have been committed, is too dan-
gerous to society to be allowed to go at
large. He ought to be placed under
permanent restraint. I say permanent,
because experience shows that this form
of mental aberration is exceedingly apt
to recur. Several of the cases I have
cited are illustrations of crime com-
mitted after the discharge from confine-
ment, and there are hundreds of simi-
lar instances on record.

3. Those morbidly constituted indi-
viduals who commit crimes because it
is pleasant for them to do so, such as
Helen Isgado, Domollard Pomeroy, and
others whose cases I have cited, should
be treated exactly like other offenders
against the laws. The apparent absence
of motive is apparent only. The fact
that the criminal experiences pleasure
from the committal of the act is as
strong motive as any other that can be al-

leged, and is entitled to no more exten-
uating force than the pleasure of re-
venge, acquisitiveness, or other pas-
sions. " Lord, how I do love thieving !"
said a London vagabond ; " if I had all
the riches of the world I would still be
a thief."

4. The fact that a murder has been
committed in order that the perpetra-
tor might secure his own execution is
not a palliating circumstance. Those
who contend that it is and I am sorry
to find Dr. Maudsley among them
seem to be actuated by the erroneous
idea that suicide is necessarily the act
of an insane person. The desire to be
executed may be evidence of a morbid
mind, but not necessarily of an insane
cne, and if we are going to excuse
every crime committed by jaundiced
and hypochondrical and notoriety-lovin- g

people, we might as well close
our courts at once.

5. A morbid impulse to crime expe-
rienced by an insane person and by an
insane person I mean one who exhibits
other evidences of insanity besides the
morbid impulse, and who would be
considered by competent judges to be

Sowing Blue Grass Seed.
Mr. Fassett, an extensive farmer, in

the Prairie Farmer, gives some useful
direel ions upon this subject. He says s

The opinions of farmers differ in re-
gard to the time that blue grass should
be sown. Some advise sowing it in the
spring; others recommend to sow it in the
month of August. My own experience
is, that the best time to sow any and all
kinds of grass-see- d is from the middle
of February to the middle ef March in
this latitude ; further south it would
probably be better to sow some earlier ;
further north, some later. The seed
should be sown before it is done freea-in- g.

The spring freezing and thawing
of the ground covers the seed to the
proper depth to germinate which is
the only way I know of to get it all
covered so that it will grow. The spring
rains bring the plants to such maturity,
they get such a strong hold of the
ground before the dry, hot weather of
summer comes on, that they are able to
stand it ; that is where grass seed is
sown without any other crop, which, I
think, is the only way to insure a good
stand.

One-ha- lf bushel, or seven pounds ef
blue grass seed is considered to be the
right quantity to sow to the acre to
make a good stand. I think it much
bet ter to sow timothy and red-to- p with
blue grass. Blue grass makes but a
slender growth for the first two or
three years after it is sown. The Ken-tuckia-

say that blue grass pastures
continue to improve thirty or forty
years. Timothy does its best right
along the first few years, and then be-
gins to fail. Red-to- p has more of the
nature of blue grass, but makes a
stronger growth much sooner, and will
make about as much pasture, but will
wither soon in cold weather. Like blue
grass, it spreads from the root, making
a perfect sward. The blue grass will
eventually run it out as well as the
timothy, and take entire possession as it
arrives at maturity.

I would recommend to sow four
quarts of timothy, six pounds of red
top and four pounds of blue grass seed
to the acre.

As to seeding soon after timber is
deadened, I can not 6peak from expe-
rience, but can see no reason why the
three grasses wonld not do well.

I know it to be a first-rat- e way to
make pasture on new prairie lands that
have not had the wild nature killed out
of them by cultivation sufficient to grow
timothy and clover successfully. I do
not know whether blue or any other
grass seed will grow well that is two or
three years old. I would prefer to sow
fresh seed.

As doctors will always disagree in cer-
tain cases, a Kentucky correspondent
of the Ohio Farmer sends the following
criticism upon the above article by Mr.
Fassett :

I must beg leave to differ, with Mr.
Fassett as to the time for sowing blue
grass seed. He prefers from the middle
of February to the middle of March.
That will do in some cases, but the best
time is early fall, with wheat or rye.
This brings the timothy up before win-
ter, and the blne'grass comes up in the
spring with sufficient root to withstand
the heat and drought of the following
summer.

