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Doge s Palace, Venice, are of tne four-
teenth century. The, Seraglio, Stam-bou- l,

was built by Mahomet II. Next,
the oldest part of the Vatican com-
menced by Borgia, whose name it bears.
Then the old Louvre, commenced in the
reign of Henry VIII.; the Tnileries in
that of Elirabetb; Th? Spanish Escor-ia- l

belongs to the seventeenth century,
while such palaces as those of Athens.
Cairo, and the Persian Teheran, are all
of them of quite modern date, so that it
is no idle boast, the hoar antiquity of
the London Tower Palace. Then,
again, as to the "prisons," none of
them, with the single exception of St.
Angelo, Rome, can- - compare with the
Tower Prison. The n

Bastille, of which, by the way,
there are some curious records on pa-

per, is a thing of the past, as all know.
The Bargello is a museum. The Piom-b- i,

of poetic fame, are removed from
beneath the Doge's roof. Vineennes,
Spandau, Spilberg, Magdeburg, are all
modern compared with it. Again, we
wish we could see this old Toer of
London and compare things.

A Brave Squirrel

The recent igrrominous defeat of a
ferocious yonng lioness iry fi humble
and ugly donkey in our zoological gar-
den has a curious parallel in the result
ef a deadly combat Wednesday evening
between a large diamond rattlesnake
and a little squirrel during the snake
exhibition over the Rhine, at 522 Vine
street. The snake was one of the larger
of its species, six and a half feet in
length, and having been without food
for months, was inclined to act on the
offensive; the squirrel was inexperienced
in serpent warfar5, but wonderfully
plucky. On the whole we are inclined
to consider the poor little squirrel as
having diatinguished himself even more
than the brave doaicy whose prowess
has been ably memorialized in marble
by a Cincinnati sculptor. The donkey
barely saved his life by a desperate
struggle, without inflicting much hurt
upon his terrible antagonist ; the squir
rel wps leit clone to contend with the
most dreaded iind deadl enemy cf
human or animal life, and actually
sle w his antagonist. We erred in pro-
nouncing the feathery-taile- little war-
rior dead yesterday. He still lives, and
by careful treatment might recover,
but his hide? us energy h dead.

It was not known that the snake had
expired until a late Lour Wednesday
night. When the squirrel had been
placed in the cage, the slimy-shinin- g

monster immediately sprung his rattle
and coiled to strike ; while the
squirrel, baring taken a good look all
round the crgc, and found escape to re
impossible, prepared himself for the
worst, watching his glittering-eye- d

enemy with tierce resolution. The
spectacle became highly interesting to
the spectators, for the deadly ophidian
was contending with a far higher form
of life, a finer organism, a more intelli-
gent being than the helpless creatures
which ordinarily supplied him with food.
Lnake and squirrel alike poised them-
selves for the spring, the tail of the
former vibrating so rapidly as to become
almost invisible, and emitting a sound
like the bupia of brazen clock-wor- k ; the
tail of the latter trembled slightly with
the tension of tne squirrel s muscles.
Suddenly a sickly gleam of livid white
shot across the cage, aud struck the
squirrel below the neck, once, twice,
with the rapidity of an electric flash.
The spectators ceased to laugh and
whisper ; the sight was too horrible.
But the brave little srpairrel did not
shrink or drop. He sprang forward to
meet his terrible foe, and caught the
writhing tail between his keen teeth.
There was a crackling sound like the
crushing of chicken bones, a hideously
shrill hiss, an agonized wriggle through
the long speckled boely, and the next
instant the squirrel was wrapped in the
coils of the serpent, while the fragments
of the bony rattles fell on the floor of
the cage, crushed into tiny slivers. But
the squirrel still showed no fear,

many-colore- d folds tightened
about him, and the awful triangular
head approached with wide-opene- jaws
and needle-shar- p fangs, and eyes in
wl ich the yellow iris-circl- e seemed
transformed to flame. There was an-

other sickly flash of white, as the livid
serpent-bell- y turned upward with the
effort of the last venomous stroke. The
fangs never reached the squirrel. He
canght the speckled neck between his
keen teeth, an inch below the deadly
head with its horrible eyes, and the
horrible eyes started out under the
pressure. There was another crackling
sound, another series of ghastly convul
sions, and the horrible far ged month
opened for the last time. The squirrel
shook the reptile between his strong
jaws until the clammy coils dropped
from about him, and then flung the
whole squirming mass from him. It
writhed ouoe or twice, half-coile- and
lav still. It wss dead.

The squirrel immediately after became
very sick, and dropped into a state ot
apparent coma ; thus giving the impres-
sion that it was dead. But it revived a
little yesterday, and may possibly re-

cover. Certainly every care should be
taken of it ; for a braver fight has never
been made by so helpless an animal
against bo deadly an enemy. The snake
will be stuffed.

