As late a8 the early part of theelghteenth
century table-forks—and, we may add,
knives—were kept on so small a scale by
country inns in Seotland (aod perbapsin |
wome parts of England) that it was cus
tomary for gentlemen in truvelling to
carry with them a“portslle knife and
fork in a shagreen case.

damp must be rolled in a cloth and ironed
on the wrong side. It must on no o
eotint be sprinkled, as every spot shows
colored pocket-handkerchicls
ean bowashed und iropedin the same way,
but when suufl’ has been used they must
be previously sosked for an hour in cool
luther, rinsed fn culd water and ironed
with & cvol fron. Thess handkerchicfs
are generally of fast colors, but if there
is any Houbt of thelr standing the wash
ing & handful of common salt should be
thrown into the soaking water.
