CHEMICAL ANALYSISOF GYPSUM AND
ITS EFFECTS, &e.
[coxTisven.]

The generally recieved theory of the action
of gypsum, is, that it fixes the ammonia which
is ever present in the atmosphere in the nature |
of a carbonate and thus becomes present in all '[
the rain water which brings it inycountact with
the sulphate of lime, by which mean$a double
decomposition takes place, and the ammonia is
prevented from dissipation on the return of
drought and sunshine. The question would
here srise, would the quantity of ammonia con-
densed in this way De likely to suffice for the
production of such decided effects as we fre-
guently witness in connection with the crups|
that are assisted by gypsum. The barvest of |
elover, on land well dressed with gypsum, weigh- |
ed when dry and ready for market, is about two |
tons per acre; whilst frém lands undressed it |
is not more than half as much or one ton per 1
acre. Dry clover hay, made when the plant is |
in full bloom, contains about  of one per cent. |
of ammonia. The ton of clover gained by the Il
intervention of gypsum would consequently con- |
tain 100 pounds of ammonia, equivalent to 121
pounds of carbonate of ammonia. This then
is the quautity of carbonate of ammonia which |
the gypsum ought to have been the means of
procuring from the min which falls npon an
acre of land during'be time that the clover is
upon the ground, in order to furnish the agate |
eontained in the increased quantity of the crop.

Catawba Wine—It is unknown to many of
eur citizens, that a large amount of Catawba
wine is now being manufactured in this viein-
ity, and that it is proving by far the most profit-
able crop of any the farmer can make. Itis
being principally manufactured by Germans,
some u(r whom are making considerable money
by the operatiou. Instead of regarding the
manufacture ofthis wine as an injury to the
eause of temperance, we presnme it has a con- |
trary effect. Wherever it is manufactured ex-
tensively, it assumes the place of strong liquors
to a considerable d as a beverage. Itisa
mild, pleasant Arink} possesed of but little
alcoholie stimuins,

The third year after planting the slips, the
production of wine may be commenced from
the fruit. There is more_expense and labor in
commencing the cultivatifi’® of the vines, than
is probably attendant upon the planting of the
wsnal crops, but less afterwards. From one
acre well planted with healthy vines, probably |
from six hundred to a thousand dollars worth of |
wine may be produced good seasons. This bas |
generally brought one dollar per gallon here
but this year will probably bring twenty fiv
eents more.
