Ills thoroughly adding the

black until the oil is well colored, or quite black,

la cool weather the oil should be warmed

somewhat It-tor- e mixing. With a sponge ap-

ply a light coat of the mixture only what the

leather will readily absorb, unless the harness

is very dry, in whiwh case a heavier coating will

be necesaiy. Afitr the harness is dry which

will be in two hours to half or a whole day, de-

pending upon lis weather and prewous condi-

tion of ihe leather wash thoroughly with soap

suds. In making the suds, us. good custlle

soap and cold r;i':n water (warm witter should

l ever be used on harness leather.) Apply the

suds with iv sponge. Rub oS with buckskin.

This will give yuur harness a nice, glossy sur-

face, and the leather will retain a g"od color

and continue pliable f. r months. If it becomes

sjiled with mu 1, or swevt, an application of

soap and wattr as alcove directed, (wiihout oil-

ing.) will be suliiicieiit to ghc it a bright ap-

pearance.

Two applications of this oil and black mix-

ture a year, or once every six months, will be

sudiciciil to-- keep harness, if ordinarily used, in

good order. It may be necessary for livery men
mid others who use harness constantly, to fpply
the oil oftener but in most cases two oilings a
year, and washing with suds when soiled, will

keep a harness in good trim for sight and ser-

vice. This process will pay a large dividend in

extra service and durability to say nothing of
imrrovtd appearance.

Aid. 15. assures us that the same or a very

similar application, is just the thing for carriage
tops which are made of top leather. The only

difference in treatment is, that less oil should
be us d, or ratheJ a lighter coating applied
and it should be washed off before drying in,
top leather being thin and much in. re penetra-

ble than harness. Of course this mixture would

nut answer' for enamelled leather, of which

some carriage tops are constructed. Rural
New Yorker.

Chestnut Trees. On p.xir land or a rocky
soil, the chestnut is one of the most profitable
forest trees that can be cultivated. Its growth
is very rapid, the timber is always in good de-

mand, and the fruit is of considerable value.
Some cultivate this tree for its fruit alone. None
grow larger, and lew more sym metrically; its
blossoms are handsome and unique, and so are
its golden burs and rich nuts. Parks and pleas-

ure grounds should always be supplied with

chestnut trees; also with the black walnut, aud
best varieties of the hiokory nut. Strange that
these splendid fruit trees should be utmost os-

tracised from ornamental grounds; it is mere
caprice that has done this in the United States:
in'other countries ihey are highly prized and
carefully cultivated American Agriculturist.

line to Eaic Fruit En rj Ynr. If rightly
understood, few trees, unless absolutely dead or
rotten, need occupy ground, without yielding
a plenteous crop. After along and varied se-

ries of experiments, I gradually adopted the
fallowing mode: As soon as the winter has
sfiicicntly disappeared, and before the sap as-

cends, I exemine my trees; every bough is lop-

ped off, Hit n after the sap has risen sufficiently
to show where the blossoms will be, I cut away
all the other brauches having none on, and also
the extremity of every limb the lower part of
which heares a considerable number of buds,
tli '13 concentrating the sap of the tree upon the
maturation of its fruits, and saving what would
be a useless expenditure of strength. In the
quince, apricot and peach trees, this is very apt
to be luxuriant in leaves, and destitute of fruit.
You may think this injures the trees, but it
does not; for you will find trees laden with fruit,
which formerly yielded nothing. Of course, all
other well-know- precautions must be attended
to, such fis cutting out worms from tlie roots,
placing eld iron on the limbs, which actsa3a
tonic to the sap, &c. Try it, ye who have fail-
