BESt WAX FOR GRAFTING.
As the season tjf grafting is at hand or near,

many wish to know the composition of best

grafting wax. I therefore retri you a receipt,

not because ft is newj bul because it is old) the

most common, and the one preferred generally
by those of extensive experience.

tioned last spring in your paper (Co. Gent., vol.

1, pp. 183 215.) The formulas given in vol.

l,p. 279, nd toL 3, p. 171, t think not good,
especially the latter; it melts too easily for our
climate. The U3e of linseed oil appears not to
be attended by as good rcsuUs as many have

0 supposed. I use; by weight,
. 4 parts rosin, (the best it preferable.)

2 " beeswax,
1 " tallow,

Melted well together thrown while hot into
cold water, and when cool enough, worked well

with the hands. This wax is cheap, is soft
enough to spread easily, yet hard enough to
withstand the heat of our hotest summers with-

out melting, and withal very durable. It may
be kept several years (I know not how many,
certainly three or four,) witliout losing its es-

sential properties. The same may be used for

covering the wounds made in pruning or after
budding.

Root Crops. No season can afford a more
convincing proof of the uncertainty of the
weather than the present one. A week closing
18th March, was delightfully pleasant, the ther
mometor making one day in the shade 70, and

was beginning fast to show its effect on vegeta-tion- ;

frost rapidly leaving the soil, which it had

done in loose soil to the depth of six inches.
- But on the 1 9th, a fearful wind, and that from

the coldest quarter, blowing for 21 hours, and
continuing stormy, cold and gloomy since, has
scaled up all as tight again as midwiuter, and
doubtless to market gardens will prove a con-iderah-

loss in early crops of vegetables.
Those who had started their hot beds previ-

ous to the bad weather, will have had their
hands ful to have saved their plants a worse

v fortnight for this operation it lias never been
our lot to experience.

The rush of work when the weather is fairly
open, will, we fear, leave no alternative but to
do sortie very iraperfetly; especially will this be
the case, where every means have not been
employed to forward other operations that could

be done, so that a concentration of all the
strength could be, applied to cropping at the

Foremost among the?e will be the the root

crops, the soil for which requires to be deep,
moderately rich, and well pulverised, as the
object is to afford every facility for the forma-

tion of the root. It is beat to sow these crops
in beds of about six feet wide, with an alley be-

tween each bed of one foot or fifteen inches in
width. This affords better facilties for getting
among the crop to hoe. weed, and other neces-

sary operations to be done during the summer.
Diet. In drills one foot apart, half iifth deep,

dropping the seed two or three inches apart,
to be thinned out afterwards to six or nine
incies. Deep rich soil. For early use sow

Turnep rooted; main crop long blood.
Carrot. Sow in drills, nine or twelve inches

apart, rubbing the seed in sand to part it; sow

moderate but not over thick; afterwards thin-

ning out to six inches. Deep sandy soil well

manured suits best. For early use sow allring.
7tam or long orange. Some prefer the horn for

both purposes. This does well sown as late as
the middle of Julr.

Parsnep. An invaluable winter .vegetable;
now in drills fifteen inches apart; seed two or
three inches from one another; afterwards thin
out to one foot Deep rich soil somewhat re-

tentive, is best. , IIolloirjrrowH is best to sow.
Salsify or Vegetable Oy;,lcr. Tragopogon

porrifotius. An excellent vegetable as a vari-

ety fur the winter table. Sow in drills nine
tnefcesora foot apart, pretty thick; when far
enough advanced, thin to six inches. Deep
soil, rich and light.

Scorzonera. Scorzonera hispanica. Anoth-
er vegetable for winter use, very similar to the
proceeding, requiring the same treatment
scarcely worth growing except for variety
as the salsify is the best of the two. Edgar
Saxders.
