I know fanners' wives who are so anx
ious to make money that they never allow
their children to have any cream or good,
rich milk to eat w ith their mush. They
give their little ones blue milk and sour
yeast, seven days old (they say it takes so
much fresh bread for a "meal they only
Kike once a week), and the consequence is,
the children are made sick, the docioris
sent for and. his bill has to e paid, which
is often a much as all the butter w ill come
to that the mother w ill sell iu six months.
Xow all such uittthods ua these are the very
reverse of economy. When farmers' wives

are as intelligent as they should be, they
will consider the preservation of their own
health and the health of their families as
the greatest ecortomy that can be practioed
on the farm. We must quit this stuffing
business; we must leani that neither good
taste nor pood sense requires us to prepare
fourteen different dishes every time a neigh-
bor comes to visit us. If we would do less
of this fixing and fussing, preparing food
that no one dare eat if he hope to have
long life and put cur time in in reading
and thinking yes. it is absolutely necessa-
ry that we have time to think. We must
give our friends and our families plain,
well-cook- food, and then devote some
time each day to our own improvement.

At this point the undertaker
put in an appearance and demanded the
payment of one of the installments. The
poor mother begged his forbearance, but
he was inexorable. The friends of the
woman then made up a subscription, but
the amount thus obtained was too small to
satisfy the undertaker. At last, growing
impatient, he said, "If you can't give me
the monev, I will take the coliin," and
suiting the action to the words, he remov
ed the dead body ol the child lrom the
eollin, and left the house with the coffin
under his arm. .sirs, close w as so over
come with grief that she fainted, and it
was some time before she could be revived
sufficiently to realize her position. The
only course to be pursue I was to appeal
to the sympathies of the neighbors. An
application to the store-keepe- rs in the vi-

cinity was responded to with w illingness,
and in a short time the requisite funds
were raisud, and the funeral services pro-
ceeded without further interruption.

A"'ew Motive Tower.

Mr. John W. Keely, of Philadelphia,
has discovered a new "motive power, the
result of a series of experiments covering
a space of twenty-fiv-e years. It consists
simplv of a process whereby water is con-
verted into vapor without the aid of heat,
resulting in a power greater than steam.
The vital principle of Mr. Keely 's engine
is that it converts water into a cold vaKr
solely through the agency of mechanical
appliances. The principal parts of tlie

ower-geiierat- or consists of atiollow metal
glole about tilteen inches in diameter,
having walls three fourths of an inch in
thickness. The glebe is connected with a
strong cylinder of iron, which is used as a
receiver of the power of force generated in
the glolx". From the cylinder a brass
pipe, having a bore of one thirty-secon- d

of an inch, conducts the power to the test
or force register. This apparatus is an
iron cylinder in which a piston moves like
the piston of an ordinary engine. The
piston-ro- d communicates with a lever so
weighted that a power equal to 10,400
pounds per square inch is required to move
it. Upon turning a stop-coc- k and admit-
ting the power to the test-gaug- e, the
weight above mentioned was easily raised.
It is ii peculiar quality of the vapor that it
can Ixj used at any pressure from 10
pounds to 10,000 pounds to the square
inch, anil when once generated it can he
stored in the receiver for an indefinite
period without any loss of power or ener-
gy. Mr. Keely is"building a practical en-
gine to be propelled by the newly-discover-

motor.

Mechanical Marvels.

Mr. William Webb, of London, has pro-
duced a curiosity in microscopic writing.
He has accomplished the feat by means of
machinery on glass with the aid of a
diamond. The writing consists of tlie
lord's Prayer, which is written upon glass
within a space equal to one two-hundr- ed

and ninety-fourt- h part of an inch in length,
by one four-hundr- and fortieth part of
an inch in width, a space corresponding to
the dot over the printed letter i. The dot
(f writing has been enlarged by means of
tlie photograph so as to occupy a space of
about two inches long by one and a half
inches broad. The photograph brings the
words out legibly, the number of letters
being 227. SucS is the fineness of the
original writing that 29.431,458 letters writ-
ten in the same way would only cover one
square inch of glass surface. The whole
bible, including tlie Old and Aew testa
ments, contain d.5o.4SU letters; therefore
Mr. Webb could write the entire contents
of more than eight Bibles within the space
of one square iin-h- . Two specimen plates
of this microscopic writing have been pro- -
duced for the Museum at Washington. D.

Hut this
machine docs not equal in the fineness of
writing or the perfection it has attained a
similar machine, tlie invention of Mr.

eters. a wealthy banker of London. This
machine produced writing as long since a

nearly three times as fine as that of ;

A Tree that Keeps a Standing Army.

