"appeared in any climate at the height of
twenty-fiv- e hundred feet. In the Island
of Dominica a hill-to- p not more than fif-
teen hundred feet high is always healthy,
even when the fever is epidemic at its base,
la Sim Domingo, similar observations
have Itecn made. The highest elevation
at which yellow fever has occurred in
the United States is four hundred and
sixty feet, in Arkansas; and the
medical men of that country now hold that
the stratum of air infected by the poison is
heavier than pure air, and therefore sinks,
and they recommend that, in unhealthy
districts, houses and hospitals should be
built on tall piles, so as to be above the
fever stratum. But where hills are near,
the best remedy will be to carry the pa-
tients up to a height of live hundred feet."

A Leaf From the History of a Peniten-
tiary.

The Philadelphia Inquirer says : A few
nights ago a lviir of horses were driven
up Fainnount avenue at a desperate gait,
and from the carriage, which was stopped
at the gate of the Eastern Penitentiary,
there jumped a gentleman who made all
haste to gain an entrance into the gloomy
institution. He presently reapjeared,
txaring in his arms a wasted form, which
lie dejosited with tender care in the car-
riage, which was then driven away.

The occupants of the carriage were a
heart-broke- n father and Ids dying son.
The latter was committed to the Eastern
Penitentiary some two years ago for lar-
ceny. His intelligence and amiability
soon made him a general favorite He
was, at the time of his commitment, about
eighteen years old, a tall, well-forme- d,

handsome young man, without a single
trace of the usual characteristics of the
criminal. The prison authorities took a
speci:U interest in his case, but he was ex-

ceedingly reticent as to his history, ex-
cepting that he had fallen into bad compa-
ny. About a year ago he began to show
the signs of the insidious complaint, con-
sumption, which numbers many victims
in prison.

He slowly wasted away until two or
three weeks ago the physician in charge,
as he went through the hospital of the in-
stitution, stopped a moment before the cot
of the patient and said to him, gravely,
that if he had anything to say to any per-
son on earth he had better do so without
delay, as he had but a short time to live.
The remark seemed to impress the poor
fellow deeply, for he shortly afterwards
asked for papr and pencil, and obtaining
them, wrote "The son whom you have
mourned as dead is in the Eastern Peni-
tentiary, Philadelphia." He signed the
brief note and sank back exhausted on his
couch.

Being asked relative to tlie destination
of the note he had written, he directed it
to be addressed to a lady in a town in
Massachusetts, which was complied with.
A few days afterward a gentleman ap--

ilied to one of the prison author-tie-s

for penui&sion. to see tlie youth,

and when brought Into his presence
evinced the strongest emotion. He 6tated
that he was the father of the dying boy,
and that the latter's mother tx ing at Uie
White Mountains for her health, which is
very delicate, be, the father, had opened
the note sent from this city, and was very
glad he had done so, as the declaration
contained in it would surely have killed
her. The son had been considered dead
for more than two years.

Being wealthy, the parents had given
him a good education and designed him
for a professional life, but, when about six-
teen years of age, his mind became affected
by the influence of sensational novels, and
he formed an insatiable desire to roam
through the Western wilds. He ran away,
with tiie two sons of the Mayor of the)
town, but was traced to the place they had
chosen for a temporary stay, and brought
home. The two companions remained at
home, but he very soon afterward again
ran off, and his parents had since heard
nothing of him.except are port that he had
been killed, which they believed.

The sight of his boy stretched upon a
bed of death within the forbidden walls of
a prison, crushed the father's heart ; but
this only made his importunities the more
effectual, and he succeeded in procuring
his son's pardon, with which he sped to
the prison, and, doubtless, anxious that,
even were it the last hour his son should
live, it should be spent in pure, free air,he
had him carried from the institution as
above related. It was his intention, should
the son live until he could be conveyed on
board a steamship,to have him taken home
in that way, otherwise he would let him
die at a hotel, and then have the body ta-

ken on by rail to the home of his innocent
and happy boyhood.

The weight of sorrow that awaited the
mother in either case can easily be con-
ceived. Whether the dying young man
revived sufficiently to endure "the sea trip,
or whether he died at the hotel his father
brought him to, we did not learn. The
narrative is a brief but painful one, and is
not without a powerlul lesson to youth.

Queer Rains.

