McMullen had seduced a young
woman, and the priest attempted to force
him to marry her. In the altercation that
result! from the demand Downey shot
McMullen, but was acquitted by the Court
on the ground of self defense. After his
deposition he became a teacher, and for the
last few months of his life was a United
states storekeeper. He was a man of learn-
ing and of excellent social qualities.

The alkali works in England, which are
distributed along the banks ot the Mersey
and the Tyne, do serious damage to the
vegetation, destroying the trees and crops
in the neighboring country and rendering
it almost uninhabitable. The value of
land for cultivation Is thus reduced, and it
is thought that the cattle are injured by the
deposit of poisonous acid on their food.
The various manufactures causing these
nuisances are those of soda, evolving mu-
riatic acid gas ; of sulphuric acid, evolving
nitrous acid ; of ammonia salts, evolving
sulphuretted hydrogen, and the process of
smelting copper, evolving large Quantities
of sulphurous aeid. A bill providing tor
the condensation of these harmful gases
under the supervision of a Government
inspector, was read a second time in the
House of Lords in the last session, and it
will probably become a law before long.

The London Art Journal is responsible
for the following story : A somewhat curi-
ous circumstance occurred lately, which is
strangely illustrative of modern manners.
A nobleman passing through a West-En- d

street saw a fine but very dilapidated pic-
ture in a broker's shop. lie purchased it,
and inquired the painter's name, but was
unable to discover more than the initials.
Confident that tlw picture a seaside view
with a rocky shore was modern, he was
anxious to discover the painter. In vain
he tried all the picture dealers. They
knew the style and the initials, but were
unacquainted with the man. They were
confident the painter was alive, but they
knew nothing of his home or his haunts.
The nobleman piqued at being so balked,
determined to find the painter, and at last,
in despair, applied to Pollaky, the foreign
defective. Pollaky knew nothing about
art or artist, but he undertook to tind the
man. And find him he did. after some
trouble, in the midst of the direst poverty,
in a little court in Soho. The discovery of
the artist was tho turning point in his for-
tunes. The noblem.'m employed hin;. and
at this moment there is a picture of his in
the Academv marked " sold."

" Reverend," or "Jlister"?
A controversy has Ixen raging in Eng-

land for two or three weeks, and occupy-
ing a large share ot public attention, over
the question whether a Wesleyan minister
is entitled to prefix " 15ev." to his name.
A Wesleyan minister named Keet put up
a headstone in the parish churchyard at
his daughter's grave, on which he describ-
ed her as the daughter of the " K v. II.
Keet, Wesleyan Minister." To the "Rev."
the vicar objected, addressing himself to
the stone-cutte- r, and refusing to hold any
rotnmiinir.ition .whatever with Mr. Keet
himself. - Whereupon the latter appealed
to the Bishop, Dr. Wordsworth, who
passes for a sensible and able man, but he
sided with the vicar. Mr. Keet then went
to the ArehbMiop of Canterbury, who
condemns! the vicar's conduct, "and ad-
dressed Mr. Keet as "Rev.," and verv
courteously. The Bishop, however, stood
his ground, and Mr. Keet then went be-

fore the public with the correspondence.
The Bishop's position is that " Rev." is a
title which belongs exclusively to the
clergy of the Anglican Church, and that
it is therefore- - wrong and inexpedient to
give it to ministers of anrother denomi-
nation, and he persistently addressed Mr.
Keet as "Mr. Keet, Wesleyan preacher."
The publie appear, however, to have only
one opinion about the matter, and that is
that the conduct of the vicar was arrogant,
ill-br- ed and unlawful, and that the Bishop
is all at sea in his logic, law and social
philosophy. A whole band of writers
have rushed into print, showing that no-
body is entitled legally to the prefix
"Rev.," and that it is purely a title of
courtesy ; that its application even to Epis-
copal clergymen is of comparatively re-

cent date; "that it is officially given to
ministers or religious teachers of all de-

nominations : arid that the vicar had no
right to meddle with the headstone on this
ground. The case is going into court, and
there have been plenty of warnings ad-

dressed to the Bishop on the danger to the
Church establishment of exasperating
Dissenters about mptters which are of no
real importance to the Church, and in fact
furnish materials for nothing better than
petty insulu.

