The military were fighting their way up
the hill inch by: inch, and the bullets
flew like rain above and around the lit-
tle ones who, wrapped up in a bullalo
rolte, w re iu the thickest of the lire.
Not till the red.-ki- had been routed
and the ground passed over two or three
times, were the little waifs discovered.
Thu first took them lor apooscs,
but when the youngest exclaimed, I am
so the soldier's liave come," there was
no doubt regarding .tlielr nativity, and for
the nonce the flying Cheyenne "were for-
gotten and every attention given to the
little prairie blooms so unexpectedly un-

covered. Both 'of the children were stark
naked with the exception of ot
unuy blanket tied alioiit the loins nnl
worn-ou- t mocca.-ui-s. The soldiers at once
provided for the wants of their little pro-
teges, and raising a purse of money placed
them in charge of Dr. Powell and sent
him to Leavenworth with orders to report
ti General Pope for further instructions..
Gem-ni- l Pope will provide for the children'
until lie can obtain an appropriation
for their education and support front the
Cheyenne fund. We understand the rela
tions of the children have been heard from.
They sent a letter to Fort Wallace when
the Smoky Hill massacre was first report-
ed. General Pope has telegraphed for
this letter, and it will be here in a day or
two.

THE REMAINING SISTERS.
As to what has, or will, become of the

two girls of the game family yet in the
hands of the savages, we are at a loss to
contemplate. That they are better cared
for and protected Is to be presumed from
the fact that they are made to sat i sty the
hellish lust of the young men and war-
riors of the band. The first movement
of the savages when attacked was to place
them beyond reach of the troops. The
ne.xt oldest girl, Sophie, was torn away
from the side of the little ones, and with
Catherine, the oldest, made to accompany
the squaws to a place of safety. Ir.
Powell thinks there is some hope of rap-
turing these sisters yet. He allirnis that,
if the troops ever run across that band of
savages again, there will be a Smoky Hill
atmosphere overhanging the battle-
ground, lor the- boys are terribly excited
over the brutal treatment the little ones
received, and are full of sympathy and
solicitude for the fate of those yet in cai-tivit- y.

Cattle Breeding.

The following is an extract from Mr.
Duncan's essay befoxe the Xational Short-Hor- n

Association :

He turned his back upon fine-spu- n the-
ories and their discussion, confining his
remarks entirely to the results of his own
practical observations. The leading prin-
ciple of his argument was the law of na-
ture, like produces like, and that, to se-

cure healthy, robust, vigorous, active and
" growthy " calves, ' it was necessary to
keep their progenitors in the same condi-
tion up to the time of breeding. All our
improved varieties of vegetables, the im-

proved breeds of domestic animals all over
this country, even the Anglo-Saxo- n as
seen to-da- y all were the result of careful
culture, and iut as the vegetable required
constant cultivation from the germ to ma-
turity, so the short-hor- n or any other do
mestic animal must be cultivated from its
birth to the time at which it becomes a
producer. ,.

In order to attain this condition the an-

imal should have BUch an amount of nu-
tritious food as nature required, should
spend at least half of its lile in the open
air, with tlie privilege of exercising as
much as it wished up to the period of ma-
turity. After that a changed' food should
be made in order to preveut the produc-
tion of too much flesh or fit. This he
thought desirable, rather than a reduction
in tiie amount, in order to keep the ani-
mal at a certain point. The food should
be more nutritious iu winter than in sum-
mer, and more nutritious - for the
nursing than the dry cow. After
the birth of the first calf, which
should occur when the heifer is
thirty months old. she sliotiU be coupled
with the male again m from sixty to ninety
days, and not sooner, so that she may
produce tlie second calf just a year after
the first, and so on through her entire
breeding period. ' Nine months in ' twelve
was as long as any cow should give milk.
In case the auiund becomes too fat, exer
cise and uot staivatiou should be used to
reduce her. Starvation and lack of exer
cise impaired the constitution and short-
ened lite; labor, with utticient food, in-

creased muscle, hardened bone, and in
vigorated the system.

