Bo far as this prastice oan be ended by

Bepublisan President Jaouary 36, 1907,
eculains the following drastie provisions,
“That it shall be nnlawiul for any wa-

et ks aasaneity of axy tates of O
grose, to e & mooevy ocoutribution in
eonnection with any election to auy po
ltioal office. It shall alse be aulawial
for any corporation whalever Lo make a
mosey contribution lo conuection with
any election ar which Presideotial and
Viece-Presidential electors or a Represen-
tative in Congres is Lo be voled for, or

deoision rendered by Judge FPurdy, of
the Wayne Quarter Besslons, in the esse
lnvolring the right of the pablis to fleh
in streams running over private lands,
The ense arose under the act of Apeil
14, 1905, fixing & speciile peaslty for tres
paming oo private land which had been
daly posted s sosh, and lovolved niso
the provision of section 23 of the met of
May 39, 1901, that “Publie Sshing stall
axist in all waters and parts of waters
that have been or may be deelarsd nay:

1414, an aot of Assembly made part of the
river, Inoludiag this portion, s pablie
highway “for the passnge of rafts, bonts
and vessals.”"

Foster, soutendiog that the aet of 1001
made the stream open to pablie fishiog,
entered it at A& highway crossing, aud
walked aloong the bottom for sowe dis*
tanoe, on the land of Hopkins, fishing.

ability soon secured him & large and lu-
