Preamble and Constitution of the Nulive American
vssucintion of the Uniled Siales.

Whereas it is an admitted fact that all Government=
are not only eapable, but bound by all the principles of
national preservation, to govern their alinivs by the agretis
cy of their own citizens: and we beiieve the republican
form of our Governmen! to be an object of fear and dis-
like to the advoeates of monarchy in Europe, and for that
reason, if for none other, in order to préserve our institn-
tions pure and unpolluted, we are imperatively called up-
on to adininister our peculiar system (ree ol ull foreign
influence and interference. By udwilling the slrungel
indiscriminately to the exerciee of those high attributet
wh‘ic-h.‘emqiiuqﬁqmg righta,ef the native born Ametihan

; ie attachment ol 1he native, and agai
nanght but the sordid allegiance of the foreigner. The
rizhils of the American, which he holds under the Consti-
tution of the Revolution, and exercised by him as the glo-
vious prerogative of his birth, are caleulated to stimulats
to actios, condense to strangth, and ccment in sentimen!
and patriotie sympathy. _

Busing, then, the right and duly to confederate on these
high truths, we profess no other objeet than the promotion
of onr native country in all the walks of private Lover,
publie credit, ard natiopal independence; and therefore
we maintain the right, in its mest extended form, of the
native born American, and he only, to exercise the vari-
ous duties incident to the ramificalions of the laws, exe-
culive, legislative, or ministerial, from the highest to the
lowest post of the Government: and to obtain this great
end, we shall advoeate the entire repeal of the naturaliza-
tion law by Congress. Aware fhat the Constitution for-
bids, and even if it did not, we have no wish to establish

laws of naturalization, is intender to actin a prospective
character.  We shall advocate equal liberty fo ofl who
were born rqually free; to be so born, constitutes, when
connected with moral qualities, in our minds, the aristo-
cracy of human nature.  Aeting under these gencrie prin-
ciples, we further hold that, to be a permanent peo})le,we
must be a united one, bound together by sympathies, the
result of a common poli!icnl origin; and to Be national, we
must cherish the native American sentiment,to thn entire
and radical exclusion of foreign opinions and doctrines in-
trodueed by foreign paupers and Enropean political ad-
venturers.  From Kings our galtant forefathers won their
liberties—the slaves of Kings shall uot win them lLack
again. ‘

Religiously entertnining these sentiments, we as so. |
lemnly believe that the day bas arrived, when the Ameri-
cans shonld unite as brethers to sustain the strengih and
purity of their political institutions.  We hve reached
that eritical period foreseen and prophesied by some of the
elear-sighted apostles of freedown. when danger threalens
from every ship that floats on the oeean to our slores;
when every wind that blows wafts the ragged paupers to
our cities, hearing in their own persous and characters
the elements of degradation and disorder. To prevent
these evils, we are now called upon to unite eur energies.
To fight over this great moral revolution, the shadow of
our first revolt of glory, will be the duty of the sons of
those wars, and we must go into the combat determined
to abide by our country: to preserve her honor free from
contagion, and her character, as a separate people, high
and above the ¢ngraftment of monarchical despotisms.

ARTICLES OF THE CONSTITUTION.

Firsl. We bind ourselves to co-operate, by all lawful
means, with our fellow native citizens in the United
States to procure a repeal of the naturalization law.

Second. We will use all proper and reasonable exer-
tions to exclude foreigners from enjoying the emoluments
or honors of office, whether under the General or State
Governments, e :

Third. That we will not hold him guililess of his coun-
try's wrong who, having the power, shall place a fereigner
in ofﬁcewﬁile thereisa co tent native willing toaccept.

Fourth. That we will not, in any form or manner, cun-
nect ourselves with the ﬁene:-al or local politics of the
country, nor aid, nor be the means of aiding, the cause
of any politician or parly whatscever, but will ex-.
clusively advocate, stand o, and be a separate and
independent party of native Amu_ricuns. for the eause ol
the country, and upon the prineiples as-set forth in the
above preambie and these articles.

Fifth. That we will not, in any manner “'ha{ever, eon-
nect ourselves, or be connected, with ary religions sect
or denomination: leaving every ereed to ils own strength,
and every man untrammelled in his own raiilll; adhering
for ourselves, to the sole cause of the natives, tlie es-
tubMshingnt of a national character, and the perpetuity
of our institutions, through the means of cur own country
meg;'.ﬂh. That this Association shall be connected with
and form a part of such other socicties throughout the
United States as may now or hereafter be established
on the principles of our political creed.

Scventh. Vhat this Association shall be. styled the
* Native American Association of the Unitdd States.”

Eighth. Thal the officers shall consist of a _Prcsldent,
Vice President, Council of Three, Corresponding Secre-
tary, Recording Secretary, a Commiltee on Addresses
to consist of three meinbers, a Treasurer, and such othera
as may be required under any by-laws hereafter adopted,
and whose duties shall be therein defined.

Ninth. That all the foregoing officers shall be elected
by this meeling, to serve for one year, except the Com-
mittee on Addresses, which shall be appointed by the
President.

President, cr, in the absence of both, the Corresponding
or Recording Becretary, is authorized to convene a meel-
ing of this Association whenever it may be deemed ne-
