To all wliop .it concerns. The Bill intended

to procure a free bridge across the Eastern. Branch

a Mr. Giddings, member from Ohio, who moved
to.strike out Uie enacting clause. This member
tfaid he was not inimical to the lilstribt, but op-
pQsed the appropriation proposed for this object,"
on the ground that the seat of Government would
probably be removed to a '.'free State."

Mr. Giddings may the State" lie refers to

frti, while others might Consider it bound,'as
with iron fetters, in the worst of slavery, that of
fanaticism: and his mode of proceeding will cer¬

tainly not have the effect of obviating such a

conclusion. Does he refer, to Ohio? What
State 1n this Union has exerted its papular power

.to-exile the colored, 'population from within its
limits? The answer to this question is.None
but Ohio ! This, then, is our apology .fo; eug-
gesting-to members from that State the propriety
and consistency of exercising their high-toned
philanthropy first at home before they need ex¬

pect to gain confidence or make any favorable
impressitin abroad. There is a condition of mind
on which all argument and reason is lost. We
hope the case before us does not furnish an exam¬

ple.
. Whatever may be Mr. Giddings' preiensiops

we must say that his futile objections to the. Free
Bridge Bill would better characterize the heedless
school-boy than the grave legislator.
They amount to this, that, because the scat of

Government may be removed, therefore those in¬
terested in the measure, do not need or deserve
any favor. If it were the general opinion that the
seat of Government will eventually be removed
.though one hundred years hence.this com¬

munity might no longer look to their constitu¬
tional legislature to protect them or foster their
interests! Are we to be regarded as unworthy
those advantages while the Government remains
here?
As a member of the local legislature of this

District, Mr. Giddings was, we think, bound to

do for it precisely what it would be his duty to do
for Ohio, were he a member of her legislature:
and did he hold the place he now occupies by
the vote of this District, motives of popularity.
the great governing principle of action.would
have prompted him to pursue a very different
course no doubt. But being irresponsible to this

People, he could and he did trifie with their in-
terests, and, as we conceive, with their rights,
with impunity.
As a citizen of the District of Columbia it is

our duty to defend her interests, otherwise we

should not be guilty of the folly to argue this

point, as it can only require a simple statement of
the case to convince any one that this community
has been treated with injustice and suffered inju¬
ry at the hands of the member from Ohio. It is

against his power, Hot his argument, we direct
our remarks; the one is efficient for evil, and we

have felt it.the other is too absurd to deserve
notice. .

If he possessed neither understanding, to know,
nor honesty to perform, the duties devolved upon
him as our legislator, wc must regret that his con¬

stituents ever imposed him upon us. If lie did
know his duly, and yet acted regardless of the. ob¬

ligation® that duty imposed on him, then he is ob¬
noxious to the charge of recklessness for having
manifested an indifference which, reversing condi¬
tions, he would have censured in us, if shown to

himself. In either case it is no wonder that the
interests of this District and the country at large
should suffer when the business of legislation is
committed to such incompetent hands. We re¬

spectfully request the citizens" of Ohio so far to

feel for us, who are unrepresented in Congress,
as to recall this gentleman, and send us one that
will respect our just claims. . .

The linking of- this question, of removing the
seat of Government, with that of abolition,.so far
from patting the permanency of this Metropolis
in jeopardy, settles it where it is firmer than a

special act of legislation. For so long as South¬
ern interests and feelings predominate, as the two

subjects of abolition and removal are made insep¬
arable by this Mr. Giddings, the City of Wash¬

ington will continue, as its founder, its topo¬
graphical position and its natural advantages de¬

signed it to be, the unalterable political centre of
this indissoluble confederacy.

