On the 3d of September, GeneraHYhlte en-

ured Harper's Ferry with his force from Win-
chester. The next day he was ordered to

to take command of the forces there.
On the 12th of September, he again returned to
Harper's Ferry, where he remained until the
surrender.

On the 7 Hi of September, Gen. MeClcllau the
most of hi' force having preceded him kit
Washington under orders Issued some days
previously, to drive the enemy from Maryland
That nlscht he established his headquarters t

Colonel Miles ordered to Join him at once.

On the tan of September Colonel Thomas H.
Ford, Thirty-secon- d Ohio, took command of
the forces on Maryland Heights. Forces were
placed at Solomon's Gap and at Sandy Hook.
Those at Sandy Hook, under Colonel Maulsby,
retired by Colonel Ml lea's order to the eastern
slope of Mart land Heights, two or three days

irevIous to their evacuation by Coloml Ford.
of September the force at Solomon's

Gap were drhen In by the enemy. Colonel
Ford called upon Colonel Miles for reinforce-
ments. The One Hundred and Twenty-sixt-

New York and the Thlrtj-nlnt- h New York
(Garibaldi Guards) were sent him on Frldij,
the 12th of Septemlicr, and on the mornliu of
the 13th ho was furtlur reinforced b the One
Hundred and Fifteenth New York and a portion
of a Maryland regiment under Lieutenant Col-

onel Downey.
Colonel Ford made requisition for axes and

spadts to enable him tu construct deftuees on
the Heights, but obtained none. With tenures
Monglng to some Mainland troops, hiring all
that could be obtained, a slight breastwork of
trees was constructed on the 12th, near the
(rest of the Heights, and a slashing of tlnibtr
made for a short distance In front of the! reast
work.

The forces under Colonel Ford were stattonul
at various points on Maryland Heights, the
principal force being on the crest of the hill
near the breastwork and look-ou- t. Skirmish-
ing commenced on Friday, the 12th, on tho
crest of the hill.

Early on the morning of the tilth the enemj
made an attack on the crest of the hill, and uf
ter some time the troops retired In tome con
fusion to the breastwork, where they were ral-
lied. About 0 o'clock a second attack was
made, which the troops behind the breastwork
resisted for a short time, ami until Col. Mierrlll,
of the One Hundred and Twenty-sixt- h New
York, was wounded, and carried off the Held.
