We announced, by authority, some days

slate, that Rcnr Admiral Farragut was relieved
of his command In the Gulf and ordered to as

sume command of the North Atlantic Block-

ading Squadron. Wo regret to announce that
the condition of Admiral Farrago l 's health
wassnch,at tho time of receiving the order,
as to preclude the possibility of his complying
with it at once. Tho order was then with-

drawn, and Rear Admiral Porter, of tho Mlf

slstlppl Pfuadron, and Rear Admiral Lee, of
the North Atlantic Blockading Squadron, wcro
ordered to exchange commands. Admiral
Porter has already reached the Jamed river aud
assnmed command In those waters, and Rear
Admiral Leo has gone to the Mississippi to
take command or the squadron there.

It Is said that these two admirals have
amassed each an Immense fortune during the
rebellion, one from prize money, resulting from
tho seizure of blockade-runner- s on tho Atlantic
coast, the other from cotton seized on the Mis-

sissippi and Red rivers.
The Major General commanding the Red

river expedition was opposed to any cotton
being seized on tho Red river by the forces
under his c mmand, thi profit of vhtch ttid net
fv into te T camry of the Vutttd htate. Not
withstanding tbl',we learn that Admiral Por
ter carried ou an extensive cotton business,
uud established a floating colton prlro court
on tho Mississippi for the adjudication of all
cases embracing tho seizure or cotton.

Tho Government of the United Stales had
much better pay our Admirals fat salaries, as
It does oar Generals, rather than hold out in
ducements to blockade-ra- n era ou the one)
