The' passloni kindled by the war. and the
deedi of rapine and violence on both sides to
which the war has given birth, have for a
long time prevented us from developing the
real sentiment! of humanity and kindness to
which thousands will happily return now
when blood-re- flames of the conflict are
beginning subside.

We feel sure that eren most embittered
secessionist will acknowledge that the con.
duct of the United States officers and soldiers
In Richmond haa been not only considerate
and humane, but adapted to Inspire confi-

dence and kindness In return. And with Ihe
