ing The plague seems to have been stayed
In Its course It Is gradually disappearing
from Paris, and London Is clear of contagion.
Purification of our own cities, towns, and
dwellings may preveut Its spread tn this
country, even if unfavorable atmospherio
conditions should occur, of which there Is no
p recent apprehension. The abatement no-

ticed in Lurope proves that the ravages of
the disease are not so fatal as heretofore, and
that wise sanitary precautions may deprive
it of its former virulence.
