"The Book of Common Prayer, and Admin-
istration of the Sacraments; and other Rites
and Ceremonies, according to the use of tbe
Protestant Eplsoorval Church In tht Confed-
erate States of America f

Tbe only alterations from tbe book of
Common Prayer In use In the northern States
Was the fubatltatlen of the words "Presi-
dent of the Confederate States" for "Presi-
dent of the United States."

The reviser of the volume has, however,
done bis work carelessly. In the "Forms of
Prayer to be used at co a" be has not changed
tha phraseology at all, so that the prayer
reads "Be pleased to recelre into Thy Al-

mighty and most gracious protection the per-
sons of us Thy servants, and the fleet (or
ship) In which we serve. Preserve us from
the dangers of tbe sea, and the violence of
the enemy: tftat u may be a safeguard to
(As United States of Amtnca, and a security
for such as pass on the seas upon their lawful
