mation for a remedy tor kill vermin on fowls,
as I have been troubled with them for a pe-

riod of three years. I sef a hen and she
hatched 'a brood of chickens about the mid-

dle of February, and they all pined away and
died on account of the vermin. "

I set nearly a hundred eggs .and havo
about twenty firo chickens from them., I
don't sea tha reason why they do not hatch
better. I have raised several Brahmas and
find, they lay well during the winter.. But I
think the Black Spanish ara tha everlasting
layers, the Dorkingsaare tha next, profitable
fowls.

Please not forget to tell me some way of
destroying vermin on fowls, and you will
greatly oblige a subscriber, and one of the
boys who is deeply Interested in raising
chickens for the market, but has not suc-
ceeded the past'year' on account of vermin.
