The Widow of Malor Noah has died durinir

the past week. Though his name is now
passing rrora public memory, Major Noan,
as you aro aware, occupied a prominent po-
sition on tho New York press and became a
veteran journalist. He started the Sunday
Meuenger, which was in time merged into
the Sunday Times, of which paper his widow
continued a part proprietor until her death.
Major Noah was at ono time editor of the
Sun, and in 1742 started, in the Sun ofllee,
an evening paper, tne Union, wliieli however
lived but a short period. At one time he
was Recorder of the city And James Gordon
Bennett was brought before him on a suit
for libel. Tho proof was complete aculnst
him, bnt Noah being an amiable, good tem-
pered man, did not send him np to prison as
every one thought and hoped ho would do.
Mr. Bennett did not, however, appreclato
this display of magnanimity on the part of
Major Noah, bnt used to berate him through
the Herald, calling him "Old Clo'.'Uho ab-

breviated cry for the hawkers who cry out
along tne streets tor old domes.

If England is
involved in war, I don't want to see a single
ship go out of our porta to destroy her com-
merce, and over the Canadian border I do
not want a single cottage harmed. I want
them to find their evil overcome by our good.

died At his residence, In Orange street, Brookv
lyn, this morning. Ho his been suffering
many montha with cancer of the throat, and
unable to attend to his official duties. Mr.
Odi.ll was formerly a member of Congress
from the second district, and was greatly re-

spected among all classes In hit native city
of Brooklyn.

Mr. Odell waa bora in Tarry town. In this
State, in 1818, and removed to this city at
an early age. He waa appointed to a posi-
tion during President Folk a administration,
and hla Industry and knowledge of the details
of his duties rendered his services indisprns.
able to succeeding administrations. He waa
a Democrat m politics, and during Mr. Bu-

chanan's administration held the position of
public appraiser.

In I860 he was elected towf ongress from
the third district in Brooklyn. Mr. Odell
soon distinguished himself in the support of
all measures for the suppression of the re-
bellion, and enjojed the confidence f Mr.
uneoin. lie was a member of tne lomous
Committee on the Conduct of the War,
which exercised so largo an Influence upon
tho fate of Oen.
