Although there were a very ijew orcr-xca-

oai men in ana oat 01 uongress at we com
mentiement of the War who heedlessly assert-

ed that the constitutional union of the States
wm broken np, toe noilon did not rise into
any character outside of the rebel
States, until it was found to be essential to
the. scheme of stifling the roice of those
States in respect; to the election of the next
President. The authors of that project found
U to he essential to their purpose. They
perceived, as all onr readers must, that the
restoration of peace woulden title the peoplo of
erery State alike to appoint electors of Presi-
dent the same as before the war, if the doc
trine tn this respect, upon which the war on
onr part was prosecuted, was generally ad
hered to. The idea advanced by
Lurcour, in hb last public address, that they
were "out of their proper practical relations,
bai In the Union nevertheless would not
answer their purpose. Nothing short of the

heresy of "a dissolved Onion"
would meet the demands of this particular
emergency.

This must hare been deemed at first a
Tery hard necessity. It involved an amount
of personal stultification which must have
been extremely mortifying to some of the
parties, if notabsolutely painful. It tnvohed
a reversal of all the uttered doctrines, in this
respect, of the Government during the war.
It involved the renunciation of the theory
which Congress itself laid down In Its resolu-
tions of 1861 denning the objects of the war.
And it Involved a shameful disavowal tn the
face of the civilized world of the repeated
declarations of Secretary 8 1ward In his cor-

respondence, (and which had so effectually
prevented foreign intervention,) that, not-

withstanding the rebellion, the American
Union of States remained, in contemplation
of law, Intact Hut the exigencies of the
scheme seemed to require all these sacrifices,
and Its authors seem to have concluded to
make them.

And they seem to have resolved to make
all the national sacrifices which are likely to
result from an exposure of the Government to
the pecuniary liabilities and dangers of such
a doctrine the very doctrine proclaimed
In Europe at the outset of the war by Mabox
and S (J dell, and upon which they rat?cj a
credit there for the Confederate loan the
rery doctrine which Admiral xWallacb and
his sympathizing friends recently declared
to be the ground of their hope of ultimately
obtaining from the United States the pay-
ment of the same. The English holders of
the Confederate bonds claimed at their re-

cent meeting at the London Tavern, on tho
authority of Vattil and Wiieatox, that if tho
American Union had been dissolved, as had
been declared in the American Congress by
Mr. Tuaddbus Stivers, It followed as a re-

sulting legal consequence, that the rebels
bad the power to set up for themselves, as
they did, a defacto government at Rich-

mond, and they further added, that all the
world knew that de facto governments had
the power to contract debts, and that the
conquering power was, by the laws of na-

tions, obligated to pay them. It was against
all such revolting consequences that Presi-
dent LticcoLM In his time endeavored to
guard the treasury of the nation by holding,
both at home and abroad, that no Statp had
been legally out of the Union a single hour
and was without the power except with con-

sent of all the rest to get out
ire suppose no principle of law to he bet-

ter settled than that any Government en-

titled to he respsxted as that of an inde-

pendent State ill Christendom may lawfully
contract debts; and that for debts contracted
in the name of the State, by Its authorized
agents, for Its public use, the succeeding
Government is liable. The doctrine is that
the Government which succeeds to the fiscal
rights of another is bound to fulfil its fiscal
obligations. Wiieatok's International
p. 41.

It will be perceived from this that the

doctine of a dissolved Union by tho recent
war Is not only absurd in itself but, besides

' being very unjust to eleven States of the
Union, Is very dangerous. It appears to ns
that the good sense of the American people,
after a little reflection, will discord it as legal '

and political heresy which ought not to pre-

vail. It ought to be crushed before it oc
casions any further mischief.

THE WAR IN E (Jit OPE.
The occupation of Holstcin by Prussian

troops Is equivalent to a declaration of war
against Austria. The event did not result
in a battle because the Austrian army of
occupation In ilolitein was too small to con
front the force sent by I'russla. Iloth
powers have formidable forces tn Silesia,

(Prussia,) which has been invaded by Aus-

trian troops, at which point, ere this, a battle
has undoubtedly been fought.

The first blow by Prussia will be a signal
for an attack upon Austria by Italy, thus
diverting a large Austrian army In the direc
tion of the Italian border. The latter power
will t probably throw a strong force into
Hungary, at the head of which Kossuth will

march and endeavor with his eloquence to
Incite another rofolution.

It Is feared that the German States may
declare war against Prussia; the majority of
the Diet being known to lean towards Aus-

tria. The situation !s as Interesting as the

complication Is great The next steamer,
due In about two days, Is anxiously looked

for, and will bring startling news.
While the war in Europe may temporarily

damage the business of this country, there
is no doubt that the grand result will prove
beneficial to the American trade and people.
