Jerusalem Artichoke.
Every one recollects the "Artlchokc,"(e-lanfAu- i

fuderotus,) which as a boy he used
to dig out of the old garden, and which, as
boys will eat everything that will yield to
their teeth, he used to crunch and consider
good. This old plant, which Is occasionally
seen, baa now turned up in France as some-

thing wonderful, and tho Journals are as en-
thusiastic over it as only Frenchmen can be.
'this is nothinglike the true Artichoke, which
1. a thistle-lik- e flower,.the leafty shades of
which are eaten. Tho Jirusalem Artichoke
ia a speclea of Sunflower, which bears tubers
somewhat like a small long potato. These
tubers are eaten when cooked, and aa a sal-
ad, and from their resemblance In flavor to
the Artichoke, they have received its name.
1 he origin of the name " Jerusalem," as ap-
plied to this plant, Is a little curious.

As already stated, the plant is a species of
sunflower, which in Italian is called giratole,
turn-su- The word giraiole easily run into
Jerusalem, a name now firmly fixed upon
the plant, and does not, aa many suppose,
indicate its origin, which is really South
American. The plant Is just now lauded by
the French writers as being even more valu-abl- o

than the potato. Its tubers furnish
food for man and beast, its leaves are excel-

lent forage for cattle. Its green stems aro
good as manure, while the dried stems are of
great utility as ataxes ior peas. Deans, ana
other climbers, and even for making fences
Then, of course, follow figures showing the
great profit per acre, which wo forbear to
give. Notwithstanding the extravagant
view the French have of this plant. It proba
bly merits toe attention oi our soutoern ana
western friends as a food for swine, and some
of them will do well to test its real value by
planting It, and allowing tho hogs to root it
out-- lon'cuiurti(.

What in
ducement has a man irom New York or
New England to invest capital at the South
when by so doing he loses all the righta of
citlienshlp he enjoyed at home!

" If the people of the North will send out
here a committee of plain, practical farmers
to ' spy out the land' and take their report
under consideration they will reconstruct'
quicker and better than forty Congresses."

Another writer savs there will be a famine
In Louisiana and Mississippi before another
year. Many planters neglected to plant corn,
etc , Doping ior an immense yield oi cotton
and big prices. Large portions 'of those
States, especially of Louisiana, have been
overflowed, and neither cotton nor corn will
be raised to any extent The planters are
out of money and out of provisions, and with
very llttlo credit.

it may oe necessary to send to me poor
people of the interior provisions from the
North. We think some steps should, be
taken toward that end at once. It would
be casting bread upon the ttaterl indeed ;
but when they subside it would all come
back to us again with Increase. Such a
measure would havo a good effect politically
and In every other way. It Is but too evi
dent that the South is in sore distress and
needs hero. mMKal aid. Now Is thotlftir
for the rich and populous North to open her
purse strings and show here liberality. It
would be most grateful to the poor people of
the South.

To write the 27 letters,
or rather paint over the traced outlmee, was
reserved for the members of the congrega
tion, for it is written in the Talmud, the
Jewish tradition, that he who gives a holy
scroll, or even writes a letter In one, shall Lo
