Tbe Failure ol (Nip Morion! IV I o A

The developments made at the meetiog of
the creditors of Mcssr I'clo X Dttta, held
in London on the 8th insL, furnish tome
very inlcrestinir facts bi regard to that firm
The recent visit of Sir Morton Fcto to this
country, the interest which he annearrd tn
take in the construction of roilroauB, and es
pecially ms enoru to extcnu tuo Atlantic
and (3reat Western to the Atlantic seaboard,
created uo little curiosity and swnnalhv for
him amonp: our people Many wondered at
the time why he became so active just then
and manifested such willingness to engage
in further railroad enterprises in the United
States Sir Morton l'cto's agents here were
given the credit or securing the visit of their
capitalist, which was to bring about great
results llut from the facts brought to llzht
at the meeting of the creditors, and tbe de-

bates in Parliament upon tho liabilities of
companies, u woum appear urn uotn bir
Morton l'cto and Ins agents had a far differ-
ent object in their visit to this country than
was ffcnerallv supposed at the time

It will be remembered that the effort of
Peto s nartv to mako an arrangement with
the Kric Hailroad Conipanj that would se
cure tho operation or Unit roud lor the inter
est of the Atlantic and Urett WesUrn failed
Thereupon thc turned their attention to a
route betnecu the 1 ric and that of the Penn
sylvania Central Negotiations were made
and a contract entered into Tor Hie purchase
of wl at is known as thu Catanisea road, in
Pcilfrtf Irania, which, with the cnnafructlon
ol intersecting links, could, Willi an arrange-
ment with one of the New jersey railroads
the Morris and Essex securo a complete
Ime under one management from New York
to St. Louis, Not oulj would the route be
under one management, but it would bo

shorter than any other line from
the Atlantic to bt Louis Ibe preliminary
arrangements were ju raaiio anu ine con-
tracts entered into. This accomplished, Sir
Morton Peto returned to Kurope, confident
that he had performed a great feat, and, as
tho developments now seem to indicate, re-

moved all danger of a financial disaster to
his firm, which seems to have been in a pre
carious condition even at that date 'this
new and shorter 1mo to tho seaboard was, as
it now appears, to furnish the basis for an-
other issue of bonds through which the firm
of Peto Delta would be able to remove all
their embarrassments and tarry through all
their other protects without heme obliged to
succumb to the first stringency in monetary
anairs i ins seems io nave nccn mo great
object of this movement.

1 he final success of the middle route, as
contemplated by Sir Morton Peto and those
connected with tho Atlantic and Great
Western road, would nroia a aerlnti lilnw
to all the other trunk lines from this cily to
tho West, Including both the New York
Central and Kric, also the Pennsylvania
Central, which has becomo about as great a
monopoly in Pennsylvania as tho Camden
and Amboy has in New Jersey. No sooner
was the fact known to the managers of these
lines that tho negotiations had been com-
pleted than legal proceedings were instituted
to prevent the final consummation of tho
sale of the roads in PennsUvanla Uy the
time tnat bir .Morton reached London the
whole thing was brought into the courts, and
tho influence of the Pennsylvania Central
Company in tho courts of that State secured
an injunction which effectually put an end
to the new middle route, rollovting this a
bill was introduced in tho Pennsylvania
legislature, Kivinir tn tho Central coiunam
a perpetual right to lay tracks and construct
roads in any portion of that btate which
they might deem expedient, and prohibiting
any other company from constructing a road
over or across the routo which the Central
compuny might survey and filo maps of

It was not necessary for that cuinpanj to
construct tho roads to secure this exclusive
right, but merely to survi y und locate 'llus
measure was pushed through tho Legist

and thus Bir Morton Pt to and his party
found themselves checkmated, both in thu
courts and Legislature. All his efforts to
securo a new bns s for capital in this countrv
failed and tho result at last has been the col-
lapse of the firm of Peto A Hell" the very
thing that the visit to this country wasmaoV
to prevent.

and carriage. But thu principal anxiety was
io known ine turret stdH turned.which is the
great point of the invention, and when Capt.
Coles was asked the question, after the firing
of the shot, he replied that the works were
uninjured To sustain his assertion, round
spun the turret, in no way disabled, and pre-
senting another and an uninjured target to
the Uellcrophon. Ihe second shot, though
generally less destructive than the former,
completely penetrated the iron, splintered
the wooden backing, and displaced the plates
and bolts Itut it did not go through the
tower, and the turrot again revolted with
ease and freedom A third shot was fired,
bat with no better effect than the former. Aa
the result of the trial ono important fact re-
mainsthat no amount of ponndlng frbm
shot can possibly disturb the equilibrium of
the Ilojal Sovereign's turret's base. 'Iho
invention completely triumphed, and if tho
whole exposed portion had been shot away,
tho revolving machinery and turntable
would still have remained perfect. Several .
members of tho Board of Admiralty ex.
pressed their admiration of tho practice anl
cITects of estcrdhy.

Standard Weioiits and Measures. By a
bill now before tbo Houso of Commons, the
Imperial standards of length and of weight,
and tho secondary standards of weights ana
measures, which nave been in tho custody bf
the Controller General of the Exchequer,
are transferred to the Board of Trade, and by
that board the throe Parliamentary copies of
the imperial standards deposited at the Mint,
with the Ilojal hocietj,and in Greenwich
Observatory, are lo be compared with the
imperial standards once in every ten years;
mid tho secondary (now to be called tho
Hoard of Irado) standards of length and
weight are to be so compared once in every
Ave jcars, ami aeljustcd or removed, if requi-
site. Iho Quecu in council may define the,
amount or error lo bo tolerated in other ace
oudarv standards of length, weicht. and, a.
nacity, when compared with tho Board of
Trade standards Tho custodj of the stand-ur- d
