in anv other form i
Srarery b abolished, and neither can, nor

ought to be, in any State or
Territory within onr jurisdiction: ;

Kach State has the undoubted right to pre- -
avtiue anv qutmacauona 01 lis own electors,
and no external power rightfully can, or
ought to, dictate, control, or influence the
free and roiuntary action of the States in the
exercise oi tbat right;

The maintenance inviolate of the rights oi
the States, and especially of the right of each
State to order and control its own domestic
concerns, according to its own judgment ex-
clusively, subject only to the Oonstitutibn
or the United States, Is essential to that bal-
ance of power on which the perfection and
endurance of our political fabric depend, and
the overthrow of that system by the usurpa-
tion and centralisation of power in Congress
would be a revolution, dangerous to repub-
lican government and destructive of liberty ;

Each House of Congress is made, by the
Constitution, the sole judge of the elections,
returns and qualifications of its menlbers;
but the exclusion of loyal Senators and

properly chosen and qualified,
under the Constitution and laws, js unjust
and revolutionary;

Everv natrlot should frown nnon all these
acta and proceedings everywhere, which can
serve no other purpose than to rekindle the
animosities of war, and the effect of which
upon our moral, social and material Interests
at home, and upon our standing abroad, dif--

lermrr onrr in ueirree. is miunous like want
self:

The purpose of the war having been to
preserve the Union and the Constitution bv
putting down the rebellion, and the rebellion
havrar been suenressed. all resistance to the
authority of tho General Government being
at an ena, ana toe war navmg ceased, war
measures should also cease, and should be
followed by measures of peaceful administra
tion, so mat union, narmony ana concord
may do encouraged, ana Industry, commerce,
and the arts of peace revived and promoted;
and the earlv restoration of all the States to
the exercise of their constitutional powers in
the National Government is indispensably
necessary to the strength and the defence of
ins nepuDiic, ana to tse maintenance oi tne
puDiio credit:

AU such electors in the thirty-si- States
tnd nine Territories of the United States, and
in the District of Columbia, who in a spirit
of patriotism and love for the Union, can rise
above personal and sectional considerations,
and who desire to see a truly National Union
Convention, which shall represent all the
States and Territories of tho Union, assem-
ble, as friends and brothers, under the nation-
al flag, to hold counsel together upon the state
of the Union, and to take measures to avert
possible danger from the same, aro speedily
requested to take part in the choico of such
delegates, .

But no delegate will take a seat in such
Convention who does not loyally accept the
national situation and cordially endorse the
principles above set forth, and who is not at
Uched, in true alleiriance.t to the Constitu
tion, the Union, ana the Government of the
united states.
