nating for Congress men in faror of adnut-- 'ting the southern States to representation.,, Our informant specified no particular dis--

J tricta; and tlie Tribune denies the truth of
i.tbi statement. Wc can onlv sav. it it is not

true, those who desire the success of the He
publican party, among whom wc suppose the
Tribune to be prominent, hare a right to be
much alarmed.

The immediate admission of all the States.
to representation is the one question now
before tho country; and all prudent, wise
Republicans, all men of every party who de
sire tbe good of the country and tan see
wuai is immeuiaiciy necessary to produce
this good, will unite to send to Congress
only men who will vote for the immediate
admission of delegates from all the States.

If it is a fact tbat tbe Hepublican conten
tions will not nominate such men, so much
the worse for the Hepublican party, for it will
be deserted by the mass of the people, by all
who are capable of forming a sober judgment
upon the immediate necessities of the coun-
try. It begins to be evident to all men not
carried away by their passions, that the Re-
publican leaders in Congress prorcd them-
selves incapable or even making a consistent
plan or policy of restoration. 'I heir projects,
mixed, incongruous, absurd, hare not the
merit of de6mtcly settling any question in-

volved in tho restoration of the States. They
do not even please or satisfy themselves.
Tho leading and controlling minds among
the Republicans pretend to be above all, in
favor of universal or impartial suffrage, but
their own Constitutional Amendment sajs
nothing about extending the sullrage; not
imly that, the Congress which could pais a
FreCdmen's Uureau bill over the President's
veto, and which continually talked about the
rights and privileges of tho colored Union-
ists, would not pass a bill conferring suffrage
on the blacks of the District of Columbia,
and establishing impartial sufTrage there.

AVherever tho Republicans put in nomina-
tion for Congress a candidate opposed to the
immediate admission of all the .Stales to
Congress, the Democrats will, if they are
wise, and really have the interest or the

'country at heart, nominate a candidate from
the "War Democrats." Such a candidate
will be acceptable to the best part of the
Republican voters; and in this way a major-
ity determined on right action can without
doubt be obtained.

The Republican leaders are making despe-
rate efforts to carry the election by mere
forco of excitement, and by most unworthy
and inconsistent appeals to the passions of
