A resolution was offered that the Commit-
tee on the Noprecousjrucied Btates shall
muke their report, which shall be printed for
the information of the country, but that
action in the Convention on that report ahall
be confined to the delegutes from the non-
reconstructed States,

Ihe above was adopted, and the Conven-
tion wdjourned Ul ten o'clock next mornlng.
