From the limited
appropriations which hit ben mad com progress
bu been effected towards restoration at Norfolk
The destruction at this yard waa not so thorough
and eon plate uat Pensaeola.

The yard at Norfolk Is, In a national point of
tlew, one of the most Important, u well u one of
the boat located, la Ua Oalted Statea. It le Ua

nly loathera yard on Ua Atlantlo eout, is access
alble In all seasons, has one of tho best barbora in
tha country, and Is, In erery respect, farorably
Situated, with many natural adrantagae for a natal
establishment. There Is at this yard a permanent
drt'doek which, under all th disadvantages that
bata existed, has been of Immense service to the
Goternment in the repair and refitment of tassels,
without the delay and additional expense that
would bata been incurred la sending then furtber
North. Sine the termination of the war, most of
tba machinery wnlcn belonged tnere bas been re.
covered, and portions of It pot In operation. But
In order that this yard may be placed in proper
working condilion.at all comparable with Ua former
state of efficiency, and adequate to the future wants
of the serrloe, much yet remains to ba done.

The yards at Norfolk and at Pamacola ara as es-

sential to the naty and th country u elthsr of the
yards at th North, and In Ua a tent of a foreign
war we could better dispense with one of the yards
norU of tha Chesapeake than with either of these.
Our possession of Uem dosing the late conflict, even
In their dilapidated condition, wu of great talua
to Ue JJnlon cauie After their recovery tha res.
eels oomposng tha seteral blockading squadrons
wara not detached and sent North for ordinirr re- -

pairs, with loss of aertlc, during their absence, of
tassels ana crews, out were reiunea on ueir sta-
tions. Tba repairs thus effected were made wltbont
many of the required facilities, but, notwithstand-
ing groat dlsadtan tags,eoniI4eKblaetlBg ensued
to th Goternment, and Ue blpok4t W Uereb
made mora efficient.

The suppression o! the rebellion and th re estab.
llshment of Uat peace and unity which constitute
us one country and one people, make It a duty to
restore these national establishments to thelrformsr
efficient condition. In ao far as there was reuon
during the rebellion for refusing tn do this because
Insurrection prerailad la Ue regftrbor Ue yards
ara situated, that reuon no longer exists True,
tba expenditures will be made In States which ware
U rebellion, but the rebellion bu passed bway, the
States ara parts of the Union, and the establish-
ments whIoh to ba renotatad are national in their
character, and of general interest to all Upon tha
Pensaoola yard, even In Its present rntnous state.
We must depend for repairs and supplies for any
squadron we may employ to guard tba ocean outlet
of the great central taller of the Union, and of our
whole cout bordering oa tha Gulf. To neglect to

that yard In proper condition would be to negfiut Iowa, Illinois, and tha Statu North, u well u
Louisiana and Mississippi.

In tha eent of a foreign war with tha great ma
rltime Powers, our country would labor under se-

rious dlsadrantagas were wa without a navy-yar-

or natal station in tha Gulf. A narai force of
steamers and all fighting tesieU must hereafter
ba steamers could not be maintained In tha Gulf
without frequent repairs and supplies. With no
naty-yar- In the Gulf, Ua disabled vessels would
necessarily be withdrawn from their station and
compelled to prooeed to a Northern yard for refit-

ment. Besides the perils Incident to a toyage under
these circumstances, with an enemy on tbo coast,
tba servlees of the officers and crews, u well as of
tha te ssel Itself, would ba lost during tha time she
might ba absent lo golag to and retaining from a
Northern yard. The rebels and tha wuta of war
hate devastated the Norfolk and Pensaeola yards,
but the best Interest of tho service, and the obliga-
tions of tha Government, an net less imperative,
now, when peace and onion are restored, to place
them In proper condition. It la to be hoped, there-
fore, that liberal appropriations will be made for that
purpose.

In consequence of the failure of the donate to
act on th bill wbtch pused the House of Repre
eentatlvM for the acceptance of League Island for
naral purposes, the Government remains without a
depot or station for oar Iron and armored naval
vessels. Most of them hate baaa permitted to re-

main In tbe buk channel at League Island, where
they wer placed after Ue close of the war, u tbe
bett and most available location for their security
and preservation. It Is desirable that tb bill for
tbe acceptance of League Island, which has been
unfortunately delayed in Its passage through tbe
Senate, should reoeire the early action of that body,
that tha necessary appropriation may be made for
deepening tbe channel, preparing suitable docks,
and making other necessary arrangements, at an
early period, for tbe proper care and protection of
tbe large number of costly vessels which are there
In a precarious condition, and from which they are
liable at any time to b warned away by the pro- -

of Iron, It is eisentlal that they should be laid up

This (abor was much facilitated by consultations
wai en aaa previously taken place with most or toe
offleers of the hlrheit rank In the service who wer
on th active list, and under whom nearly erery
officer had sorted daring tb war. Bat tb re-

quirement, "that the lncreue In the grades author-
ised by tbla ut shall ba made by selection from tbe
graa nexi dciow, oi oncers wno nare re oa area tne
most effiolent and faithful serrloe during the recent
war, and who possess the highest professional quali-
fications and attainments," could soareely ba ex-

pected, under any circumstances, to be carried Into
effect without causing some disappointment. By
tbe act of January 2t, 1805, an advance, "not ex-

ceeding thirty members, In rank for harlog exhib-
ited eminent and conspicuous conduct In battle, or
extraordinary heroism," wu authorised. In the
selections for promotion tbe tests prescribed bt
Congress controlled when the qualifications tn other
respects wero unexceptionable, many oncers
afloat had no battle record, others possessing high
qualifications, but, occupied in other duties, had
unfortunately been la no position to render actual
fighting servloe during the recent war. Som few
hat necessarily been superseded by their mon
fortunate Juniors, whose record being In all re-

spects .meritorious, tbey were selected for promo-
tion under fan or both of th tests which Con-

grats adopted.
But for tha war no such law would hare been

enacted, and the great object of tbe law was th
recognition of war services. Government tery
justly rtcognlie and reward oourage and success.
The acta of 1805 and 1800 gave preference for pro-
motion or advancement to tboae meritorious off-

icers who bad distinguished themselves by their he-

roic qualities and achievements over those who
were not endowed with those qualities, or who bad
been ao unfortunate aato have no battle record.

Where all bad done so well It wu a delicate and
embarrassing duty to discriminate and select for
promotion. No body of men ever acquitted them
selves with mon honor than the gallant officers of
Ue navy during the late war, and It is a gratifica-
tion to know that while some bare reeeired higher
honors than 'others, yet overt one on tbe active
list who faithfully discharged Ma duty bas, by tbe
liberal provisions of tbe Government, been ad-
