He then sld, speakin, o&:hin mother, ‘ Had
it not been for me an at coward Weich-
man my mother wonld bolivingnow. Itwas
fear made him speak ; hud be hlm'u tongue
there was no danger for him, il 1 ever
retarn to Afherics and meet him elsewhere,
1 ahall kill him.' 1le then said he was in the
secret service of the South, and Weichman,
who was in some Department there, used to
stenl copiés of the dispatches and forwnrd
ﬂmmmtun and thence 1o Richmond, Speak.
ing of the murder, be said they had scted
vmnder the orders of men who are not yet
known, some of whom are still in New York
und others in London. 1 am sware that
money in sent to him yet from Lomdon.
‘When I left Canads, ho said, ‘1 had but
little umne{. but 1 had s letter for o pm.{ in
London. 1 waain disguise, with dyed bair
and false beard; that party sent me to &
hotel, where he told me to remain until I
would hear from bim. Afer a few weeks he
came and proposed to me togo tofpain, but
I declined, and anked to go to Paris.,

of President Lincoln is impossible. ‘There
ure others behind the curtain who bave to
wake these scoundrels act. 1have also asked
him if he knew Jeferson Davis. He said
not, but that he bad acted under instractions
of persons under his immediato orders. Be
ing asked if Jeff. Davis had anything to do
with "the nssassination he said: 'l am not

oing to tell you.! My impression is that he

rought the order from Richmond, as ho was
in the hahit of going there weekly, He muat
have wished the others to do it, for when the
evont took place he told me be was in New
York, prepared l.uﬂ{\u soon as the deed
was done. He saye he does not regret what
has taken place, snd that be will visit New
York in u year or two, ns there s o heavy
shipping firm there who hwd much to do
with the Bouth, and bo is mrprined that they
have not been suspected.
