convention aa an unlawful assemblage. Tbo an-

swer to this communication wu that the meeting
of the convention, betng peaceable, could not be
suppressed by the Mayor, and that the military au-

thorities would prevent the Interference of the city
authorities

It was suggested by the Lieutenant Oorernor
that the civil effioera nnder the circumstances,
would not Interfere to prevent tha meeting of the
convention; but be proposed that In case a warrant
of arrest were placed In the hands of the sheriff, the
latter, before attempting to execute It, would call
upon the Oeneral, who thereupon would Indorae his
objections, and the matter would at once be sub
mitted to nis excellency toe itesiaeni. This ar-

rangement wu aatlsfactory to both parties
On the same day the Attorney Oeneral and the

Ltaatenant Oorernor telegraphed to the President
to ucertaln whether the proeesa of court for the
arreit of the members of tha convention eoald be
thwarted by the military. The answer wu that
Instead cf obstructing, the military wu expected to
sustain the oourta.

On Sunder. 29th. the municipal and State au
tboritlei called upon tht press to advlie the peopia
aa to tne proper eonauot 10 no neia tne next aay
ao ti to avoid all collision and riot, and the Meyor
tuned a proclamation to the lame effect. The preie
of the city, wun tne exception ot tne raaioai organ,
save wise and salutary ooumeli to the public, lo
viting all ouueoi to avoid congregating about toe
Capitol, and to demean themselves with prudeaoe
aim aiicr-mo-

On the morning of the 30th, the Lieutenant Oor-
ernor called vpon Qen Balrd to communicate to
him the President's dispatch, aod also Inquired
from the Oeneral If be would not bare soma troops
In the vicinity of the hall to preserve peace and
good order. Oen Balrd antwered that appllca.
tlon had been made by members of the conven-
tion for tbat parpoie, and tbat hla reaion for not
complying wu that he did not wish to appear to
Ida with either party, or to uphold the convention.

The auggeition waa then made that to have too
large a police force on that apot might ba construed
as meant to overawe the memben, and that

u olvll authorities did not Intend Interfering
with the convention until Initractlona reoelred
from the Preildent, as above agreed on, It wu not
Improper to have troops to with a small
police force to preserve peace and prevent alt

attempt to bring about a collialon. Tbla sug-
gestion met the approbation of the General, who
then stated that he would give Immediate orden to
bare tbo troopi In readiness

Before the end of tbli Interview It wee again
agreed upon between Gen. Balrd and the Lieuten
ant Oovernor that whatever warrant of emit might
be placed In the handi of the sheriff would be sub-

mitted to blm befure any attempt to hare It exe-
cuted, and that, upon indorsement of the General's
objections, the matter would be referred to the

resident
The Mayor, being Informed of this arrangement,

ent but a small police foroe to the vicinity of the
Halt, and the troopi that were to act In conjunc-
tion with them were eagerly expected.

At noon, Information havlog reached the Lieut.
Governor tbat in the Third district there waa a
commencement of effervescence, and tbat large
numbers of negroes were coming toward Canal
atreet, from above and below, be Immediately sent
a dispatch to the General, conveying thia Intelli-
gence, and urging that the troops be sent without
deley. About one hour afterwards the riot broke
out, ending In the dispersion of the eonreatlon and
tne capture 01 toe rioteri, including sereral mem-
bers of said body.

It Is not oar purpose to arxue the aaeatlon of
foot aa to the actual commencement of the collision,
ana to nx precneiy toe mode and manner in which
It originated We will, however, remark that the
collision wu, In eiery initance, brought aboat by
tne armea moo sustaining ins convention, tsumoe
It to aar that the civil authorities took all the pre
cautions possible to prevent the outbreek, tbat
tney appealed during tnree daya previous to nave
the aid of the military to preserve order at the
place where was to meet the convention, tbat the
authorities, State and municipal, bad come to ao
understanding to act In concert with the military
for that purpose, that the cltliens, no more than
the police, contemplated to prevent the convention
to hold their meeting peaceably, and to adjourn and
disperse unmolestod, and tbat the warrant for their
arrest would have been submitted to the military,
ai agreed upon, although the President's dispatch
to the Lieutenant Governor, and the subsequent
one to the Attorney General, were Imperative tbat
the military mutt initaln and not thwart the
courts

The military authorltlea hare been, for the three
daya prevloua to tbo riot, in constant communica-
tion with the Attorney General, the Lieutenant
Oorernor, nnd the Major, with the view of prevent-
ing the Impending riot Thoie efforta were l,

and could not counteract the efrVota of the
incendiary counsels and appeals of thoie who, for
Inliter purpoies, bad bad in view this very remit,

In order to reap a political barveat
Tbat the civil authorltlea have done their duty In

thia reapect la patent; that more could have been
done by tbem wu Imponlble, aa tbey were not
auowed 10 remore tne cause 01 tne not by taxing
the proper meamrei to prevent the meetlnx of the
convention, and we doubt not a moment tbat the
military commander blmielf will be the flrit to cor-
roborate thcie facts, and to arrest all calumnious
Imputation against the conduct of our people under
these trying ciroumstanees

Ai jegardi the proclamation of martial law, the
least tha can be aald of It Is that It wu Inoppor-
tune, for tho rioting had ceased completely, the
police being master of the situation fhe colored
population, as a body, did not rertlelpate In these
disgraceful eoenes, and freedmecIa the vicinity of
the riot were standing u lookers- - n, without being
molested The cotored mob Injiniion with a Tew
