the accounting officers of tbe Treasury, but
ready to be transmitted to them, and which
we have examined, ae per statement herewith
presented and marked D. amount to t311,T0 so,
mating a sum total of tltlM,T34 St find leaving
a balance to be accounted for of 110,079 7a.

The cash on hand and vouchers paid since thla
Investigation began, and not Included In atate.
ment D, amounted to 10,031 or, and there Is
due the becretary on account of Mb salary
isoo 74. It will thua be seen that he la a credi-
tor to a amall amount, and that no loaaes have
been auatalned by tha Government thiough
hit action. On the contrary, the evidence
taken by the committee completely vindicates
him from such Imputation.

The foregoing general summary of results
exhibits the general condition of the aocount
of the Secretary or the Senate, and compiles
wltb tho demand of the resolution of Instruc-
tion to the committee.

, It appeara that on the 22d of December last
there was an actual deficit in the Secretary's
accounts, adjusted and unadjuated, of 33,4S0.
At that date, upon an Investigation made by
direction of the becretary, th amount of the
deficit was fixed at 25,W0 43, but by subse-
quent corrections reducing the amounftand by
the addition of two Items, which did not ap-
pear upon tbe Secretary's account, but which
wcro shown by the books of the Treasury Dr
prtment, the above total of M,480 wae pre
duced. Certain advances, however, made by
the financial clerk to officers of the Senate,
and the futuro allowance of some other reject-
ed or suspended Items msy possibly reduce
thla amount Vf about $3,000.

To make good the deficit, as soon aa It eame
to hie knowledge, the Secretary or the Senate

and nlaeed Id the Official atfe In hi
office, eubjeet to dlaburaement, tha sum of
$28,000, on the 20th day of December, and on
the loth, 20th, and 22d days of April of the

Mr. Samuel Wagner, of Pennsylvania, be
came financial elerk In the office in April, 1803,
when Mr. Uowcn left, and continued to act
until tho 23d of December, 1807, when he re-
signed and left tbe office.

There can tfe no doubt that he la responsible
for the larger part, If not the whole of the de-

ficit of ttt,48i. He had exclusive control of
ii.a mi.nTi when lha default occurred. He
ao know ledges a misappropriation to his own
ti.a nrtn oqo. aad admlla thathala reaDonalbl
lor WOtiaiir uouuicncj aja.ia.vt tuu wain vi
ma iviiiuauua.

Mr. Wagner repeats to the eomalttea under
oath. the. tatemrnt made by htm when the
defleiencT.WM iliawavrUn December It la,
In brief, that, being lodeWed to a Mr. Ulagden
la tha Bumf aafiyOOO. and beiaK called upon
udtteAlirforpavmeqtrhe took that sum from
b eofinngnt fund of the senate, (In the safe

under niscnargejana appucu iiupon mouiui.
Deyond the atatement of Mr. Wagner a to his
misappropriation of the $20,000, the committee
are uobdio to ascertain wnai orcamv oi too
money covered by or locluded In tbe deficit,
unless the email ifema of adtancea and rejected
orauapended Items before referred to ahould
pe taarn into account.

As these would probably amount to only
about $3,ooo. there remains $12,000 wholly un-

accounted for. There la no evidence which
points to any one except to the financial clerk
ae responsible for Ita loss or abstraction. He
dlaavowa all knowledge at to this part of the
deficiency, though not hit reaponalblllty there-
for. Uut thla queatlon la one of Intereat to the
secretary, rather than to tho Oovernment. The
aecretarv Incurs the lose, and muat bear It
without remedy, unices he shall be reimbursed
by the transfers of property made to him by
his subordinate. In any event, there can bo
no lots to ine a rcaaury.
