means this debt can bo paid, and the credit of
the city re stored! to what it was before It was
placed under the control of men reeklcis of
the expenditure of its revenue, who Appear
to have administered the affairs of the. Corpo-
ration In the latereit of themiblres and a
horde of cormorants and speculator by whom
they were surrounded, I recommend that ap-
plication be made to Congress for authority
to Issue bonds In denominations of 50, 8100,

500, and t,000, with Interest at six percent,
per annum, payable semi annually, for the
sun of or so much thsreof as may be
necessary to pay th debt existing oa the 30th
instant, payable In ten yeari from date, or
sooncX) If the Corporation deilroa , the re-
demption of said bonds to be provided for by a
sinking fund, to be set apart annutlly for thAt
purpose from the regular revenues of the city,
such bonds to be used only for the extinguish-
ment of sild debt. These bonds, it Is believed,
would be readily taken by the creditors of the
Corporation in payment of their demands,
and thon the city would be able to commence
anew, unembarrAijed by Importunate credi-
tors, and to conduct Its affairs on the prlnolple
of "pay as you go," the only safe and prudent
course for this or Any other Corporation to
pursue.

In a future communication It Is my expecta
tion to lurman you wita a detailed statement
of tho anticipated revenue of tho eltv from
Alt sources, as welt as the rsrlous sums re- -
cjuirea to be expended for, different object
during th year. Thus far I have been unabl
to obtain information on which tobnaen re
liable statement la regard to these matters.

The school system In thlsolty.ln my opin-
ion, eould bo vastly Improved ty placing tne
same under the control of a board of educa-
tion, and providing fur at least two competent
superintendents to examine into the rtuallf.es-lion- s

and to oversee, supervise, and direct the
teachers In the discipline, managome'nt, course
of studies, and details of the schoolrooms
Somo have advocated the mixing of white and
oolored children In the same school ( but my
experience ana observation sttlsfy me that It
is at present Impracticable The colored
people are opposed to It, and so strong Is the
prejudice of many of our wh to elt tens that
they would prefer their children to remain In
Ignorance rather than send fiemtoa school
wbere children of color are nermltled to at
tend Thus on class of children would be de
prived of an edueatlon, which more than Any-
thing else serves lathe end to soften And de-
troy the unnatural prejudloii against oolor

that has been engendered by the Institution of
slavery,

At present, therefore, 1 would alvliesepa
rsto schools for each class.

The support of these schools Is a heavy
burthen oo our people, a Urge portion of
wnionsnoma be borne by the United states
It is estimated that not more than two fifths
of the children now living In the city (all of
wnomsnouta ft are an opportunity to attend
public schools) belong to families nermanentlr
residing here. The remainder are children of
such as are officers of the Oeneraiaovcruroent,
or those whom the fortunes of the late war
brought here, none of whom own property or
pay taxes Into the city treasury. It Is not
Mr that we should be (axed to educate their
children, and I am satisfied that with a proper
representation and application to Congress
for eld In this direction, we will be successful,
particularly as tms city has never received
any assistance from that quarter, while all the
States have been recipients of Its bounty for
eubcauonti purposes I recommend that sd
plication to Congress be made for an appro
priation equal e sum required to
support our schools, ooudltloncd on the rait
ing ot tne same amount by tho city authorities
for tho same purpose.

Attention Is requested to the school house
in oourseof erection at the corner of Thir-
teenth and K streets The work has pro-
gressed so far that It can hardly be stopped at
this time vlthout Injury to the walls and
other portions of the structure, and yet the
Corporation Is without funds, aid there Is due
the contractor about 1)0,000, which he claims
and Is much In need of. Of course this and
other similar Indebtedness can only bo paid as
funds arc oolleeted by the Corporation, and the
question Is submitted for your consideration
whether, uuder the circumstances, the work
shall go on until th building Is under roof,

nd thus secured from damage, or stop and
wait till means are collected to pay for what
has been done, and then put it In condition to
be occupied.

