approred by tbe Secretary of the Interior; In

on aooount ot u oral roes of tbs sales of their
lands la 1857.

All ntcaiiary arrangements contemplated

In this treatr. in regard to tbe transfer of In
reited funds from on tribe to another, or tbe
dieposal of securities belonging to one tribe In
favor cf another, or capitalisation or annul
ties and other fundi, where tbe same are or
may be In tba hands or tbe government, shall
be made by tbe Secretary or tbe Interior in
