mander Queen, to Baena Ventura to Inves-

tigate tho Insult to our consular flag and Im-

prisonment of tbo Untted 8tates consul, Mr.
James M. Eder. The Tuscarora arrived off
Baena Ventura, Columbia, early la March,
and took measures to Investigate the cose.
Mr Eder had been released from prison,
and was again In full enjormeotof his ofllco.

The difficulty In which Mr. Eder was In-

volved wa this i Having, In December last,
some private business to attend to in Palmira,
to which place ho proceeded, an attempt was
mado to assassinate blm la one of the streets
by a person who had formerly stolen some
articles from him. During the affray Mr.
Eder struck the man a blow, causing him to
fall and strlko his head agatnst the stones,
from the effects of which he died. Mr. E.
was arrested and Imprisoned, aud In about
ten days wa released and the case dismissed.
Ou New Year's day, while receiving his
friends, tho consular flag was torn down,
dragged through the streets, stamped upon
and ultimately torn to pieces. The Governor
and many citizens expressed great indigna-
tion at the outrage, saying tbo act w as that
of an lu toxica tod Individual. The i mb sus-

tained tbo outrage and defied the authorities,
and the Superior Court reversed tho decision
of the circuit judge lu Palmira, and Mr.
Eder had to undergo a Jury trial. Tho case
was again dismissed.

Prior totho arrival of tbo Tuscarora, Mr.
Eder had communicated all the facts to the
United States Minister at Bogota, and the
whole matter was In tho course of adjust-
ment, and assurances bad been mado by tho
Secretary or Foreign Affairs that ample sat-
isfaction should be mado for tho Insult to
the flag. Under these circumstances Com-
mander Queen very judiciously decided to
make no demands for redress, leaving tho
caso lu the hands of tho United States Min-
ister to be settled In tho customary manner.

Tho prominent men and officials of Pal-

mira and tbo surrounding country deplored
tho outrage, and expressed much sympathy
for the United States consul. The Tusca-
rora left Bueua Ventura, March Ith, nod
reached Callao on tho Uih.
