iMronTANT Commercial Regulations.
Hon. John Lynch, of Maine, whose constitu
ents arc largely interested In trade with Cuba,
yesterday succeeded In procuring from tho
GoVeroment n satisfactory arrangement of
tha question of tonnage duties between this
country and the Spanish colonial ports In tho
West Indies. Under a conditional Bpanlsh
decreo of June, 1868, foreign vessels arriving
In these ports were placed on the samo foot-

ing as regards tonnage dues as Spanish mer-
chants were, provided their several Govern-
ments placed Spanish vessels npon tho same
footing with their own In tholr respective
ports. This decree applied at once to tho
vessels of Great Britain, France, North Ger-

many, Sweden, Norway, and Denmark, but
the vessels arriving In Cuban ports from tho
United States alone have been subjected to a
dUcrlrninaUog tonnage duty of one dollar
per ton. To remedy this, Congress paiied,
In March last, a conditional law admitting
Spanish vessels on the samo footing as our
vessels weroadmlUedlnSpanlshports. This
act? and the Spanish decree, however, each
mado It obligatory on tho other to act, and
Mr. Lynch having explained the case to Sec-

retary Boutwell, he has Issued a circular
letter to collectors, Instructing them to admit
the Spanish vessels on the same footing with
American vessels. This tho Secretary of
State will communtcato to the Spanish Gov-

ernment and tho tonnage duties on onr ves-
sels arriving In Cuba will ba reduced from

2.33 to $1.63.

Somo of tho wires bilneen Washington
and New York were also worked In the same
way, and Mr. Marcau, tho chief operator of
tho day force, succeeded In an Interesting
experiment, vizi the substitution of a return
wlro for tho ordinary ground circuit, upon
which the same phenomena were observable
as when the ends of the wire were connected
with tho earth Tho Interruptions continued
until between 0 aud 7 o'clock, when they en-

tirely ceasod, and during tho night tho u Ires
worked as finely as ever.

There aro several questions which will
suggest themselves to tho tavan In regard to
these dcmouitratlous, among others whether
tho mountains oxer which the two lines most
effected pits had any Influence- la Inducing
an excessive auroral current to pass. Tbe
Philadelphia and Pittsburg lino was tho flret
to discover that the auroral current could be
used In transmlttlngmcssagcs, and has upon
all occasions of Its presence had more than
au average of these favors.

The Lynchburg line has been more re
cently constructed and there has not been so
careful au observation made of these de-

monstrations upon it, Another question
which wilt no doubt receive attention li,
whether there was any connection between
the thuudcr storm of last evculng and tbe
cessation of the auroral exhibition.

It Is possible that a scries of careful ob
servations upon the telegraph wires may
lead to a satisfactory solution of the nature
of tho auroral phenomenon.

John A. JturUtti, Secretary of
War Slrt The 2d section of the act of
March 1st, ltttf), entitled "An act to amend
the act of April 10th, I860, for establishing

With regard to tho latter branch of this
question, It Is very clear that If the officers
referred to were not nominated for the
brevet promotion bv reason of "dlstln cubbed
conduct and public service In the presence of
tbo enemy," they cannot now be commis-
sioned by brevet. The clrcumstanco that
their nominations wero pending before tho
Senate prior to tbs date of the net docs not
relievo them of Its operation. These uomt
nations were not appointments. To comil
tuto the latter required the Issue of com mis
slons In pursuance of the previous nomlna
tlons after confirmation thereof by the Sen
ate, but the authority to commission in these
cases was, it appears, swept away by the
statute e en before sneh confirmation was
made.

It nonld seem, however, that the other
nominations mentioned, which wire intds
and confirmed for meritorious service lu re- -
ritit antrnrramnta wlitt Ilia Truilnna. rtrn
within the act. and that, conilstcntty with
Its provision, brevet commissions may be
Issued to the officers designated therein. The
only point which snggeits Itself In connec-
tion with this branch of the subject Is,
whether promotion made during Indian hos-

tilities may be viewed ns conferred "In time
or war," wlthlu the meaning of the law.
That Indian tribes aro capable of maintain
Ing relations of peace and war with the Uni-

ted 8tatLS is recoirnlzod In numerous treaties
made with tncmt and accordingly where
hostilities break out between any of those
tribes and the Government, a state of war
may with propriety bo said to exist. In-

deed such hostilities have been so described
by the Legislatures.

Thus the act of April 20. ISIS, (3 stat. p.
45) made provision for the iay of militia
called lutoservlcs "In prosecuting tho war
with the Seminole tribe of Indians," so that
brevet promotions mado during the exist-
ence of Indian hostilities for distinguished
services In the presence of the enemy, are to
be deemed as mado In time of war within
tho meaulngof tho statute.
