of the proprietors, and ten for public pur-
poses. Tho lotswero all fenced with

sycamores and poplars, and about ten
acres of each planted with vines.

At present there are over 1,000,000 vines
rowing In this village, most of which are In
oaring, having yielded already over 100,000

gallons or wine and about 10,000 gallons of
Besides these there are over 10,000

fruit trees or various kinds In a flourishing
condition. Erery ono of the fifty lots con-
tains a comfortable homestead, and the vil-
lage has a population or about 400, with a
good public school, several stores and a post
ofilco. Each of these lots Is worth at thepresent tlmo fully 110,000, and Is continually
Increasing tn value.

The history or Anaheim demonstrates tho
advantage of settlements by colonics. Had
each of the fifty original settlers of this vil-
lage located by himself, cut off from thn n.
couraglng sympathy and mutual counsel of
congenial neighbors. It Is doubtful whether
success would have crowned the efforts of
ono fourth of their numbcri but adopting the
wiuuj ,'mu miij uuvu lu iwbiio jears ad-
vanced to a condition not only of comfort
but of comparative wealth.
