At BlngbamptOD, New York, bnslness
Arm baTe erected a fountain (ot tbo benefit

of the public at their own expense, for
whlcb act of generous consideration the
business men of that city roted them a card
of thanks, drinking their health In rainy a
bumper of nature's Inexhaustible beverage.
The citizens of Albany rejoice oxer the ac-

quisition of two of these ornamontal and
useful Institutions, the gift of an enterpris-
ing lndlTldns.1. Boston has always Insisted
upon the bsneflts of the "tochltuate,
which freely flows in all parts of tint city,
and Chicago It crying out, so to speak, for

letter convenience, to quench the thirst of
her temperance population. The Sous of
Temperance at Utlca hare, at their own
expense, supplied the thoroughfares of that
city with a useful symbol of their Order, and
these practical results of the zsal of cold
water advocates are springing up every-
where except In Washington.

While commending tho generosity of
those elsewhere who have subatant'illy
evinced their careful regard for tbo welfare
of mankind, we are glad to say that Messrs.
rhIJp A Solomons intend placing a drinking
fountain in the front of their new sturo on
the Avenue, and wo respectfully suggest to
the merchants of our city that they can ad.
vertlse their business In no better way (ex
ceptlng through the columns of the Kb

rcnuciT) than la showing their enterprise
by erecting suitable public drinking foun-
tains wherever they are most needed.

The Philadelphia DaUctlve Force.
In view of the charges preferred against

the detectives of a number of Northern
cities, Including Philadelphia, the Mayor of
the latter place has Issued an order declar
ing the detective department to bo a part of
the police forco of the city of Philadelphia,
and subject to the orders of the chief of po
lice. No person arrested is ever to be dis
charged except by order of tho Major or
committing magistrate, nor shall the cus
tody of any prisoner be changed unless by
their order or that of tho chief of police.

No rewards or gratuities whatever,
whether of money or other valaablce, shall
be received by any officer, except by express
.cnnlsslon of the Mayor, and all tenders of
rewards and gratuities shall bo promptly re-

ported to the Mayor.
All stolen and other property recovered

shall bo returned as speedily as practicable
to the proper owners, except where, by law,
the same is to be delivered to the clerk of
the Courts of Oyer and Terminer and
Quarter Session the same In all cases to be
done only by the chief of police, a receipt
therefor to be taken In a book to be kept for
that purpose.

iThese orders strictly enforced, will have
the effect, it is believed, of preventing much
of the connivance of detective officers at the
escape of criminals a practice that has
been carried to entirely too great lengths In
most of tho cities of tho Union. The de
tective system has In fact been most shame
fully abased by unscrupulous men n ho hare
got into tho service t erywht re.

so successful la his new career that In a
short time the country w as almost entire! t
cleared of tho robber bands. Ho was then
tried in a cull court for his former offences,
and was sentcuceJ, together with his band,
to eighteen years hard labor. As soon.
however, as it became known that he was In
prison, the brlcands airalu becan to show
themselves, and their depredations have now
uecomo so lormmauie mat tne government
has decided to liberate Skundrlch, and em-
ploy him as before, In tho pursuit of his for-
mer comrades."
