Now
be has been convinced of tho Insecurity of
mo guaraing mo uovernmem
funds and tho necessity of promptly adopt-
ing the latest Improvements to protect the
Treasury from robbery. Tbo fact that the
building Is thoroughly guarded under such
circumstances docs not. In his estimation.
afford sufficient protection. No ono could
bo more deeply Interested In tbo suppression
of counterfeiting than ho Is, while at tbo
same tlmo be feeTs bound to do everything In
his power to thwart tho efforts of burelars
If tho locks adopted by the Government and
In general use throughout tho country are
not burglar-proo- tbo country should know
It) and the soouer tbo evil Is remedied, the
better for all concerned. Mr. Sargent would
have fulfilled bis promise sooner, but a dis-

astrous flro some months slnco nearly ruined
him financially, and bis time slnco then has
not been his own. IIo came to Washington
from a sense of duty, and whatever may bo
his Interest In tho matter, bo has rroved con-
clusively that a lock so complicated iu its
movements that canuot bo blown open or
reached by tho finest tools can bo Invariably
opened by another who knows nothing of tho
combination upon which It Is set save that
which the lock can be made to reveal Itself.

Nor Is tho Government tho only Interested
party. There are thousands of bank vaults
and safes all over tho country as liable to be
opened as tho safu of the Ocean Bank or tho
National Bank at LambortYllle, N. J. It Is
only two months slnco tho vault doors of this
bank wcro opened as tho safo was at tbo
Treasury Department ou Saturday. What
uumber of robberies bare been committed lu
tho same raanuer no one can tell. It Is evi-

dent wo need Immediately a reliable combi-
nation lock one that cannot bo opened, al
least with tbo facility and caso that those
can now In general use.

In conclusion wo must stato that Dodd'a
Eureka combination lock has, until the pres-

ent time, been considered tho best lock In
use. It fairly earned tho reputation It

and undoubtedly possessed merits not
excelled by any known.
