Yesterday, afternoon a meeting of the
commute of cllUeni charged with

the bill for the promoted chaoge of
government for the District wae held at the
office of Meuri. S. P. Brown A Son. Messrs.
"William B. Huntington, Thomas L. Tnllock
and General A. Grant took part with the
committee. There were present by lactat-

ion the following colored cltlisnsi Messrs.
Alfred Jones, Anthony Dowen,l)avldTleher,
Jsrome Johnson, Bldney Herbert, Robert
llalton, Andrew Freeman. Alfred Day, John
Brown, John Thomu Johnson, Geo. Coek
ley, William Darker, Lewie Blmpeon, and
Benjamin McCoy

The meeting wae called to order by Mr. S.
T. Brown, who slated that those present had
been lnUad to attend for the purpose of con
ferrlng together ae to the mtrlti of the bill
to provide a territorial gorsrnracnt for the
DUtrlct.

On notion of Mr. Ilatton, Colonel James
A. Magruder wae chosen secretary.

Mr. Magntder addressed the colored men
present, laying that It was desirable that
they should understand the proposition
thoroughly, la order that they could explain
It to their people. lie referred to the great
difficulties under which the District, with
lu mnltitnde of trorernments. labored The
members of Congress, although willing to
oo wnai taey could oia not nave tne ume
to look after the Interests of the community.
By the bill as prepared by the com mlttee the
suffrages of the people were laoreaeed, and
a delegate to Congress was provided, so that
the wants of the masses could be made
known. The Idea of appointing the jr
ernor kadlei-lilktn- bv the G an oral U

eminent waa that It might hare an equal
Interest with the mass or the people In the
direction of affairs, lie urged that those
present gtvotnetr views on ma sn&ject, and
Inform themselves as to what was contem-
plated by the proposed change.

Several of the colored men questioned tho
members of the committee as to the general
features of the bill.

Mr. Alfred Jones did not favor the pro-
posed change, and especially that portion of
It which provides for th'e appointment of the
governor and council, lie thought that it
was better to remain where we are rather
than let the groater portion of our rulers be
appointed at the whim or the resident and
fianaie.

lion. Thomas L. Tultock wae decidedly In
favor of the change, lie thought that Con
gress wooia desire to now a portion oi ine
government, ana even u tne people were

with tho power of eiectior twentv
five members of the LcgUlatur and the
Delegate to Congress It would be much
more than we bad ever had before.

Mr. David FUher was of the Impression
that the form of government, ae proposed by
the bill, would be vastly better than tho
present form.

Rev. Anthony Bowen thought that It
would be more acceptable to the masses If
tne people coma eiect ootn nouses oi tae
Legislature. If this could be done, he would
be eatUfied with the bill.

Dr. Ilarvey IdnJsley again stated why the
committee had proposed for the Council to
cnosen vj ioo uoTernaaen, vm omit tu
Ibe general feeUog of the committee was la

Jerome A. Johnson, after several ques

tions had been answered him. explanatory
of the oronoeed chance, said that he could
not speak for the people of his ward, but
inamauauy ne lavorea tue piau propoteu,
because he thought the Interests of both the
tax riavers and laDorore wouia do aarancea.
