preached last evening bit second sermon to
young women. Ills subject was "Rebecea."
The text wu taken from Genesis. 21 43. 46,
Beginning with the simple scripture narra
tive, ur. ncwman recounted in aetau, tne
successive events, the history that developed
Into the marriage of Rebecca and Isaac,
then called his bearers attention to the les
sons of her biography and character. Tbe
story was substantially this I Abraham call-

ing his falthrul servant, exacts an oath from
him that ho would not lake or the daughters
of Canaan a wife for her son Isaac, but sends
blm Into Mesopotamia, in full faith that God
will reveal to his servant tbe proper com-

panion for her son. The servant obeys, and
having started on his mission, prays Uod
that the test he shall prescribe shall be the
one recognised and blessed, and that the
maiden who shall offsr to rive drink to him
and his camels, shall be tbe chosen bride of
Isaac. Tbe prayer Is granted. Rebecca ful
fills all the conditions of the test. on meet-
ing him, the stranger, at tha well, tenders
water to him and his camels. The

servant thsn announces his mission)
mv lauicr mat wutucr, aim jtouocui uvrvau,
all consulted, and as tha chosen bride of
Isaac, sue journeys to tne una oi uanaan.

The first lesson of Instruction was the
Intensely religious character of this

A great underlying religious motive
governed Abraham In the matter and was
apparent thioughout. What a rebuke to
parents, who can contemplate the marriage
of a daughter Irrespective of religious re-

sults f What a stinging rebuke to those
whoso for forget moral culture and tbe
religions sentiment of marriage, only to be
daxxled by the gewgaws of this poor world.
In eyes of some mothers, gold Is tbe
requisite, the tint ova non.

Another lesson Is faith la an overruling
Providence. All things strike us as provi-
dential In this transaction. Eleoxcr started
out with a trust that Providence would
direct him, and the coincidence of his
meeting Rebecca at the well, was actually
providential.

Again, all tha parties concerned were con
suited. It was simply honorable In Abram's
agent to consult the mother and to ascer-
tain tho wishes of the brother, and this
suggests a rule that should govern every
young women. There Is a respect duo to
parent, md ooiifKra itiw m
mother, and where there has not been this
consultation, an act has been performed
thdt demands pardon. True, some mothers

thouirh he had the wisdom of Solomon, and
the beauty of Absalom, and the strength of
Samson, and the wealth of Croesus, wonld
please such a woman) and this might offer
a great temptation to aisregara tnis ruts.
But common sense could be bronchi to bear
on this point, and wonld teach the one, from
filial lore and respect to father and mother,
to enter such a consultation.

remember that tho wickedness she practiced
was reprehensible In the tight of God.
Truthfulness should bo Inseparable from
womanhood. Foley hat saldi "I have sel-
dom met a person who has disregarded truth
In trifles who U to b Intrusted with matters
of great Importance," and It wat to the
trifles or life that the speaker would call
their attention.

Lastly, Dr. Newman considered the re-
tributive disasters brought out la this great
transaction. God Almighty In his solemn
majesty la the path of retributive Justice
marches through tho world, and If the(z
foNofili Is suspended on earth, ) mutt be en-

forced la heaven. Perhaps he could not
sustain the asseveration, but he thought that
history and biography and observation would
support him in this remark! "that every
crime you commit against a fellow man,
some lime la your life that crime will be
committed against yon."

The bishop preached from
Second Corinthians, tilt 10 "For Godly
sorrow worketh repentance to salvation not
to be repented oL" Tbe necessity for re-

pentance had, he sold, been the theme of
those who preached the gospel for ages. The
teachings of Christ, onr Dlrlno Master, were
largely of repentance) John tho Baptist and
Panl had also preached It.

After showing the necessity of repentance,
he proceeded to the Inquiry t What la repent-
ance? Neither sorrow for sin nor the fear
of Its consequences, although both were
proper aod both urged In the Bible, were re-

pentance. The sorrow of tho criminal who
was about to receive the punishment for his
crime, was not true repentance. He sola
the painful presumption was that death bed
repentance was of this class. Neither was
remorse repentance Remorse was a feeling
of pain which we feel after commission of a
wrong, bnt It does not lead ns to abandon
our evil course. W have reason to believe
that remorse Is ono of the means of future
punishment for the wicked.

Confession waa not repentance. Of this
wo had a striking example la the case of
Jadas. He had remorse and confessed
himself to the eblef priests and elders.
There were those who believed because they
have privately confessed under tho highest
leal of secrecy to a priest, that Ihey have re-

peated, but this man confessed openly before
all these chief men, yetwe knew of him and
of him only that he was lost t there was a
possibility that every other man might have
been saved. Something may have occurred
behind the curtain which we cannot and
should not strive to raise, but this man Paul
bad called tho ion of perdition, and Christ
had said of htm, It were better for him had
be never been born. Yet this man was sorry
and sought to repair tho consequences of bis
lln. He then proceeded to define godly sor-

row, and quoted tbe language of Daniel,
Who exclaimed, notwithstanding his crimes
against his fellow-me- "against thee, and
tbeo only, have I sinned," as expressive of
the comparative magnitude of his sins
against Almighty God.

Godly sorrow was not repentance. Godly
sorrow worketh repentance. The workman
was not the work. The architect was not
tbe building. Tbo sculptor was not the
statue. Repentance was a renewal of tbe
mlad. This was tbo repentance preached by
John lb Baptist, by Paul, and ha who was
greater than Paul. It should be our con-

stant effort to bo delivered from tho power
of sin.
