have been selected from the lowest classesv
where they have been gathered by the Mor-
mon apostles. Temperance and Industry

Lake City.

He had been thinking whv Brlrham Tonnsr
had been ao stringent In hit Instructions to
nis louowers at rrgaroa temperance, ana his
conclusions were that BrIgbam,Dot knowing
what difficulties he might encounter in his
esubllsbmsnt of a new colony, had thought

probable he would have need of a vbroroaa
army with which If neceaaary be eouldmake

successful resistance to indlana, or per-
chance against the Government, In endeavor-
ing to farther the practice of his religious
belief. He knew that an army of drunkards
would fall him, so he Inculcated hit; temper-
ance Ideae In tbe roUds of his meat nd thea
he wanted a peopla who would Uu Uva.
tloo, and he knew that tbe sober, Industrious
farmer and mechanic would he better able to
respond to his demand than the drunken,
thriftless one. Again, he did not knew how
many of tbe women of his congregation he
might have to marry, so he exhorted the
females to Ike la sobnetv.

If the Mormon community could W so
controlled by this man, why cannot the
American people, with their intelligence and
governed by representative men why can
tbey not be Imbued with such a spirit of
temperance In their lives, aud In their gov-

ernment t The cause Is progressing, he was
glad to know. He remembered how, when
twenty years ago, be delivered tbe oration at
tbe rededlcatlon of Temperance Hall In this
city, the universal custom was against tbe
cause; and how pleasant It Is now to think
that In this city of Washington, there Is a
congressional temperance society, numotf- -
los on iu tou or xaemDersnip score oi me
represeuUtlre men of the nation,, among
woom is tne oi tne- unitea
Butes.

Tbe speaker compared this slate of things
to tnat wnicn ex is tea in tne country rorty
years ago. Tbe anrumenU used then for
temperance are Just tbe same bow aa thsy
were then. The young men and women of
tbe country must be educated la these

because they will have to cast tbe
ballot within the next twenty years. They
must near oi tne cause ana must oe eaueatea
up to the fact that power must be exercised
against this terrible evil. Tbey are dally
seeing what the cffecU are. They see liquor
flowing freely throughout the country. From
what tbey see In this city or tho msn who
are here as rcpresenutlre men, they have
reason to know that Intemperance sulks
broadcast through the land. Tbe power to
spread it u given to tne liquor venders ny
law. cirong ansa is mauuiacturea or per
mission, and the people must learn to know
tbat Its use and manufacture Is wronr.

Let the young people become committed
unreservedly to the cause of sobriety. It Is
urged tbat It Is not popular. This may be
so, but tbe man who through principle be
comes auacoeo to an unpopular cause, ana
labors for It devotedly and earnestly because
be believes It to be right and Just soon be-
comes popular btmself and helps to make
nis cause so. me metier conunnea wiin
an urgent appeal to tbe young to Identify
themselves with the temperance movement.

It was not therefore
the complexion that was the cause or the
trouble, but she had evidently gained In-
fluence over her husband, end thus had ex-
cited tbe JeaJoutT of Miriam, as tha In
fluence of one woman Is so apt to excite the
Jealousy of another woman. It was purely
a case of Jealousy between women. The
scriptures declare that she and Aaron spoke
Kiut noon, remaps irom qeiicacy

Moses docs not record what was said, but
when tbe Ire, tbe envy and Jealousy of a
woman are aroused what terrible thing she
can utter.
