On return the agent made a report

Mr Conger bill ha lately again been re-

vived, toth by hlmstlf and by officer of the
Treasury Department, and more than ordi
nary pain have been taken to perfect the
system Time and practical trial will un
doubtedly suggest further amendments, and
an attempt to provide for every possible con-

tingency would have rendered the bill too
cumbersome and lengthy to be manageable
before a parliamentary body like the House

We herewith submit a synopsis of Its most
important provisions Section one pro tides
for the organization of a bureau, having all
the usnal power of such an organization,

Section six provide for courts of sommary

Jurisdiction to the amount of a fine of flOO
These emigrant commissioner courts shall
take cognizance of damage and loss of bag
gage, swindling In the exchange of money or
by boardlng-nous- e keepers, abuse by persons
and agents, overcharges, Ac

Sections seven and eight provide thatsl:
teeu superficial square feet of room shall be
appropriated to every steerage passenger
when he carried on the main deck, and
eighteen feet when two deck are used aud he

plated on the lower deck
Section eleven and twelve provide for

proper ventilation, and against carrying com-

bustible and malarion substances a cargo,
and the eighteenth and nineteenth section
provide for the establishment of proper land-
ing depots, and also define the dntleaof col
lector of custom or superintendent" of Im-

migration nndtr thl act.
Other section prevent the landing of noto-

rious criminal or pauper! provide for the
remlsslonot floe and penalties, forth adjust-
ing ot th law and regulation on board the
