Gen. Sherman's order announcing the
murder of Gen. Canby, In which he alludes to It,
saying "that such a lire aaoaid hare been acri
need in sucn a cause vm crcr o a source oi
regret,' fitly expreaaea thla feeling, Th peace
policy la also denounced, u might be expected,
u tbe direct agency of the unfortunate reaolL
There are not a lew wno are inclined to criticise
Oen. Canby1 anxiety to close tbe negotiations,
by aupervtaLng them In person, as amenable to
the charge of Indiscretion. They uy that anch
a 'Big Tyee" should not hare condescended to
treat In person with such a vagabond u Captain
Jack, They add, by way of plausible explana-
tion, that he wu probably Induced to go to the
several meeting which he attended by hi lack
of confidence In the peace commission era. These
opinions ar not sustained, however, by General
Sherman or the rreiident, Tbe latter la under-

stood to have warmly commended tbe cautions
and painstaking anxiety which Oen. Canby hu
at all time exhibited, in fact, the mara reason
for hi Beleciion to take command of the Modoo
expedition wu hi caution and

forbearance.
It U learned from competent authority tbat

General Canby wai trora the first opposed to the
aaalgnment which imposed upon him the deli
cate aud rlakful duties tbat have alnce le to his
death.

TbU wu a still more difficult movement, made
alongthe shore, overhang by rocks, occupied by
the Indians, who had to be driven off In order to
continue the advance, and at a considerable loas
of killed and wonnded to ourselves, and on ar-
riving at a certain ravine the enemjs fire wu
deadly, a number being killed and wounded,
among the latter Captain rerry.