The quantity of seed (seven pounds
to the acre) that he sows is not suffi-

cient to make pasture for several years,
though if it could be well separated
before sowing it would do ; but beat
and thresh it as you may, it sticks to-

gether and distributes badly in sowing
The quantity should be two bushels to
the acre, carefully sown. It is better to
cross-so- after the wind changes.

Keep stock off after you glean the
field, until the following June or July,
at which time you will have a beautiful
pasture.

If you wish to sow in timber, use the
same quantity of seed, and " root" it in
with hogs. Sow a small piece at first,
mixing in some oats, rye or corn, to
make the hogs hunt after the grain;
thn sow another piece in the same way
until you have finished the whole field.

Age does not destroy the vitality of
the seed, nor of any other grass seed, if
kept from heating. I have sown blue
grass that was six years old, and had
been kept in a bag in a dry cella-- . It
is almost impossible to heat it. No one
should sow seed of any kind that has
been kept in bulk during the summer
months, as it goes through too much
sweating if kept in a heap or granary.
If spread on a door where it can get the
air all the time there is no danger.

The senate committee on commerce
has decided to recommend the insertion
of an item in the river and harbor ap-
propriation bill of 250,000 for the re-
moval of obslrnctions from the Chatta-
hoochee and FJint rivers in Georgia.

The reciprocy treaty with Canada has
been submitted by the president to the
senate. Its maiu features are the fr e
interchange of mineral and manufactured
products, the freedom of the Canadian
canals and the St. Lawrence, Lake Mich-
igan being opened to Canadians, and a
joint commission to regulate the St.
Clair flats.

The committee on elections, by a vote
of 6 to 5, have agreed not to refer the
resolution of Hazelton, reciting that
Cannon had proved to be a polygamist
and had married one of his wives since
the passage of the y law of
1862, and, therefore, should be expelled.
The committee also voted down a reso-
lution postponing all action in the case,
but it is generally believed that further
consideration of the question will ba
postponed until next session.

The senate committee on military af-
fairs have decided to postpone till next
session the house bill for the reorgani-
zation and reduction of the army.

The board of peace commissioners
consists of ten members. Six of the
ten only have resigned. The remaining
four have been called together for the
purpose of reoTgacizing the board.
The vacancies will be filled by the pres-
ident.

The conference committee have
agreed upon a new currency bill in the
slnpe substantially as heretofore re-
ported. It provides for free banking ;
the abolition of reserves on circulation,
except 5 per cent, to be kept at the
treasury ; the retirement of greenbacks
at the rate of 37J per cent, of the na-
tional back notes issued, and redemp-
tion in gold of 5 per cent, bonds on Jan.
1, 1378. The report recommending the
passage of the bill is signed by Messrs.
Morton, Sherman and Merrimon, mem-
bers of the conference, on the part of
the senate, and by Messrs. Maynard
and Farwell, on the part of the house.
The report is not signed by Mr. Cly-me- r,

the remaining member of the con-
ference.

The District of Columbia investigat-
ing committee report a bill authorizing
the president, by aud with the advice
and consent of the senate, to appoint a
commission of three persons who will
exercise all powers of government now
vested in the governor or board of pub-
lic works, which are abolished, together
with the legislative assembly and dele-
gate in congress.

The president has nominated J. C.
Bancroft Davis, envoy extraordinary
and minister plenipotentiary of the
United States to the German Empire.

The senate committee on claims has
concluded the consideration of house
bill appropriating some 7,000,000 to
pay the awards of the southern claims
commissioners in favor of about 1,000
unionists throughout the south. The
committee agreed to report the bill to
the senate with amendments, among
which is one proposing to send back to
the commissioners the claim of Bailey,
of Louisiana, cn the ground that he
sold certain cotton to the confederate
government, and thereby committed an
act of disloyalty which should negative
any and all proof of loyalty to the
United States upon which the commis-
sioners p issed his claim.

Representative Ilurlbnt, from the
committee on railroads and canals, has
made a favorable report on the bill of
representative Hawley, of Illinois, to
provide for the construction of a canal
connecting the waters of Lake Michigan
and the Illinois, Mississippi and Rock
rivers. The bill authorizes and directs
the secretary of war to lay out and con-

struct from a point at or near Hennepin
by the most practicable and convenient
route to the Mist-iss'pp- i river, with a
branch canal or feeder from Rock river,
at the city of Dixon, connecting with
the maiu line of canal near the town of
Sheffield. The length of the canal is
to be 102 miles, and is estimated to cost
a little over four and one-hal- f millions.
The bill appropriates one million to-

wards its commencement.