A German Lady's Visit to the Pope.

The Rheinishe Courier gives the fol-

lowing accouct of a visit by a German
lady to the Pope:

"At the hour fixed for the audience,
we repaired to the Vatican in our best
clothes, and after we had waited pretty
long in company with about two hun-
dred persons, t be Holy Father at length
appeared in white robes and red slippers,
surrounded by a number of high church
dignitaries.

When
he had finished his round, he took np
his posiiton in the middle of the salon
and made a speecn m r reucn, in wnien
he thanked us for coming in such great
numbers, especially those who Lad come
from France. He said he fcnew indeed
a pope s always an interesting object,
0uc those,' he added and here he

pointed especially to some among us
do not belong to any lamny. am an

old man, but not a broken reed; my
position is ntrongr, for I have right on
my side.' The whole speech seemed to
be particularly directed to t he liermans,
and as I learned later the Pope's irrita-
tion had been caused by the fact that en
his entrance a few Germans had thought
fit to remain seated with crossed legs.
While speaking, the Pope leaned upon
his stick, but otherwise he appeared
quite strong, and his voice particularly
is still powerful. The splendor of bis
former davr, has been chiefly tarnished
by the loss of his black, red and yellow
bedy-guar- who, with their halberds,
produced a not unfavorable and antique
appearance; but now, unfortunately,
the chamberlains no longer wear the
Spanish dress, but a civilian uniform.
Even the Swiss guards can wear their
uniform only inside the Vatican.

In cur
ing hams and fo'icoh it will be found
advantageous to use the quantity of
common soda as of saltpeter lj ounce
eacn to 14 pounds of ham or a piece of
bacon, using the usual quantity of salt.
The soda prevents that hardness in the
lean of tL.3 bprcn whih is ro often
found, ami keeps it quite mellow all
through, beside being a preventive of
rancidity. This recipe has been verv
estersively trie'd for fifteen years, and
invariably approved of.

numbers, and uncertain rhymes. John
Drytlen must pay the penalty as the
author of 'The Hind and the Panther,'
the worst poem of the age; and Pope,
all tune and no meaning, has no claim
for merciful consideration on account of
his unintelligible essays, his barbarous
rhapsody upon Windsor Forest, or the
pert, insipid heap of commonplaces he
dignified with the title 'An Essay on
Criticism. 'The fact that he obtained ad-
mittance into literary society because
his person was as ridiculous as his
writings, should not save the flimsy
poems, wanting alike in genius, dignity,
fancy, and fire, of Oliver Goldsmith;
or excuse the preserving of that inco-
herent piece of stuff, without plot or
incident, known as 'She Stoops to Con-
quer' as much out of place in a lit-
erary collection as the works of Cowper,
a good man but no poet; or of Crabbe,
who wrote the very converse of poetry.
The vicious style and vulgar sentimen-
tality of Thomson call for his exclusion
from good company, along with the
poet who passed that judgment upon
The Seasons,' and who, in his own long,
weak, lame lucubrations, wavering so
prettily between pathos and sillines

. . . Both by precept and example shows.
That prose ii verse, and verse is merely prose;'

besides having achieved the writing of
the very worst poena ever printed m a
quarto volume, 'The White Doe of
Rylstone," the sad outcome of poetical
int- xicatior, produced by ixtreme self- -

att carati n. Despite Lis nobility, to
which Byron, great in so little a wav,
owed his awaking one morning and find
ing himse.f famous, he must be put out
ia the cold ; with the gratuitously non- -

seiisieal Keats, given to setting forth
tne most iucout.ru.ous ideas in the most
uncouth language ; with Shelley, who,
setting grammar and common sense
equally a - defiance, warred against rea-
son, tasie, and virtue in driveling prose
run mad tdl brilliance, confusion, aud
vacuity ; and with Scott, one of the
poets who pre no poets, who obtained a
spurious fame by writing imitations of
black-lette- r b illads, and literary panto-
mimes in the worst dialects cf the Eng-
lish language, making one believe
helmets were always pasteboard and
horses always hobby.

" Cnkindest cut of nil, under the
minority dispensation, we sliouid be
compelled to part company with. Shaks-peare- .

There can be no doubt about
that; for we are assured ho was ffldiy
deficient in judgment, lacked iuventive
power, and wuf. utterly out of his ele-
ment iu tragedy ; that he could only
rave Without. ieason, rule, or coherency;

mere farces, without salt or savor,
wherein there is uot so much meauing
as in tha i;eijhing of a horse or the
groivliug of a dog."

at having thus freed him-
self from his tormentors.