Among the varied means of defense de-

veloped by plante in their ceaseless strug-
gle for existence, there is perhaps none
more wonderful or effective than that of a
species of acacia which abounds on the dry
savannahs of Central America. It is called
the bull's hern thorn, from the strong
curved thorns like bulls' horns, set in pairs
all over the trunk and branches. These no
doubt help to protect the tree from the at-

tacks of browsing animals; but it has
more dangerous enemies iuthe leaf-cuttin- g

ants and other insects. Against these the
tree maintains a numerous standing army,
for which it provides snug houses stored
with food, nectar to drink, and abundance
of luscious fruit for dessert.

When first developed, the thorns are soft
and filled with a sweetish pulp, much rel-
ished by a species of small springing ants,
never found except on these trees. Mak-
ing a hole near the point of one of each
pair of thorns, these ants eat out the in-

terior, then burrow through the thin par-
tition at the base into the other thorn, and
treat it in the same manner. The hollow
shells thus formed make admirable dwell-
ings, none of which are left untenanted,
as any one may discover by disturbing the
plant, when tlie little warriors swarm out
in force and attack the aggressor with jaws
and stings.

The leaves of the plant are two-winge- d,

and at the base of each pair of leaflets, on
the mid rib, is a gland which, when the
leaf is young, secretes a honey-lik- e liquid,
of which the ants are very fond. This in-

sures their constant presence on the young
leaves, and their most zealous service in
driving off other insects.

A still more wonderful provision of
solid food is made for a similar purpose,
At the end of each of the small divisions
of the compound leaflet, there grows a
small fruit-lik- e body, which, under the
microscope, looks like a golden pear.
When the leaf first unfolds, the little pears
are not quite ripe, and the ants are contin-
ually employed going from one to another
to see how they come on. As these fruit-
like bodies which appear to have no oth-
er use than as ant food do not all ripen
at once, the ants are kept about the young
leaves for a considerable time. When an
ant finds one sufficiently advanced, it bites
the point of attachment, then, bending
down the prize, breaks it oft" and bears it
away in triumph to the nest.

These ants, a species of psrndomvrma,
are found, as already noticed, only on
these trees; and that the trees realiy keep
them as a body guard seems evident from
the fact that," when planted in localities
where their little protectors do not exist,
they are speedily defoliated by leaf cutters,
which let them severely alone on the sa-

vannahs, while their honey glands and
golden pears offer no attractions to the
mits of the forest.

Apparently both acacias and p'eudomyr-ma- s
have been mutually modified in the

course of time, until they are now quite
dependent on each other for support and
protection. Scientific American.

as one of the industries connected with ag
riculture:

hen the sea, the lake, and those un
numbered rivers and streams that bear
their never-ceasin- g flood seaward, shall
make such returns as they are capable of
making, the immense increase in cheap,
abundant food will tend greatly to harmon
ize tne relations oi capital and labor, it is
estimated that the yearly catch, consump-
tion and value of fish in these countries
alone is equal to $120,000 000. Xow sup-
pose we put the fish at three cents per
pound, and it will give us 4.000,000.000
pounds of food. Suppose that we estimate
the weight of neat cattle at 700 pounds
each, and a pound offish to he equal to a
pound ot meat, and we have here as much
food, as the uncostly yield of the sea, asWs
equ;d to 5.750,000 of cattle.

aow to this add the yield ol the whole
sea, the lake, the river, the lakelet and the
rivulet, and we have an amount of good
brain, bone and muscle food almost beyond
the range of calculation. If we except
China, Japan and a small part ot buropc,
not a tithe of our great water farm has yet
been subjected to cultivation. Let it be

Cement for Broken China. Dissolve
gum-arab- ic in water, making a thick solu-

tion ; stir in plaster of pans till the mix-
ture becomes a thick paste. Apply with a
brush to the broken edges and lay away
for two or three days.

Coftek Cake. Take 5 cups flour, 1 cup
lard or butter, 1 cup milk, 1 cup sugar, 1

cup molasses, 1 teaspoonful saleratus, 1

teaspoonful cinnamon and 1 cup raisins.
It is good without the raisins or sugar.

Codfish Balls. 2 cups of mashed po-
tatoes, 1 cup of codfish chopped fine, the
whites of 3 eggs beaten very light ; then,
after mixing well, drop a tablespoonful at
a time in boiling lard and fry quickly. Let
the fish boil slowly from 20 to 30 minutes,
before being chopped.