An ant rain recently happened in Cam
bridge, England. 1 he Chronicle, ajournal
of that city, in detailing the circumstances,
says that at about six o'clock in the even-
ing, shortly after a rise in temperature had
taken place, a shower of ants in countless
millions settled in the streets, covering the
pavements. The insects were the small
winged male ant (formica fusca), together
with two other varieties, one large with-
out wings, and another of intermediate
size with wings. It appears that the crea
tures must have taken wing or emergeu
from ground neste ; but how far they had
traveled, or by what atmospheric phenom
enon they were transported, remains an
interestine- suhiect for investigation.

It is said that in the early part of this
century similar showers occurred in va-

rious parts of England and in the Pyre
nees, and a lew months ago a dense ciouu
of the insects was seen passing over Cam
bridge ; but there is believed to be no re-

cord of an ant raiu of such magnitude as
this lat one.

In examining into this subject of queer
nuns, we have found a large number of
singular cases of downfalls of hsh and
other animals from the sky, a reference to
which will be of interest in the present
connection. Showers of hsh have been
numerous, and are generally explicable by
uie occurrence oi wauii-r-ijuui- s, muui
draw them up into the clouds, whence the
are carried by strong gales to the lam
In Scotland rains of herrings have fre-
quently occurred, the fish in some in
stances iauing lar lniauu, mnes mini any
body of water. A shower ol frogs lcll
near Toulouse in 1S04, and in ls.' an mi
mense number of black insects appeared
in the midst of a snow storm at Pakroff,
Bussia. There is a tradition in Lapland
that mice of a particular kind have been
known to fall from the clouds. The rat
shower of Norway has passed into a his
torical fact. This was a most extraordi-
nary though perfectly explicable occur
rence, since u was traceu 10 a wmnwiuu,
which, overtaking an enormous army o!
the rodents during their annual journey
from a hilly region to the lowlands,
whisked them up and deposited them in a
field at considerable distance.

Immense showers of dust have repeat
edly happened in the South of Europe,
covering, in one instance, the entire sur-
face of Italy and Sicily, or about 100,000
square miles. Darwin states that a ram oi
this kind, which took place in 1S24, cov
ered the enormous area of 1.G4S.00O square
miles in Northern Africa. Ehrenbcrg has
found the dust to consist of infusoria. It
is of a reddish color, and upwards ot 320
distinct organisms have been recognized
in it.

Facing Death at His Post.

When the Chicago express train, which
left the Grand Central depot at eight
o'clock on the morning of the 12th of
September, was approaching Cruger's a
station some four miles south of Peeks- -
kill it encountered an accident which a
Providential hand alone must have pre
vented from icsuling in a dire catastrophe.
The train, composed of a baggage car and
some eight or ten crowded passenger
coaches, was rushing north at a speed ol
not less than forty miles per hour, when
the ponderous locomotive, atter nareiy
clearing the drawbridge located a short
distance below Cruger's station, "jumped
the track, dragging with it the tender,
while the remainder of the train, fortunate
ly, did not leave the rails. Madly plunging
from track to track, tearing up the road
bed, grinding the ties to powder, bending
the steel rails as though they were only
nieces of ductile wire, and slicing off the
flanges as evenly as cheese might be cut
with a grocer's knife, the locomotive
plowed its way for a distance of about 200
yards and through a tunnel, formed of
solid rock, from which it was just emerg-
ing when the tender, turning completely
over, checked its further progress. Mean-
time none of the cars had left the track,
and most of those on board knew nothing
of their perilous position. The shock oc-

casioned by the locomotive first bounding
from its proer course threw the fireman
off. but he escaped with only a few slight
bruises. Thomas Connors, the engineer,
and one of the oldest on the road, never
left hi-- post, promptly shutting off steam
when the engine left the rails and bravely
remaining, with his hand on the throttle
valve, until the locomotive was brought
to a standstill iu the manner already de-

scribed. No cause can be assigned for the
accident, as the rails are said to have been
in perfect order. There is a tolerably
sharp curve at the drawbridge indicated,
and deep water on both sides of the track
between that place and the tunnel. In
short, it was about one of tho worst spots
on the road where nn accident of the kind
could have occurred, and it is regarded as
almost miraculous that not a solitary life
was sacrificed. After a delay of about
three hours the road was cleared for pass-
ing trains.

His Hard Head Saved Him.