They have for the most part a broad, slug.
gisn canal in tne middle, on eitner side ot
which a, row of perfectly salubrious, but
extremely attenuated trees grow out of a
highly cultivated sou of compact vellow
bricks.' Cultivated I call it by a proper li-

cense, for it is periodically raked by the
broom and the scrubbing-brus-h, and re-
ligiously manured with soap-sud- s. You
lose no time, of course. In drawing the lu--
eviiaDic parallel between Amsterdam and

enice, and it Is well worth drawing, as
an illustration of the uses to which the
same materials may be put by different
minds. i?ky and sea in both cases, with
architecture between ; winding

washing the feet, of goodly houses
erected with the profits of trade. And yet
the Dutch city is a complete reversal ot the
Italian, and iw founders might have care-
fully studied Venetian effects with the set
purpose of producing exactlv the opposite
ones. It produces thorn in the moral line
even more vividly than in tlie material. It
is not that one place is all warm color and
the other all cold ; one all shimmer and
softness and mellow interfusion of every
possible phase of ruin, and the other rig-
idity, angularity, opacity, prosperity in
their very essence ; it is more than "any-

thing that they tell of such different lives
and of such a different view of life. The
ou'ward expression on one side is perfect
poetry, and on the other is perfect prose ;
and the marvel is the way in which thrifty
Amsterdam imparts the prosaic turn to
things which in Venice seem the perfect
essence of poetry.- - Take, for instance, the
silence and quid of the canals ; it has in
the two places a difference of quality which
it is almost impossible to express. In the
one it is the stillness of order, and in tlie
other of vacancy the sleep of idleness and
the sleep ot rest ; the quiet that comes ot
letting everything go by the board, and
the quiet that comes of doing things be
times and being able to sit with folded
hands and say they are well done.
In one of " George Eliot's novels
there is a portrait of a thrifty farmer's
wile who rose so early in the morning
to do her work that by ten o'clock it was
all over, and slie was at her wit's end to
know what to do with her day. This good
woman seems to me an excellent imasre ol
the genius of Amsterdam as it is reflected
in the house-fron- ts I penetrated no deep
er. Jt is impossible to imagine anvthing
more expressive of the numerous ideas
represented by the French epithet bour--
aeois than thes straitrhf. t'ur.nlms of tlenn
black brick capped with a rococo irable of
stone painted white, and armed like the
forehead of the unicorn with a little hori
zontal horn a bracket and pulley for haul-
ing storcable goods into the attic. The fa
mous Dutch cleanliness-see- to me ouite
on a level with its reputation, and asserts
itself in the most ingenious and ludicrous
Ways. A rosy servant-mai- d, redolent of
soapsuds . from , tier white cap to her
white Rihots, stands squirting water from
a queer little" engine of polished copper
over the majestic front of a genteel man
sion whose complexion is not a visible
shade less immaculate than her ow n. The
performance suggests a dozen questions,
anu vou can oniy answer uiem all with a
laugh. What is she doing, and why is she
doing it ? Does she imagine the house has
a speck or two which it is of consequence
to remove, or is the squirt applied merely
lor purposes or light refreshment, of en
dearment, as it were? Where could the
stieck or two possibly have come from, un
less produced by spontaneous generation ?

i here are no Slacks in the road, which is
neat parquet ot scoured and polished

brick ; nor on the trees, whose trunks are
to aj apjearances carefully sponged every
morning, i he speck exists evidently only
as a sort of mathematical itoint, capable of
extension, in the good woman s jsava- -
nan brain, and the operation with her
copper kettle is, as the metaphysicians
would sa, purely subjective. It is a ne
cessity, not as regards the house, but as
regards her own temperament. Of adoz- -
en harmlessly factitious necessities of the
same sort the canal-side- s at Amsterdam
oiler lively evidence. Nothing could be
more thoroughly m keeping with the bour
geois spirit tnan the-wa- in "which you
everywhere lind this brilliant cleanliness
and ceremonious thrift playing the part
not of a convenience, but of a restriction
not of a means, but of an end. The win
dows are of those huge plates of glass
which offer a deleetably uninterrupted
field for friction ; but they are masked in-
ternally by thick white blinds, invariably
drawn, and ttie only use ot their transpar-
ency to any mortal is to enable the passer-
by to examine the texture of the stuff.
The front doors are hedged in with little
square padlocked barriers, to guard the
doorsteps from the pollution of foot-print- s,