.Male animals designed for breeders
should be kept as much as possible in an
open lot, and not iu'the stable or box-stal- l.

aud should be kept iu ouly in yi.ry bad
weather, and then only during the preva
lence of a storm. Exercise Fn the open
air was conductive of strength, while lying
on the ground has a tendency to keep the
system cool, which was necessary when
an animal was living upon stimulating
food. The animal should always be ini- -

roving rather than declining, and render
Cut one good service, and never more than
two, in one day.

rue introduction ol short-horn- s into
this country had been of almost measure-
less service in tlie improvement of beef as
an article of human food.: To make two
blades of grass grow where one grew before
was a grand achievement, "but to make
grow five pounds ol b ef where three grew
before, to improve its quality and produce
it in less time, wasamuchgranderachievo-meut-.

ful food of man so inniiedia'tf ly. ' While
tlie work of the short-ltornc- d breeder was
too great at present t was
plain that it materially affected the inter-
ests of the next generation.

It was therefore, highly important that
the best means of improving the herd
should be the object of the breeder. In
other words, calves were of more' value
than premiums, aud should be the object
desired by every breeder if it necessitated
the withdrawal of every short-hor- n from
the show-rin- g. The desire for a premium
caused breeders to overdo the matter of
f ?tdin for the sake of appearance in the
show-rin- g, to the detriment of the animal
for breeding purposes. There was much
more loss by the present mode of prepa-
ration for the show-rin- g than all the pre-
miums amounted to.

A Terrible Struggle Willi a Jlatlman.

At Irvington, Washington County. 111.,

a small town on the Illinois Central Rail-
road, a few days since occurred a frightful
tragedy. The conductor of a northward-bound'freig- ht

train put off a mart who
to lie laboring under temporary in-

sanity, with the request that he be closely
looked after, as he was not in a condition
to take care of himself. The man was
taken to the Tailroad station by A. L.
Marsh and C. Rohman, but sometime
abont midnight the lunatic made lus es
cape, and made a terrible effort to break
into tlie residence of Mrs. liarton. Again
lie was taken back to tlie station-hous- e by
Marsh. Kohman, John M. Driver and J.
L. Womack, who bolted the doors of the
station-hous- e, remaining on the inside
with the madman. The madman seemed
not to be satistied with Ibis kind of pro-
cedure, and drew a pocket-knif- e and ad
vanced toward Driver, saying ''1 will kill
you, or you must kill ine." Driver

to nacilv the mailman, when he
struck at him with the knife, but Driver
evaded the blow. The madman next
turned to Marsh., who was sitting near the
door, and stabbed him in tlie throat, tlie
blade entering to the right of the wind
pipe and passing out on the left side of the
neck behind tlie jugular vein. Marsh sank
to Jhe floor, saying, "Hoys, he has killed
me." Leaving Marsh, with ricnd-lik- e fe-

rocity, the mailman sprang toward
Womack, who dodged his rirst blow, and
clinclnfl the terrible liend closely around
the waist, but he was a large, powerful
man, and much more than a match for his
intended victim; and soon succeeded in
getting his right arm free, and commenced
to stab Womack in the back and head, who
cried to Driver to "knock him down,
he is killing me." Driver procured a
crowbar, aud made an attempt to strika
the madman, but he, with wonderful pre-
sence of mind, managed to keep Womack
between himself and Driver. Driver still
made for Woinack's antagonist, but the
blow intended for the madman fell with
terrible force on Woinack's right hand,
crushing it completely, rendering Womack
helpless, who let go his adversary, who
then sprang at Driver and was received
with a blow from tlie crow bar across the
left side of his head, which brought him
senseless to the floor. At this juncture of
aflairs. Driver and 1'ohman started out for
help, leaving Marsh, Womack and the
maniac lying upon the floor. But scarcely
had they left when the madman recovered
himself, and seeing his knife upon the
floor started for It, and Womack, antici-
pating his intentions, secured an iron
poker and again commenced the combat
for life. Womack this time had equal
chances, and fought w ith the knowledge
that his life was at stake. Six times the
demon advanced towards Womack, and
six times he was brought to the floor.
Help soou came, and the iusane man made
his escape, and the next morning was
found near the Baptist' Church, almost
frozen to death, having stripped himself
of nearly a'l of his clothing. His wounds
were dressed, alter which a warrant was
issued, and tlie unfortunate wretch was
committed to jail. Young Marsh received
every attention at the hands of his friends,
but died the next day. Wednesday, Novem-
ber 25, and at 5 o'clock, Thursday morn-
ing his murderer breathed his last. Wo-mac-

injuries were not serious, and he
will soon recover. What a fearful night
was that at Irvington Railroad Station,
and, no doubt, it will long be remembered
by the people of that place.