Tha Legislature of Mississippi has passed a

At the particular point of the seashore referred

to in the above, it is said there is a good hi.rbor

where it is contemplated to found a commercial

seaport, for which the Legislature of that State,
not long since, made provision, bearing the le¬

gal name of Mississippi City. The contemplated
railroad is designed to traverse the entire length
of the State, and to terminate at that point, giving
facility to the remote and inland counties to trans¬

port their cotton and other commodities to a mar¬

ket within tho limits of their own State, and to

supersede the necessity of depending on Louisia¬
na for a shipping port. This is the amount of
the information we were able to collect on the

spot in the spring of 1837, just after the action
of the Legislature oa the subject.

. MAINE CONTROVERSY.
The difficulty between this Government ami

that of Great Britain ih regard to the disputed
territory claimed bv the State of Maine, had as¬

sumed a.more threatening aspect, if indeed the
blow, has not before thi3 hour, been struck be¬
tween Maine'and New Brunswick, from.which
war may become inevitable.
'Wo must content on reel f at present with as

concise a history of the circumstances of the rase

as will enable our readers tO judge us to, the
claims of the respective parlies, out of tvhich the
present highly excited state of feeling on' both
sides has originated, and which, within a few
days past, ha® assumed a belli'gerant character.

. The State' of Maine has. always asserted Tier
right to ths territory ia.dispifto: but pending ne¬

gotiations. with the British Government on the
question of establishing the true line, had only
suspended any action contravening* lhi» negotia¬
tion," which she yielded W>< as it would seeih, only
in compliance with international formalitics, with¬
out any intention of compromising her claim* but
on the contrary a}l-al»ng .asserting her right and
declaring her determination to maintain it.
The delay on the part of our Government, in

.listening to diplomatic quibbles, thereby giving
countenance to "the pretended claims of the oppo¬
site party, has evidently had the.effect to increase
the pertinacity of th£ British Government, aiid of
Virtually strengthening bet claim; if it has not co-

lorably sanctioned her claim to "exclusive jurisdic¬
tion" over the soi'. Hence it appears that so far from
having brought this important question to a close,
tne Causes above enumerated, especially an artful
and evasive deplomacv on {he part of Grrat ttri-
tain, have augmented the diilieiilty. What we

have lost in firmness, she has gained in arrogance.
Instead of having long since planted our foet upon
that ground, and vindicating our right of soil by
charta stipulations, or if necessary maintaining
our foothold behind a breast-work of our citizens,
we have tampered with the subject, and now we

see, perhaps too late for remedy, the probable
fruit of this temporizing policy.a war.

The forcesentby Maine to disperse the 1'umbet
depredators, was a measure which, under the
circumstances, ought not to have been looke
upon by the British authorities of New Bruns¬
wick as hostile. The only thing that could by
possibility bring censure upon Maine is her not

apprising the Governor of New Brunswick of
the intention of this movement touching the dis¬
puted territory, while the operations bore the face
of a military expedition, which, from the existing
state of things, might be construed into a determi¬
nation on the part of-the former to effect an armed
occupation of said territory. However this may
be, the Governor of New Brunswick has not only
not denied, as far as we know, the sanction of his
authority to the imprisonment, in Frederickton
jail, of the land agent and several of hid men from
Maine, captured and eommiltcd by a baud of the
pillagers, but justifies it by his acts.

lie has issued his proclamation, claiming, in an
unqualified manner, the disputed territory as a por¬
tion of the province of New Brunswick.brings in
question the object of the authorities of Maine-
make's a false issue of exclusive jurisdiction.calls
up the military strength of his province, and
threatens the men from Maine with expulsion "in
the event of his request".that the Governor of
Maine recall these men."not being immediately
complied with."
Nobody believes that Maine will withdraw her

men or relax in her attempt; the less so, as Sir
John Harvey has put Mr. Fairfield in the delicate
attitude of holding on, or seem to cower un¬

der his frown and menace, which w not in Yan¬
kee taste.

It must be gratifying to .every individual of die
United States who has confidence in the justice of
our Government, to witness the unanimity mani¬
fested on this subject in both branches of Con¬
gress. ...