The policy of erecting suoh a building,
wbloh, with the ground aud furniture, will
cost nearly 200,000, was, In my opUlon, ques
tlonablc. While other portions of the city
are destitute of school bulldlniis, and there
was scarcely money enough to pay the neces
sary teachers, tho revenues for school pur-
poses for nearly two yews should net cr hate
been absorbed to build a single house which
at best will not accommodate one tenth of the
children of the olty Qood, substantial school
bouses could have been built in every ward
for less than the oost of this, Now we build
one, and all other parts of the olty are des-
titute) I

Attention U tailed to tho filthy coadlllon of
the streets And Alleys, and the necessity for
taking immediate steps to improve them as a
sanitary measure. Unless that be done, dis
eases and pestilence will overtake us as ccr
lain aa oaus produces effect. The. total ab
one of means to defray een tho incidental

expenses attendant upon the execution of the
laws of the Corporation prevents me from at-

tempting to employ a force sufUoient to per
form tnis necessary woric without authority
from the Councils, I Am unwilling to Increase
the Indebtedness of th city, and put a further
strain upon 1U credit uotll there has been
some provision mad for meeting the entire
demand. No delay can be a Horded In rcg ird
to this matter, and I trust the Councils will
not adjourn thlseveulng without indicating

X Invite your senoof consideration to tha
subject of th canal, many proposition for
tho Improvement of which have been made
and discussed, both lo the Council and In
Congress. In my opinion, It Is worthless ae a
means of transportation, and so long as It re
mains ppea.lt, wfli,b a plague spot and a
mean ot engenqeringuisoase an over ine city,,
tsperlease has proved clearly that It cannot
be! kept clean la lta present condition. After
All the expense Incurred to renovete and
cleanse It, It Is there,bearlug ample testimony
to All sensible minds that It Is a festering

sending forth from Its beds of filth and
scum Its messengers of death to our popula-
tion, X ean see no other way to dispose of It
than to contract Its width to, say twenty feet;
arch and cover It so that it may serre the
purpose of a sewer fer the city, and an outlet
for the water of the Tiber. Uf a bulkhead at
Seventeenth street, and by paving or planking
the bottom of the arch. It could be dally
cleansed by a Hood of water pouring through
It from end to end, aad thus the nuisance will
bo abated.

It may be said that this would require a
large outlay of money, but, in answer to that,
It Is safe to Assume that tho reclaimed ground
would sell for much mora than tho oot of the
work, to say nothing of the advantages that
woult result from the abatement of the nui
sance.

I have thrown out those crude suggestions
for the consideration of the Councils If they
prefer And shall agree upon any other feasible
plan of disposing of this troublesome matter, I
shall be glad to with them lo the
undertaking. Until a system of sewerage And
drainage be Introdused and carried out such
as tho Unsocial condition of the city will not
admit of our undertaking for several years to
come we must use this channel for that pur-
pose ( but the time wilt arrive when it will be
necessary only for drainage and for an outlet,
as before stated, of the Tiber.

Py the charter of the street railroads In tho
city, th companies are required to keep the
tracks, the spaces between the tracks, and for
two feet outside the outer rails, well jjevid
and In good order.

As this Is a grievance of which our citizens
Justly complain, I hare deemed It my duty to
call your attentloa to It, nod ask suoh action
la tha premises as In your Judgment the ease
requires At the same time I would suggest
that these corporations should not be allowed
any special privileges from the city authorities
beyond those derived from their charters

X recommend the abrogation or repeal of all
laws of the corporation requiring that work
on any of the streets or sewers shall be done
by contract Unler the system of contrscti,
as it Msbecu carried out, tho olty has been
robbed of hundreds of thousands of dollars
Jobs that would disgrace any city or people
have been passed and paid for as completed,
according to the requirements of thecontracts,
when In not a slagte feature hava the contracts
been compiled with. Street ptvements and
sidewalks have been laid In mud, when the
contractors were required to lay them In nine
(o twelve Inches of sand or gravel, thus receiv-
ing pay for removing earth they never touched,
and for using sand thoy never siw. Indeed, It
is a common remark that no one has seen for
years a Job done for tho corporation according
to the terms of tbo contract The consequence
has been that our pavements have, fad to be
lelald nearly every year. Our sldclkt have
bciomo quagmires after every hear) rain and
when the frost is coming out of tho ground in
the spring; our sewers hare burst and tumbled
In, carrying with them men, teams, and car-

riages, Involving tho city In litigation, dam-

ages and costs Tho streets "gravelled" with
mud. (as they have been In most eases,) hat o

been. cut up Into gutters, requiring constant
repairs The materials used havo beeu of tho
meanest and lesstvaluabla kind possible to be
prooured) la fact, everything fiat could be has
been done to swindle the tax payers, and fill
the pocketf of tho contractors and their ateLta
and abet ton.