Ice-Wate- r.

One of the most fruitful causes of
dyspepsia, our national disease, is,
unquestionably, traceable to the excess-
ive drinking of ice-wate- r. We us 3 far
more ice in this country than is used in
all the world beside. While we are in-

clined to boast of this as a luxury, we
forget that, like many other luxuries, it
does a deal of harm. The temperature
of the stomach at which digestion takes
place, is from ninety-eig- ht to one hun-
dred degrees (Fahrenheit). Conse-
quently, the effect of swallowing ice-wat-

which must for a while reduca
the temperature from thirty to forty de
grees at least, cannot fail to be hurtful,
and if habitually indulged in, to insure
the disorder so widely prevalent and so
distressing in character. In cities and
large towns we are perpetually drink-
ing ice-wat- er in winter as well as sum-
mer. We drink it before our meals,
with our meals, after our meals, on go-

ing to bed and on getting up. In fact,
there is no hour when we are awake
that we do not drink it. If yott ring
the bell at an American hotel, the ser-
vant who answers it brings you a
pitcher of ice-wate- r, supposing that you
want that anyhow, and that yo i musi
swallow a certain quantity before yon
are prepared to make your other wishes
known. If you go to breakfast on a
bitter cold morning, the first thing the
waiter places before you is a goblet of
ice-wate- r ; and the chief energy he dis-
plays is in keeping the goblet full to
the rim. Although he may not get you
anything you order, you can depend on
him for a bounteous supply of the freez-
ing liqaid.

Immoderate drinking of any Jkind is
almost entirely due to habit. This is
particularly true of ice-wate- r, which, by
spontaneous reaction, has the effect of
exciting, rather than allaying thirst.
The more we take of it, the more we
want. The man who begins with a pint
a day, will, before a great while, crave
half a gallon, and imagine that he can-
not do with less.

Meanwhile, his food will have no
chance to digest, and temporary indi-
gestion will, in due time, become
chronic. His deranged stomach will
affect his head, and the indulgence of a
foolish habit finally result in unhealthy
action of the brain, and possibly dis-
turbance of his mental and moral fac-
ulties.

The objection is not to water in any
reasonable quantities, but to the ice
that is put into it. Water that is al-

lowed to run for a while through pipes,
or drawn from a well, is as cool, even in
summer, as is consistent with perfect
health. After drinking it for a time the
palate will not ask for ice. It is advi-
sable to vary water with cold tea, coffee,
milk or lemonade, since the interchange
of these has a tendency to diminish the
amount of liquid wanted ; and health
generally is better prestrved by little
than by large drinking of any kind.

The Eucalyptus.
The Blue Gum tree ( Eucalypfti lob-ulus- ),

which is exciting a good deal of
attention among agriculturalists in
Europe, is a native of Australia and a
member of the Myrtle family (Myrta-crcc- ).

It was introduced into Algeria
eleven years ago, atid, during the last
seven years, extensive plantations
have been cultivated in that couutry.
It flourishes luxuriantly in this new
habitat, and trees of only seven years'
growth from the seed have reached an
average height of 50 feet, although
nourished by very poor soil. It is an
evergreen tree, with a straight stem,
crowned at the summit with spreading
bushes, bearing willow-lik- e leaves. In
their native forests these trees often
rise to the height of 200 feet, with
their shafts clear of branches for from
100 to 150 feet, and resembling so many
eleg&nt columns irregularly scattered
about, and intercepting the view at the
distance f a few hundred yards.

These Eucalyptic groves are especi-
ally grateful on the barren plains of
Barbary. By their growth marshy
lands are drained, and sun-bake- d spots
are shadowed and provided with moist-
ure. Their blossoms are filled with
honey, which attracts multitudes of in-
sects"; and they in turn invite the birds,
who find not only an abundance of food
but the warmth of leafy coverts in win-
ter, and shelter from the fierce heat of
the sun in summer. The trees exhale a
fragrance which is described as delight-
fully resinous and pungent. They are
said to possess also various meciicinal
virtues.