To Make Black Ink. Beat fine i ounces
of gall nuts and put them iu a quart of
warm soft water. Let them soak eight or
nine davs in the sun or by the fire, shaking
often. "Then add 2 ounces of copperas, 1

ounce of gum-arab- ic dissolved iu warm
water and J ounce of pulverized alum.
In two or three days the ink will be lit for

' ' 'use. -

To Mend and Cleak Kid Gloves.
Turn them on the wrong side and sew
them over and over in the ordinary way.
They will last longer aud look better, if
mended on the wrong side. Turn them
back again, and go over them with a clean
towel dipped in skim milk, wearing them
during the process and until they are quite
dry.

Sometimes the sad-iro- n w ill stick in a
manner perfectly unaccountable; if it is
rublied on a board on which fine salt has
lieen sprinkled and then passeo over a
brow n paper with wax iu its folds, the
sticking propensities will be checked. A
bowl of clear water and a clean old linen
doth arc useful to remove any specks the
linen may acquire before or while being
ironed.

To Boil Egos. When you select eggs
for boiling, test their freshness by put-
ting them in a pan of cold water. Those
that sink are the best. Always let the
water boil before putting your eggs in.
Three minutes w ill boil them soft ; four
minutes the whites will be completely
done, and in six minutes they will lie suf-

ficiently hard for garnishing salads and
dishes requiring them.

Mt ciLACE. Tuke the gum that exudes
from tlie peach tree, put in a vial and add
equal parts of water and alcohol, till of the
right consistence. This is cheap and good
and easily obtained by any one having
peach trees. Another way is to place in a
wide-mouth- ed bottle some of the best glue;
add one-eigh- th gum tragacaiith, enough
cold water for the proper consistence.
The warmer the westher the less water.
This mucilage will not dry up nor mold,
and will fasten paper, wood or earthen-
ware. Cor. Western Rural.

Fruit Culture.

It is very strange that people will con-

tinue to grow trees year after year without
any fruit, and yet prai-- e their system as
the best possible one against anything else
that can be done. We have contended for
year; that fruit culture will never be suc-
cessful until some very different system
than that usually practised shall lie adopted.
The ground must lie so dry to grow good
fruit that water will not "lie twenty-fou- r

hours in summer (in winter it is of no
consequence) withuut passing away; the
fibrous roots must be kept as near the sur-
face as possible, and kept shaded from the
intense heat of summer. Then they must
be kept highly fed by occasional dressings
of surface manure. These are the princi-
ples w ithout which, depend on it, Ameri-
can fruit culturo will, with occasional ex-
ceptions, always be a failure.

If possible, choose a dry piece of ground.
If not naturally dry, it is best to throw the
earth up into banks or ridges and plant on
them. This Ls cheaper aud better than under--

draining. In planting, if the roots ap-
pear deep, cut away some of the deejKT
ones and shorten some of the top of the
tree at the same time. This is particularly
true of dwarf-pear- s, which are often grafted
on rather long quince stocks. Cut all
away of the quince root but about six
inches, and if this should be found to leave
few ro.ts, cut away the top corresponding-
ly. Most of the failures with dwarf-pear- s

comes from bad quince roots. So deep in
the ground, the lower parts decay, and
this decay gradually communicates rd

until the whole system hceomes d.

The more tcuacious the sub-soi- l,

the more necessary is it to attend to this
matter. We spoke of pruning in propor-
tion to injury. It will be found that all
trees are a little injured by removal, there-
fore all trees should be a iittle pruaed at
trarisplating.

Trees that have long stems exposed to
hot suns, or drying wind. Iiecome wiiat
gardeners call " hide nouiid. ' l nar is, ine
old bark becomes indurated cannot ex-
pand, and th tree sutlers much in conse-
quence. Such an evil is usually indicated
liv jrrev lichens which leed on the decaying
bark. In these eases a washing of weak
Ive or ot lime water is very useful ; in
deed, where the bark is healthy, it is bene
ficial thus to wash the trees, as many egg:
of insects are thereby destroyed.

Whitewash is frequently resorted to bv
farmers; hut the great omection is its un
sightly appearance the result is otherwise
good. I he great opposition to washes
formerly was. that the pores of the bark
were closed by them this was on the sup
position that the bark was alive, but the
external bark of most trees has been dead
years before the time of application ; and

the breathing, il so the operations ot
the pores can he called, is through the
crevices formed in the old bark by the ex-
pansion of the growing tree, by which the
living bark below has a chance of contact
with the air. Xo matter what kind of coat
ing is applied to the bark of a tree, it will
soon crack sufficiently, bv the expansion
of the trunk, to permit all the "breathing'
ne essary. Uardenerx Monthly.