Kockport boasts among its population
two colored men named rcsiectively Jack
Ix-- e and Willis Pool. Now, these sable
heroes of many a sternly contested battle
do not socm given to pious meditations,
and while the better proportion of the lit-

tle circle in which these men move were
taking part in devotions tiefitting the Sab-
bath day, they were seated in the friendly
shadows of the bluff overlooking the river,
dH'p in the mysteries of poker with the
five cents ante accompaniment. How it
all came about our reorter was unable to
earn, but there was a sudden, violent dis-

pute, a quick struggle, and then a heavy
body struck the huge rocks thirty feet be-

low with a dull thud, and Willis Pool
turned away with a shudder. Discovering
that he had been observed, he turned and
fled. Those below, however, hastening
to the spot where the body lay, found that
life was not extinct, and a moment later,
that, as far as outside signs went, the
damage was not fatal. Indeed, Lee was
able to regain his feet, and but little diff-
iculty was experienced in getting him to
his home. In the fall, the Journal's in-

formant insists that .lack's head came in
contact with a fair-size- d block of sand-
stone, literally crushing the latter to pow-
der. The fact that his head reached the
earth first probably saved the fellow from
death : but though this service is fully
valued by him, it was not quite sufficient
to shield his body from harm.

How to Make a Good Bed.

Perhaps some housekeepers would likt-
to know tiow they can make an inexpen
sive, and at the same time a good and dur
able bed. or mattress and bolster. I have
a lcd that will (with good usage) last
lifetime. It is merely a tick, the same as
tor straw, or husks, with openings m the
upper side to insert the hand for stirring,
and filled with cut paper. Now, reader,
do not throw aside the paper with disgust,
but, if for nothing bu( curiosity, finish the
article, it will do you no harm ; possibly
you may be induced to make one. The
work of cutting the paper is not such a
long job as you would think. Take any
kind of clean pajn-- r (except straw paper)
and fold it, or roll, so that it c-t- be cut
with one clip of the shears, and then cut
it ; you need not Ik? particular as to the
width, although the narrower it is cut the
better. These clippings are like little
curls or rings of paper, and lie like feath-
ers, and after using the bed they will
not grow line and dusty, but are clean,
and can be stirred as light as when first
used. I have heard people who have
slept on them say " they were the best
bed they ever slept on." I prefer them
to feathers or common mattresses; hair
mattresses are nicer, of course, but few of
us farmers' wives can afford to buy them ;

whereas, the paper bed we can have with-
out cost, except the work, and that the
smallest child" you have who can use a
pair of shears, will help you, and if not
kept busy too long at a time, will think it
but play. The same material makes nice
pillows for lounges, chair cushions, cradle
ticks, etc. I have a box to keep waste pa-
per in, which is out of the way, and at the
same time handier than the rag-ba- g ; and
when it is full. 1 cut them up into another
box and put them into the tiek. I use the
same ticks that I have used for straw ;

wa--h them and sew up the openings, so
they are just large enough for the hand to
pass through readily ; three openings are
sufficient. Cor. Cincinnati Times.

A Lady Seventy-on- e Years Old Hlows

HOSE INTERESTS.

Sweetening Old Lard. Take a small
bunch of slippery-el- m bark and put it in
Uie lard, ana coot one nour.

Cream Pcddixg. 1 pint of milk. 1 pint
of flour, 1 teaspoonful of salt : to this add
6 eggs, well beaten, with 3 tablespoonfuls
of white sugar and the grated rind of one
lemon. Bake in a buttered dish.

Lady Fingers. Beat the velks ot 4
eggs with J pound of sugar till smooth
and light. Whisk the whites of the eggs.
and add to these and sift in J pound of
flour. .Make into a smootn paste, and lav
on buttered paper in the size and shae
the rakes are required, isake quickly.
While hot, press two of the cakes into one
on the flat side.

Mountain' Cake. Sift carefully through
1 pound of sifted flour, 2 teaspoon fu Is of
Price's cream baking-powd- er ; whip to a
cream pound of butter ; then stir into
the butter 1 pound of sugar, the yelks of G

eggs, and about half of the flour ; then
idd l cup ol sweet nniK, uie remainder ot
the flour; lastly the whites of the 0 eggs
beaten to a stilt troth, anu lemon to flavor.
Bake in a slow oven.

Bancid Butter Mapk Sweet. Ban- -
ei.l butter can be made as sweet as when
first churned, by the following process:
l'o 1 quart of water add 55 drops of the
chloride of lime; then wash thoroughly in
this mixture o pounds ot rancid butter.
!t must remain in the mixture 2 hours.
Then wash twice in pure water and once
in sweet milk ; add salt. 1 his prepara
tion of lime contains nothing Injurious.