and the visitor must pocket his pride and
apply at an humbler portal, with tlie baker
and the milkman. In such houses must
dwell people whose ' nerves are proof
against the --irritation of minute precau-
tions people who cover their books with
white paper and find occasion for a week's
conversation in a mysterious drop of candle--

grease on the table-clot- ,Thc trav-
eler with an eye for details will find some
eloquence in the fact that, though the
canals at Amsterdam and Leyden ofter
continually this charming pretext of trees
by a water-sid- e, there is not in their whole
length a single bench for a lounge and a
half-hour- 's aesthetic relish of the situation.
The traveler in question though, shrewd
fellow, will not be prevented by the ab-

sence of benches from getting it, as he
looks up and down and sees the wide green
barges come floating through the respect-
able stillness, and the quaint old scroll-
work of the gables peep out through the
meager density of the trees.

Mississippi River Scenes. ,

When the rains have swollen its tributa-
ry rivere to more than tht ir ordinary vol-
ume, the . Mississippi , is grand, terrible,
tTeaeherous. Always subtle and serpenU
like In its mode of stealing upon its prey,
it swallows up acres at one fell swoop" on
one sidt ; sweeping them away from their
frail hold on the mainland, while, on the
other, it coyer . plantations with slime,
and broken tree trunks and boughs, forc-
ing the frightened inhabitants into the sec-

ond storjofrheireabln, and driving-- the
cattle and swine upon high knolls to
starve, or perhaps iiiiaUy to drown. It
pierces U-- c puny levees which .have cost
the State iordeiiag - upon . it. such im-
mense sums, and goes roaring through
th crev.-wie- - distracilnflr (he nlanters. and
sending dkway to millions of peoplo. in a
single night. It promises a fall on one
day ; on another it rises so suddenly that

I the adventurous woodsmen along tlie bor- -
I der have scarcely time to flee. It makes a

lake of the fertile country between the two
great rivers : it carries off hundreds of
wood piles, which lonely and patient la
bor has heaped, in the hope that s. passing
steamer will buy them up, and thus reward
a season's work. Out of each small town
on its western bank, set too carelessly by
the water's edge, it makes a pigmy Venice,
or floats it off altogether. As the huge
steamer glided along, on the mighty cur-
rent, we could see families perched in the
second stories of their houses, gazing grim-
ly out upon the approaching ruin. At one
ioint a. man was sculling from house to
bam-var- d with food for his stock. - The
log barn was a dreary pile in the midst of
the flood, lhe swine and cows siooa
shivering on a pine knoll, disconsolately
burrowing and browsing. Hailed by
some flustered paterfamilias or plantation
master bound to the nearest town for sup-
plies, we took him to his destination. As
we passed below the Arkansas and White
rivers, the gigantic volume of water had
so far overrun Its natural boundaries that
we seemed at sea, instead of upon an inland
river. The cotton-wood- a and cypresses
stood up amid the water wilderness like
ghosts. Gazing into the long avenues of
the somber forests, we could see only t he
same level, flood. In the
open country the cabins seemed ready to
sail away, though their masters were usu-

ally smoking with much equanimity, and
awaiting a " fall."

The Poor Whites in India.

The condition of the poor whites in In
dia is most pitiable. In the presidency of
Bengal alone, says the fall Mall uazette,
there is a European and half-cas- te popula-
tion of SU, Wo, and a large proportion of
these thousands are in the depth ot misery
and vice. The system of public instruc-
tion in India was framed for the natives,
and there is no adequate provision for
white children or half-caste- s. Through-
out all Bengal, with the exception of two
small schools, no school has been

the htst fifteen years suitable
to their needs aud circumstances. Even
among the highest class of poor whites a
father cannot give his children such an
education as wdl enable" them to earn a
livelihood, owing to the great expense of
sending them to school. A parent often
has to pay half his income for the educa-
tion of a single son. The cause of all this
neglect is that the Indian Government has
had to force education among the natives
it an enormous cost. At Lahore, while
Government spcHd upon the native stud-
ent In the college 03 a year, and on the
native pupil in the high school over IS a
year, it spends on the English or Eurasian
boy in the European high school 7 4s.,
and on the lower class European schools
it spends nothing. At Allahabad, the
capital of the adjoining provinces next
the l'umab, more is spent on each native
pupil in Muir College than on twenty -- five
Europeau or Eurasian youths in the high
school. The result is that while the na-
tive gets his education for nothing, or
next to nothing, and in many cases is
much more than recouped by his scholar
ship, the European parent has to pay al
most the whole charge ior the education oi
his children. ' .