In Senate, Wednesday, Feb. 6..Mr. Morris
offered to the Senate, a resolution declaring that
the citizens of the United States have as good a

right to petition upon the subject of the slave
trade* the abolition of slavery in the District of
Columbia, upon the admission of any ne*v slave
State-in the Union,, as upon any other subject.
The resolution therc called upon*the Judiciary
Committee to answer certain inquiries as to the
right of Congress to abolish slavery'in the Dis¬
trict and Territories. It also propounds certain
other inquiries in regard to slavery and the Go¬
vernment.

Conceding the right, to those who so strenuous¬

ly and pertinaciously contend for it, to petition
Congress to abolish slavery in the District of
Columbia, and that Congress are competent to

entertain and to act on such petition, have they
the right, according to the spirit of our institu¬
tions, to grant the prayer of these petitioners,
regardless of the wish of those whose local rights
and interests as a distinct community, would be
exclusively affected by that action? Surely it
will not be denied that the citizens of the District
have rights df their own; but if Congress can de¬
prive us of the right of property in slaves, they
could as .lawfully legislate us out of our rights in
any other property. If Congress* have unqual¬
ified power to pass laws in compliance with the
wish of the people of other separate and distinct
communities of the United States indiscriminate¬
ly, it would be most unjust to do sp to our injury
ami still more, to disregard a countervailing wish
on our part. Otherwise we are the meanest
slaves of all. Those who make such extravagant
use of the right of petition will not deny it to the
people of the District: and if we exercise it in op¬
position to them, whose request ought Congress
most to respect.those who are to be affected, or

those who arc not ? ¦'£...
We hold that the District of Columbia stands

in the same relation to Congress, that the States

jd to their re«p<*etivc Legislatures; and that the
people of this Pistrict could with as much pro¬
priety petition t!i<! Legislature of Ohio to pass
laws to a fleet the municipal interests of her peo¬
ple as they to petition Congress to pass laws to
aflfeot ours: niv.l that one would he as tnueh bound
to obey as the other,, and nfi more.

Gam'dinr..Agreeably to 'the promise we
made last fall, we now revert to this subject. Wc
have stated, that the existing law for the preven¬tion of gaming! is unconstitutional, and entirely
too severe to be rigidly enforced.that its inclTi-
ciency is clearly proved by the fact, that more
gambling is 'now cariied on, secretly, than was

during the time it was licensed by law.that se¬
cret gambling is dangerous to the peace and safetyof families, as they may be irrecoverably wrapt in
misery, before even a suspicion has been enter¬
tained, that a father, a brother, a son, or a partner,
was addicted to this vice. These facts alone, be¬
ing sufficiently clear, we are of opinion thatVoe
present law shoold be repealed, and one passedauthorising the licensing of a certain number ol
gaming houses, under certain restrictions and
subject to strict police regulations. Bv licensing
gaming, a large revenue would be raised, and
much less immorality would flow from this vice.
We sincerely hope our Legislature will reflect

upon this subject, and come to some action uponit during the present session..N. 0. T.Am.
The suppression of the culpable and ruinous

practice of gambling must be desirable with every
virtuous and considerate individual in society;
but when it is proposed to legislate on the sub¬
ject, not to suppress, but only to limit or restrain
it, very important considerations are involved.
Can the restricting, by law, of gambling estab¬
lishments to a limited number and to fewer han:!s,
remedy the evil even partially? Would not these
fewer establishments monopolise the business of
the whole, ther-bv enabling them to pay with
more ease and readiness the advance on the li¬
cense? Would not the few thus privileged to

pursue the practice, openly and under the sanction
of law, be capable of doing m'ore harm than the
many now subject'to that cautious restraint ac¬

companying the fear1 of detcctioul In which case
would the sufferer be most likely to inform
against the author of his ruin.-that in which lie
was ruined by law, or against law? The latter,
certainly.

But even admitting the practice could be dimi¬
nished to some extent, shall we legalize vice to

any extent ? Shall wc practically affirm the du¬
bious question, "Shall we do evil that good may
come of it?" The highest authority furnishes
the answer, "God forbid." We think the vice
had better depend on moral influence in /vta,
than have the sanction of law in purl.