Such Is the natural result of the system,
suoh the demoralisation that is sure to follow
In Its train. To prevent It I would have all
work of the kind performed by men hired by
the day or week, who should bo placed under
the charge of commissioners for each wartf, to
be elected by the Councils and Mayor In Jolut
convention, and tho whole work to be con-

trolled by two competent engineers and super-
intendents of streets nn 1 sewers, to be chosen
In the same manner, and to be removable, as
other offloers now are, at tho pleasure of tho
Mayor Uy this mean employment end
prompt pay will bo given, and the bene-
fits of corporation labor bo distributed allko
to all classes, regardless of raoe or color.
Nor wilt laboring men bo subject to bo de-

frauded of their earnings by dishonest con-

tractors.
The great width of our streets operates aa a

drawback on our ability to pave and keep
them In good repair. The roadways in all of
them Is, In my opinion, unnecessarily wide, and
they could be contracted from fifteen to twen
ty feet without inconvenience and with very
little expense, by setting curbstones further
Into the street, and using the spac between
the pat ement line nnd the curbstone to set for
a grass plat nud for pi ant lug trees This is
being done in many Northern cltlea, and I am
satisfied It eould be done here with advantage
to the streets, with eoonomy, and attho same
time It would add greatly to the health and
beauty of tho city, I recommend, in all oases
where streets are tobepavod In future), that
authority bo given to contract tho width of
the same as Indicated.

The practice of putting down gas and water
mains in the middle of the streets Is, lu my
opinion, very objectionable It Involve the
necessity of opening the street to tap tho
mains or repair the service pipes, as well as a
large expense for exoavatingthe trench and
the necessary length of pipe to reach from, tho
footwalk to tbo centre of tho street, All this
can be avoided by lay tog males of oa h alt the
capacity of those required to furnish a empply
to both aides of the street near the ourbatou
on each side, which can roadUy b reached by
theoccupints of thebulldings without cutting
Into the street, thus s a vine the cost of excava
tion and from thirty to forty feet of ptyo to
each ludivilual. llesidea, tho stroets could
then bo easily kept lu good condition, nad not
bo subject to wo, trenched every few feet by
thoio wishing lo Up tho niAius or rcpfif Us

If proper efforts
wrremaaeuie ranroao onstrUetions eould be
removed and an appropriation secured from
Congress to grade and gravel North Capitol
street from the Caj ttol to the boundary of
tbo city

The difficult) of access from the Capitol to
the Government Printing Office, especially In
winter, when all the travel between the two
places Is necessarily through New Jerseyave-nu- e

and H street wilt ben sufficient pica to
cause favorable action by Congress In this
matter As I understand It, the wide streets
leading directly from the Capitol, East Capi-
tol and bouth Capitol streets, are under the
Jurisdiction of the United States, and are to be
graded by the Government. Appropriations
haVe already been made by Congress for gra
ding East Capitol street, and surely it Is quite
as neoessary to havo North Capitol street
opened for travel at this time as that running
cast from the Capitol Indecd.there are many
considerations in fittorof the former that do
not exist In regard to the latter.

It may not bo Improper now for me to refer
to recent events that havo transpired In thla
city.

While we may congratulate oursehes that
by a prompt nnd honest course we hate been
cuablcd to maintain the rights fairly accorded
to us bj the people in the late election, It la
only due to an upright and conscientious pub

tion can cure evils that haic become almost
ohronto within a short leriod of time, es
pcclally obstructed as I have been, and thoso
who co operate with me, by a bitter and un-

ceasing opposition. Hut entering upon my
duties with a sincere desire to promote tho
general welfaro and to prosene the public
peace, I am not without hope that even those
u ho have allowed themselves to be misled by
prejudice or part) will finally see that It is
their true Interest to sustain the new admin-
istration in all the efforts it Is resolved to make
for the geueral Improvement and progress of
theelty.