Baths in a decoction of the leaves
and branches are said to remove rheu-
matic pains, and neuralgia, and to pro-
mote recovery from the debility left by
the malaria incidental to the country.
There is no doubt that the tree has
properties which give it efficiency in
cases of fever. Its bark yields tannin,
and also an oil which is serviceble in
the arts. Attempts have been made to
cultivate the tree in England. A plant
seven years old, in the gardens of the
Royal Botanical Society, has attained
a height of 15 feet. But it is thought
that, except in the extreme south or
west of the island, the tree will not en-

dure the low temperature of the ordi-
nary English winter.

The Eucalyptus is allied to the pome-
granate ; the Guava tree ; the Coryo-phyli- us

aromatica, whose dried flower-bud- s

are the cloves of commerce ; the
Pimento, whose berries are known un-
der the name of allspice ; and the Aki.
orLignnm-Vitre- , of New Zealand. The
entire Myrtle family, numbering about
300 species, are natives of tropical coun-
tries, in the kew and the old world.

FROM WASHINGTON.
Confirm) Ion nt the New Secretary of

I lie Treasury t'htsp Transportat-
ion., etc.

At an executive session of the senate
on the 2d, a unanimons report was
made from the committee on finances,
recommending the confirmation of Gen.
Dristow to be secretary of the treasury
in place of Richardson, resigned. The
senate, without hesitation, unanimously
confirmed the nomination. Not so, how-
ever, with regard to the nomination

to be jadge of the court of
claims, which was not reported back
unanimously from the committee on
judiciary. During forty minutes' ses-
sion views were interchanged by sena-
tors rather in a conversational way than
by debate, the democrats openly ba-
sing their cpposilion to the nomination
on the report of the committee on ways
and means, and the accompanying testi-
mony in the Sanborn case in reference
to him. With this exception the ques-
tion arors as to his fitness for the judge-
ship. Little was said on the republi-
can side, certainly no formal defense of
his com net of the Sanborn contracts.
Finally, when the question was taken
on advising and consenting to the nom-
ination, a number of republican sena-
tors in their seats declined to vote. A
sufficient number of them, however,
did fo to carry the nomination by a
small majority. If those who opposed
the nomination by failing to respond to
their names had voted in the negative,
t .e nomination would have been re-
jected. The senate had been canvassed
by a senatorial friend of Richardson a
week before the nomination was trans-
mitted to the senate, when it appeared
the nomination conld b secured,
though by a Bmall majority. Massa-
chusetts has two judges on the bench of
the coort of claims, Lor.ng and Rich-
ardson.

Ily invitation of the postmaster gen-
eral a number of the representatives of
western states and territories assembled
at the department on the 21, to aid him
in determining the insufficiency of
bonds forwarded by successful bidders
for mail service nnder the last letting.
Generally the sureties wVre considered
by the representatives present to be
adequate, but in some cases bondsmen
were uoknown to (he representatives,
and therefore no assurance concerning
them could be given. A very small
portion of the accepted bidders failed
to furnish bonds for the execution of
their contracts. The result is attributed
to the working of the 5 per cent, de-
posit system. It is considered that
many bonds now furnished will prove
worthless, and the department favors
still further amendments, so as to exact
heavy penalties against the postmasters
who certify that straw bonds are good
and which prove insufficent.

The substitute reported by Senator
Windom, from the transportation com-
mittee, for the house bill to regulate
commerce among the several states,
provides that every lino of railroad ex-
tending into or through t o or more
states, and employed in carrying freight
between points in different states, or
from any foreign country, whether
owned and operated by one or several
corporations or persons, shall keep
IKKsted in each of its stations and de-
pots, a full classification of freights aud
charges per mile for every distance for
which it receives freight for transporta-
tion, and the rates so established it
shall charge in every case, excei t for
government transportation and for char-
itable purposes, so 1 ?ng as said schedules
remain unchanged, and thirty days' no-
tice must be given of any intendd
chan.e of schedule rates. The bill
prohibits any discriminations in charges
of like Fervices performed for different
shippers, or any discriminations in de-
livery of freiKht, except according to
priority of shipment ; also, provided
that the railroad company receiving
freight for trauspottafion over other
road- - in addition to its own line, shall
le responsible to the shipper for the
safe d livery of freight at its destina
tion. Each violation of the foregoing
provisions is to be punished by a fine of
not less than $500 nor more than 5,000.