Trifle. In the bottom of a deep glass
bowl place bits of sponge-cak- e, it matters
not how stale, cut into squares or strips ; a
small piece of preserved citron, also cut
into very thin slices, interspersed with the
cake. Soak these in a gill of some sort ot
pleasant sweet wine. Then till up the bowl
to within half an inch of the top with boil-

ed custard, rich and cold. Lastly, heap the
bowl up high with whipped syllabub.

Savory Mutton or Veal Cutlets.
Cut up the chops and beat them with the
edge of a knife. Beat the yelks of a few
eggs and dip the cutlets in them; season
them with tepKT, salt, nutmeg.and bread-

crumbs. Boll them in buttered papers anil
broil them. Use lor sauce some good
gravy, a piece ot butter, crumbs of bread,
capers, anchovies, with some nutmeg and
a little vinegar. As soon as they are dress-
ed tear off ihe papers and set them in the
dish with the sauce.

Lemon Pudding. 1 quart ot sweet
milk. 2 tablespoonfuls of pounded crackers,
1 tablespoonful of butter, i eggs. Grate
the yellow rind of 2 large lemons; press
out the pulp and juice of the lemons, and
strain Then mix with C large tablespoon-
fuls of white sugar, add this to the milk,
mixing well together, turn into a dish
lined with puff paste, and bake from 25 to
30 minutes. To be eaten cold, with or
without sauce.

Sweet Totato Pudding. To a large
sweet potato weighing 2 pounds allow
pound of sugar, J pound butter, 1 gill of
sweet cream. 1 grated nutmeg, a little
lemon peel and 4 eggs ; boil the potato un
til done, mash up tine, ana while not, auu
the sugar and butter. Set aside to cool
while you beat the eggs light, and add
the seasoning last. Line the plates with
puff paste and pour in the mixture.
Bake iu a moderate but regularly heated
oven.

Caramel Candy. 3 pounds of sugar, J
pound of butter, 1 pint of cream, 1 pound
of Baker's chocolate grated. Boil the
cream, sugar and butter together, and 6tir
iu the chocolate last. To tell when it is
done drop a little in cold water, and if it
does not spread, but hardens quickly, take
it off the lire. Persons of simple taste
prefer less butter, say a quarter of a pound.
Pour out. thin over" dishes greased with
butter, the candy to be cut out in small
squares before perfectly cold, or else mold
in small tins, which shouldalso be greased.

Cheese Fritters. Slice, thin, dozen
large tart apples, and prepare half as many
thin slices of nice cheese. Beat up 1 or 2
eggs, according to the quantity required,
and season high with salt, mustard and a
little pepper. Lay the slices of cheese to
soak for a few moments in the mixture,
then put each slice between two slices of
apples, sandwich style, and dip the whole
into the beaten egg, then fry in hot butter
like oysters, and serve very hot. These
fritters are an addition to any breakfast
table.

Soft Gingerbread. Take i pint of
sour milk or buttermilk, J pint of molas-
ses, 1 teacup of butter, or salted lard, 1

large teaspoonful of saleratus, dissolved
in a little hot water, 2 well-beat- eggs,
a nutmeg, grated. 1 teaspoonful of ground
cinnamon, and 1 large spoonful ot ground
ganger; mix in sifted wheat flour, until it
is a thick batter which you can stir easily
with a spoon ; beat it well together for
some time, then pour it an inch deep in
square tin pans, buttered; bake half an
hour in a quick oven. To ascertain
whether it is done, try as it is usual, to
test cake. The same gingerbread cau lie
made by omitting the eggs, and using 2

teaspoonfuls of saleratus instead of 1 ; dis-

solve it in a teacupful of warm water.

common sense would dictate ; temperate
living, light and loose clothing, proper
protection for the tiead, a cold bath in the
morning, and the avoidance of that ex-

citable fussiness as to the heat of the wea-

ther which so many people exhbit to the
increase of their own and other people's
discomfort. Veritable cases of sunstroku
do occur in England of course; but tlie
majority of such attacks, especially when
fatal, are probably attributable to the com-

bined effects of heat and languor and some
affection of the circulatory or

respiratory organs. A condition which is
in reality more allied to fainting than sun-
stroke may overtake those who encounter

heat and fatigue with long intervals of ab
stinence from food, and the same thing is
very ant to follow in those persons who
have deranged their digestion and over-
loaded their systems bv a course of din-