The 'et of the Garden Spider.

The web or net of the common garden
spider, Epeira diadema, may be seen in
every garden, spread across little open
ings between the prancnes and canes oi
fruit trees, bushes and vines. It is more
abundant this year than for several years
past. It is generally passed by without
any regard or. concern,. yet its fabricator
is useful in destroying some of the moths
and flies that produce injurious larva.

It has been discovered that the netot tins
spider consists of two kinds of silk. The
threads of the concentric circle are com-
posed of silk muili more elastic than that
of the rays, and are studded over with min-
ute globules of a viscid gum, sufficiently
adhesive to retain any unwary fly that
comes in contact with it. A net of aver
age dimensions has been found to contain
87.3G3 of these globules, and a large net,
fourteen or sixteen menes.in diameter,
120.000: yet this net will be completed m
about forty minutes, if no interruption oc
curs. In ordinary circumstances, the
threads lose their viscidity by exposure to
the air, and require to have it renewed ev
ery twenty-fou- r hours.

Any person, by scattering a little fine
dust, over the webs, may satisfy himself
that it is retained only on the circles where
the minute globules are placed, and not
upon the radii. It the globules are re
moved, both lines are unadhesive ; but in
other respects they are different, the circu-!:- ir

lines ljeing transparent and highly elas
tic, while the radial lines are opaque, and
possess only a moderate degree of elastici
ty. . Astronomers find the opaque silk of
the radial lines and of tlie egg bag a con-
venient substitute for plntlna wires in the
telescopes attached to their instruments,
but the silk of the circular lines, Ui.ig
transparent,is unsuitable for this purpose.

'' Almost a King. '

There died in Allegheny, Penn., the
other day, an o4 man,who, the Pittsburgh
Commercial says, had, at one time, accord-
ing to his own account and the facts that
can be ascertained concerning his history,
strong aspirations to a throne in Europe.
His name was John William Leskar, and
his age sixty-seve- n years.' Ho had been in
this country fourteen years, and in Alle-
gheny thirteen years. He came from Sax-
ony, "where, according to accounts, he was
a riian of great wealth and high position.
A revolutionary movement was started,
and Lekar placed himself at the head of
it. Had th movement fuceeeded, he was
to have been placed on the Saxon throne.
Tlie revolution " was a failnre, and the
throne did without Leskar. Worse than
that, his estate was confiscated, and he be-
came an exile. Tie came to this country,
and accepted the exciting career of barber,
in Allegheny City. A day or two since he
became ill, and he died In such poverty
that the authorities will have to bury him.
Leskar has a brother and a son now in
Saxony. The brother is a man of great
wealth, and the son, ft r? w!d, is Attached
to tlie court Of the preseiit'j'ulcr.. It isstat-e- d

that the influence of friends could have
saved leskar fron exile, and-- his prop-
erty from confiscation, but he would not
permit such influence to be used. . Neith-
er would he, ia later years, permit his
brother or his son to do anything in his

- Hard Ginger Cakes. 2 quarts of flour,
1J pounds of sugar, pounds ot butter
and lard mixed, 2 tablespoonfuls of gin-
ger. Make up with molasses into a toler-
ably stiff dough, and roll out quite thin.
Cut with round or cake cutters of fancy
shape.

Baked Ego Plant. Boil them whole
lOiniButes; then cut them in half, and
take out the seed. Make a stuffing of
bread, butter, pepper salt and 1 egg;
close them, tie with a string, put water in
the pan, let them cook slowly half an hour,
basting them with butter; thicken the
gravy and put it over them on the dish.

CkSKVXQ Grates. With'a sharp knife,
or pair of scissors, rat the grapes from the
stems, being careful not to break the skin,
then place them in a fruit jar, and pour
over them a boiling sirup sufficient to cov-
er tliem, and seal immediately. Make the
simp by dissolving 1 pound white sugar
in 1 quart of water. Grapes canned in this
manner will keep for years.