The Sunday Morning News, of a late date,
in commenting on the Governor of New.York's
message to the Legislature of that State, at the
commencement of its present session, puts some

pretty severs, but very just, strictures upon that
part of it which not only sanctions, but encou¬

rages and invites, the unqualified and unrestrained
immigration of foreigners.^thousands upon thou¬
sands of whom becomo a tax and a burthen upon
us from the hour they are landed on our shores,
at the annual cost to the country of millions of
dollars. It will be remembered by our readers
that we denounced these sentiments of Governor
Seward, shortly after that document was pub¬
lished, in terms of the strongest censure. We arc

happy to see that our opinions of that part of'the
document alluded to are concurred in by the
News, from which we take the following extract,
without yielding to a strong desire to make far¬
ther remarks of our own:

.' If our Governor is going to run the race of
popularity by courting foreign votes, and by a

slur upon our city authorities, when he says
"they (meaning the emigrants) force themselves
upon us, even though we inhospitably resist
them," then, if no other press in the city of New
York will do it, we will enter our uncompromis¬
ing dissent. Already is onv city tfixed most enor¬

mously for the support of foreign paupers and va¬

grants; and if this language is to go abroad to the
old world as the language of our State, we, for
one, will say, that we are not so tied to the car ol
party as to sacrifice our judgment on the altar of
present expediency, and the interest and weU'otv
of those who are to succeed us, as to give up our
views on the subject of naturalization, that the
present Chief MajjMrale of our Staio mav be
elected a second time as the champion of foreign
democrats. The Governor gives a view of our
establishments highly creditable to.onr city, but
he does not state what proportion of our fjty's

of whom we cati never make pood and useful ci¬
tizens. We are in favor of requiring twenty-one
years' residence under the jurisdiction < f the
United States, before foreigners are allowed to ex¬

ercise the-right of sjiflVage, the most iuvrduahlo
privilege of an American citizen, and wliirii can¬
not bo exercised in an intelligent manner but by
foreigners becoming identified with tho land of
their adoption, in thought, habit, feeling and in¬
terest, There"appears to us also to be something-
peculiarly indecent in the haste with w'kjcli the
Governor has sought an opportunity, and lugged
in, as it were, by the head and shoulders, an »t-
.sick upon .our city authorities lor-enforcing the
existing laws with regard to the in^rod'.{c!ion of
foreign emigrants; for if it has any s'tusion at
all, it must h> to the increased amount of cominu-.'
tation demanded by our authorities to save our

city from taxation for the support of the inmates
of foreign hospitals, poor-houses and prisons,
which have of late years been cast upon us by fo¬
reign nations, with the double view of relieving
themselves from the burthen of their support and
contaminating republican principles by the conta¬

gion of bad example. The Governor must also
have been aware that the subject had cveiled so

much attention in the United States as to have en¬

gaged the action of Congress, and that reports and
resolutions had been introduced into tho House of
Representatives on the expediency of extending
the term of naturalization.that a mass of evi¬
dence has been accumulated which will, no doubt,
shortly be made public; and as the naturalization
laws are solely in the hands of Congress, it ap¬
pears to us that-the Governor has stepped out of
his sphere of action in .interfering iu a matter in
which he had no direct concern. One thing we

will venture to predict, that the Governor ha?
played a false card, and that he will lose more

popularity than he will train by the ' experiment,'
and that a large and highly influential portion of
his fellow citizens will abandon the support of a

man whose first act has been desecrated by a sub¬
serviency to foreign domination. We call it do¬
mination, for we find it at our very doors, at our

nominations for office, at our election polls, and
in the temples of infidelity reared among us by
foreign radicals ; but the subject is so fertile in
remark, that we are satisfied in merely alluding to

this more than political blunder in our new Gov¬
ernor, intending to resume the subject."