Announcement is made from Wash-
ington that subscriptions to the new 5
per cent, loan continue to be received
at the treasury, and a call fer 5,000,-00- 0

five-twent- bonds maj be shortly
expected.

The bill passed by the senate to
amend the charter of the Freedmen's
Savings and Trust Company provides
that within ten days after its enactment,
the comptroller of the currency shall
appoint three commissioners, who, un-
der the jurisdiction and control of the
secretary of the treasury, shall take
possession of the books and all assets
of the bank and its branches, with pow-
er to wind up all business of said bank
and its branches, and pay it. to the Uni-
ted States treasury all money realized
therefrom. The comptroller of the cur-
rency is to declare and pay dividends as
the results may justify. The commis-
sioners are to receive a salary of
per annum, and give bonds of 23,000
each. It is provided, however, that if
in the progress of winding up, the com-
missioners aud comptroller of currency
shall at any time be of opinion that the
bank can resume nnder its old charter,
they may, with the consent of the sec-
retary of the treasury, turn it over to
the board of trustees, who shall then
rtsume their presjnt powers.

Last week Mr. Hurlbut, from the
committee on railways and canals,
called up the bill for the improvement
of the mouth of the Mississippi river,
and proceeded to explain and advocate
it. The bill authorizes James B. E ides
aud associates to proceed in the work of
deepening the channel of one of the
outlets or passes of the Mississipi river
into the Gulf of Mexico, to be selected
by himself, by permanent jetties, etc.
the privileges of the bill to be revoked
unless within 30 months three feet is
sv cured, and they may subsequently be
revoked unless two additional feet of
water is secured each year nntil 26 feet
are secured, and two additional feet
within two years thereafter, when a
channel of 28 feet in depth can be main-
tained with clear surface the width to
be not less than 000 feet, so that
ships drawing 22 feet can be safely nav-
igated, and two ships can pass each
other in safety. The government is to
pay to Eades or his legal representa-
tives 2,000,000, and for each additional
depth of two feet an additional million
dollars. The whole sum is not to ex-
ceed 5,000,000. Commissioners are 'o
Ito appointed by the president to exam-
ine the work, and the payments are to
be made on their report, and when they
report that a channel of 28 feet has
lieen permanently established, an ad-

ditional six millions of dollars is to be
paid at yearly intervals.

A plowing bee at the farm of a lady
granger near Yuba city, Cal., brought
out seventeen gang-plow- s, and sixty
acres of land were turned over.

The national grange at Washington,
recently made arrangements for for-
warding one hundred barrels of flour
and ten thousand pounds of bacon to
the suffering members of the order in
Louisiana and Arkansas.

The grangers of Calhoun, Kalama-
zoo, and Rarry counties, Michigan,
have organized an association called
the Battle Creek union council for the
purchasing of their commodities. A
similar association has headquarters at
Marshall.

The grangers of the first congressional

district, Kentucky, will meet at
Paducah on the fourth Thursday in
July next. All farmers, whether they.
art grangeis or not, will be invited to
attend. A barbacue and picnic will be
held at the fair grounds.

The state grange of Nebraska is pnt-
ting in machinery, at riattsmouth, for
the manufacture of plows, cultivators,
headers, harvesters and other agricul-
tural implements. The building is a
two-stor- y i.rick, 40 by 140 fe?t. Thirty
heads of families are employed to com-
mence with. Steam and blast povrder
of the necessary quantity will be furn-
ished.

The Feeding of Poultry.
Mr. Edward Thomas Brown, Newcas-

tle, England, has published an inter-
esting pamphlet on this subject, from
which the following extract is made :

The keeping and feeding of poultry
is generally looked upon by farmees
and those who have plenty of chances
of keeping Ihem, as an expensive hob-
by, only to be indulged in by those who
can afford to ride it ; but the fact that
in 1871 we imported from France alone
522,132,720 eggs, (being 17 in the year
for every man, woman and child in the
country), and several thonsand tons of
poultry, together amounting to three
million pounds sterling, proves that the
French make the keeping of poultry
pay. In France an enormous trade is
done in these products, they being a
staple article of food, and it is estimated
at 10,000,000 per year. In fact, in
Paris alone, the trade is reckoned at
jl,400,000 per year, and it is said, upon
an average, every Parisian eats 160
eggs annually.