Sweet Brown Bread. Take 1 quart
of rye flour, 2 quarts of coarse eornuieal.
1 pint of wheat meal all of which must
be very fresh ; teacupful of molasses or
brown sugar, 1 gill of potato veast. Min
gle the ingredients into as stiff a dough as
can be stirred with a spoon, using warm
water for wetting ; let it rise several hours,
or over night ; then put in a large, deep
pan, and bake nve or six hours.

English Breakfast Rolls. Roll
pound of butter Into 1 pound of flour ;
then add 1 tablespoon tui of good yeast,
and break in 1 egg. Mix it with a little
warm milk poured into the middle of tlie
flour; stir all well together, and set it by
the fire to rise ; then make it into light
dough, and again set by the lire. Make
up the rolls, lay them on a tin, and set
them in front of the fire before you put
them into the oven, and brush them over
with egg.

DlSFECTANT AND MOUTH-WaS- A
very weak solution of permanganate of
potash will destroy instantly any taint
from diseased teeth or imperfectly-cleane- d

plates and should always be used to rinse
the spittoon in hot weather every time l
is made use of. It is cheap, satisfactory
almost tasteless, not poisonous, and quite
free from smell. It may be satisfactory to
some to know that this will remove the
taint of smoking from the breath if used
as a mouth-was- h.

Cheaf Vinegar. Take a quantity of
common Irish potatoes, wash them until
they are thoroughly clean, place them in
a large vessel and boil tliem until done
Drain off carefully the water that they
were cooked in, straining it, ol necessary
in order to remove every particle of the
potato. I hen put tlus potato water in a
jug or keg, which set near the stove, or in
some place where it will be kept warm
aud add 1 pound of sugar to about 2 gal
lons ot the water, some hop or
small portion of whisky. Let it stand
three or four weeks, and you will have ex-
cellent vinegar, and at a cost of six or sev
en cents per gallon.

Corn-Hus- k Frames. Corn-hus- k frames
may be made very prettily and simply by
taking pasteboard or thick paper to sew
the husks on. Then select your husks ;
1 ake tine white ones, but not the finest,
Take a husk and cut Into strips three-quarte- rs

of an inch wide an A three inches
long. Then double it together in a bow
as in tape trimming. Put two rows of
these around the inside of the frame
Next cut a piece the length of the bows
and the width of the husks and bend the
two ends together. JNow take your nee
die and slit it very line through the cen
ter, and then sew the two ends that you
hold hand cm the frame overlap-
ping the row of bows ; then take some
more pieces of slitted work and turn and
go lengthwise of the frame not crosswise
as before. That forms the outer edge of
the frame. Take a thin piece of board
and make a frame. Place your glass be-

tween your paper frame and your board
frame, "and tack or paste your pfper frame
down smoothly, lou will thus have
nice rustic frame. Beautiful little card
baskets and lamp mats may be made in
nearly the same manner.

Texas As It Was, Is, and Will Be.

There is no portion of the American
Continent so rich and varied in history as
the State of Texas. It has been owned
and possessed in turn by France. Spain
and Mexico ; has been an independent re
public, a star ot first magnitude in the (Jon
fedcracy ; and is now a loyal aud law- -
abiding State of this Union, and the Mecca,
the land of promise, to which ajl eyes are
turned.

Hut two short years aco Texas was as
remote from the "Western States for all in
land commerce as the Mountains of the
Moon; but now, railroads have touched
her with their magic wands and her re
motest settlements are reached with but
one setting of the sun.

As this State is now attracting such uni
versal attention we believe we cannot
please our readers better than by giving a
tew statistics and information ol general
interest. The area of the State is 274,000
square miles, or 175,500.000 acres. The
population, in 1850. was 212,000 ; in 1SU)

it was 000.000 ; in 1870 it was 818,000. and
now approximates 1,400,000, and is filling
up at the rate ot about 12 000 per month ;
not attracted by glittering gold or mines
of silver, but for quiet homes,
ed farming and stock-raisin- g, ller taxa
ble prom'rtv, in 1850. was $51,000,000
She lost SS5.000.000 worth of slaves by the
war, and yet her taxable property in 1S70
was S240.O0O,i'O0, and probably double that
sum now. The next assessment will in
clude the railroad property of the State, of
which there is already in operation about
1,100 miles. Tlie public domain belongs
exclusively to the State, the United States
having no interest in it, and of this she
lias given with a lavish' hand to railroads
instead of bonds, thus securing a vast sys
tem of internal improvements without in
curring a heavy bonded debt or burden-
some taxation upon her people. These
hinds have been given to railroads, in al
ternate sections, the even numbers being
reserved by the State as school lands, and
are now rplaccd upon the market (to
Lctual settlers only) at 1.;0 per acre on
a credit of ten years with interest at
ten per cent, per'' annum. She also
kivestoeach immigrant a homestead of
1C0 aores, on condition of his or her liv-