The idea that poultry " don't pay "
is, undoubtedly, a mistaken one ; but,
nevertheless, it is generally held. Most
assuredly they will not pay, if the fowls
are allowed to look after themselves,
never taken any care of, and put into
an old tumble-dow- n house, that cannot
be used for any other purpose, with
food, the cheapest rubbish that can be
found, thrown down upon the ground
in any sort of place. But if a little
care is taken, if they are properly tended,
fed with a modern quantity of good,
food, provided with plenty of fresh wa-

ter, and kept in an ordinarily comforta-
ble place, they will pay, and well. Last
spring we were told by one o our cus-
tomers, who has only one of our small
town yards, that during the previous
year (1872) his eggs only cost him one-ha- lf

penny each all the year round, and
this result can be obtained by all who
take ordinary care of their birds.

Moses in Egypt
Mariette's discoveries thus far have

thrown less light upon the sojourn of
the Israelites in Egypt than many might
have expected or wished. We are apt
to forget, in the great importance which
the Biblical narrative possesses for us,
that a small subject race, like the Jews,
could only be accidentally mentioned in
the annals of such a proud and power-
ful people. A few strong probabilities,
however, are worthy of being noticed.
The conjectured period of Joseph's ar-

rival in Egypt corresponds with that of
the Hyksos, or Shepherd Kings who,
being strangers thempelves, would the
more readily confer high authority npon
a stranger. Mos s, almost certainly,
was educated as an Egyptian priest un-

der the reign of Rameses II., and the
Pharaoh of the Exodus was the latter's
son, Menephthah, a superb bust of
whom is in Mariette's museum. The
name Moses is the Egyptian Mesn, sig-
nifying " child," or " boy." A recently-deciphere- d

papyrus contains an official
report concerning a certain "Mesn,"
w ho is declare i to have much influence
over" the foreign people," as the de
scendants of the Hyksos, the Israelites,
and other Semetio tribes settled in the

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A Rich Old Gentleman Frightens the
Treasury Officials.

The house committee on banking and
currency have been for some time se-

cretly investigating the sonrce from
which the large amount of fractional
currency, which was first issued ' and
known as "postrl currency," has been
put in circulation. The committee were
apprised very early in the session,
through the 'treasury officials, that a
large amount of this currency of the
first isue. unquestionably genuine and
quite fresh and new, was in circulation,
and was being constantly presented for
redemption. The secret service depart-
ment of the government has been at
work on the case for a long time in con-
nection with the committee, and it is
now fully established that the entire
amount had be n put in circulation by
a very eccentric and wealthy old gen-
tleman, who, when then this first issue
of the fractional currency was made,
deposited a large quantity of it in his
safe and never had paid it out until
very recently. The secretary at first
thought of issuing a circular warning
the public against taking it. It was
afterward thought the original plates
had been 6tolen,

The Naples Aquarium.
In the smaller tanks the delicate "pe-

lagic " forms, those perfectly transpar-
ent glass like animals which swim on
the surface of the sea, are daily renewed
when weather permits ; and at present
there are some really lovely things of
this kind to be seen here which could
nowhere else be exhibited, since the
Naplt s aquarium is the only one which
can draw supplies from a warm sea.
The Cestnm Veneris is one of the most
striking of these transparent organisms,
being a baud of perfectly glass-lik- e

consistency nearly a yard in length, un-
dulating like a snake, and slowly mov-
ing through the water by means of two
rows of large vibrating fringes, which
glisten with all the colors of the rain-
bow. Some of these are brought in
nearly every day by the fishermen, and
hundreds of the long chains of trans-
parent Sal pre, not to speak of Beroes,
as big as lemons. Glass shrimps, in-

habiting the transparent little tubs
known ss Doliol.im, and sometimes a
Leptocephalus, a true vertebrate fish,
of which one at first sees only the black
eyes, all the rest of its body being ab-

solutely as clear and invisible as a piece
of glass, a really ideal ghost of a fish.

I ever saw. With both hind legs tied
together she would kick backward like
a horse ; and then, in addition, one fore
leg was tied np ; and she would stand
upon the other and kick with both hind
legs as soon as an attempt was made to
milk her, till she tumbled down ; then
would get np and kick again until tired
out ; so the milk was generally left on
the stable floor, and it was decided to
dry her np and beef her as soon as pos-
sible, though an extra cow. Country
Gentleman.