ing upon it for three years and paying
the surveyor's fee, never more than
twelve dollars. This may be taken from
anv of the public lands ot which she still
has 85,000,000 acres unappropriated after
all her certificates are redeemed. The vast
extent of the country gives her a great va
riety of soil and climate. About 50.000
square miles is the estimated wheatregion,
ami seventeen to twenty bushels to the
acre is about the average. Jn the elevated
or mountainous region of the State it is not
uncommon to see wheat, corn'and cotton
growing in the same field. ' Sugar and to-

bacco grow to great perfection ; all the
small grains, Irish and swet potatoes,
lruits, and garden vegcumies ripen irom
six to eight weeks In advance of the
Western States, winch will allord her a
market without a competitor.?. The est
mated value of her. cotton crop for 1874 is
$:H),0UO,0OO, and nor annual exppi t oi
peeves Is nbout $7,000,000.-- The region
west of J5au .Antonio River is the finest
sheep range" in America,-an- d wool-gro- w

ing is reaching niammoin proportions anu
men are makiug rapid fortunes. One
man who had but. 5,(W0 head at the close
of the war. has now 50.000. and fifty
leagues of land- .- Sheep-raiser- s are coming
from Australia rfinl California and settling
there. All kinds of stock live upon the
native grasses without other food and with
but little attention. State taxes are but
lilty cents on the one hundred dollars;
county taxes about the same.- - Her free
school system gives to every child in the
State a good Englieh education. Law and
order are as rigidly maintained, and crime
as readily suppressed, as in any of the
States. Every neighborhood is supplied
with church privileges and the cause of
the Bible is well maintained. ;Toe climate
in many portions of the State is superior
to that ot Italy, the mean temperature be
ing 81 degrees ; the mercury rarely reaches
U0 in Summer, and as rarelv falls to '32 ill

iwinter. The air is so pure that fresh meat
exposed to a free circulation will not spoil,
and tlie Mexicans and Indians save their
meat by drying it in the open air. For
health tlie country is unsurpassed. The
death-rat- e of the city of Sau Antonio is
only thirteen in a thousand per annum.
The mean annua! rain-fa- ll for the past
seven years has been M inches. Lands in
farms yield an annual return of $10 per
acre. "The State lcrders upon the Gidf ol
Mexico for ever 500 miles, and her products
reach tide-wat- er ata trifling cost. The wa-
ter is generally abundant and of the purest
limestone. The timber in the northern

western portions is snffident for
economical use, while the eastern part
is covered with the finest pine, cypress
and oak.

The present ratio of increase in popula-
tion wdl give Texas forty members of
Congress in three more decades, and
she will then be a power able to assist
the West" to some purpose. The subject
is inexhaustible, but we cannot pursue it.

The State has now established a Bureau
of Immigration, and further information
can be obtained by addressing Hon. J. B.
Robertson, Houston, Texas; W.G.Kings-
bury, St. Louis, Mo., or C. W. Matthews,
Atlanta, Ga.; either of whom will send
printed matter and written information to
all applicants. .

The inquiry,
"Who giveth this woman to be married to
this man ?" is, to say the least of it, an an-

achronism. "I pronounce you man and
wife," flavors somewhat of the tenement-hous- e

patois, as of a couple henceforth to
say, "My man is abroad or, "My
woman is getting dinner." "With all my
worldly goods I thee endow," is a fiction
so stupendous as to be more amusing than
impressive. "Do you promise to obey
him and serve him?" The woman shall
say. "I will." Herein we have the spec
tacle of a priest at the altar offering the
most solemn and binding of vows to a
woman who has not the least intention of
keeping it ; who will not keep it, if she
has ; and who ought not to keep it, wheth-
er she has or not. The church service
was written in a by-go- age, for a by-

gone type of society. Its real beauties
cannot save it intact to the future. The
marriage to be, will demand a pledge for
which this is neither speech nor language.
