half stid u ami it street, south Washington.
and is elbow-lik- e in shapethe main part ex
tending east and west, with a smaller branch
running north and south. Nearly all ot the
hooee are frames, Inhabited by poor
colored people, and are In a fearfully dilapidated
condition, resembling shells and rookeries
rather than places ot habitation, la thla locality
Stewart had resided for two years, until one dsy
in March last he attempted to chastise Mrs.
Anderson's daughter for some fancied wrong
that be Imagined ehe had committed against
him. This action ao Incensed the brother that
he determined to bathe defender of his slater,
and have retaliation for the treatma nt she had
received, lie met Stewart that night and a fight
ensued between them. In which the former Is
said to bare been worsted.

Tne next morning he left the house, but be-

fore departlag vowed that bewuld get even It
It took seven yean, lie then secured Quarter
at the Howard building, bat after remaining
there a short time changed hie quarters to a
nouaein me alley between Second and Third
and A and B streets northeast. A boat twilight
last evening, when all the residents of the alley
had completed their dally work, and many of
them were seated at their windows ar on the
doorsteps enjoying eootal Intercourse, Andrew
Stewart was seen coming through the alley ap--
proacniog irora u street, lie passed through
without exchanging a word with any one, and
turned oat at the upper end of that part of the
alley running north and south. Us had not dis-
appeared from eight more than ten mlnutca
when he wu noticed returning.

Aa he came back, after passing Mrs. Ander-
son's house, Tom Anderson left hla mother's
doorstep and walked behind him. lie had gone
but a ahort distance when Stewart wheeled
round and threw a atone, which Tom dodged.
The atone bit a young colore I girl standing near
one of tbo houses. He then threw a second
atone. This Tom also managed to evade, and
Jumping up ran after and closed with bJm. In
the tassel both fell to the pavement and had
quite a scuffle.

In the meantime Mrs. Anderson came running
down the alley, screaming "Dont let hint kill
my eon I " Her cries caused the crowd to In-

crease In numbers, and many who had not been
e peel a tors of the scene came oat of their dwell-
ings to discover the cause of the commotion.
Among them was William Tyler. Dy thla time
Stewart bad regained his feet and managed to
get out on U street, pursued by the crowd,
Tyler having gone on down towards Third
street. He (Stewart) then drew a nlatol snd
fired up the alley, snd turning Immediately sent
auotber shot down (1 street, which took effect In
the budyot Trier. Evidently seeing the result
of the shooting, he ran down 0 pursued by the
iruwu auu uj uraceri &earney and lucKcnna,
who bad Just come upon the ground. The man
waa chased across lots, Delaware avenue and
down to Virginia avenue bridge, where he was
captured ano raaen to the First precinct station.

The undertlmed. members ot the committee

appointed by tbe trustees of HowsrJ t'nirersliy
to consider and report nnon ccrtsin nuemcDts
contained In ao anooymons communication re
cently published In the Sundsy ivpum or mis
city, assaetlng the financial management of
Howard university, and more esrecianj ursigara
to cast dishonor and ansplclon npon Its presi-

dent, (if n. O. O. Howard, beg to state that they
have duty considered the statement of that
communication and to submit their views of tbe
whole subject In the following aimpie proposi
tions, together tlth a true statement ot Ihe
present financial coudition oi Howard univer-
sity t

1. That neither In the recor ded proceeding ot
the board of trustees nor In Ihe anooymons
communication (anonymous because cowardly,
cowardly because lying) bare they been able to
find any valid evidence tnat tne said trustees
have been unduly subservient to the wants aod
wlshea of Gen. 0. O. Howard, nor have ttey
been able to find that the latter had employed
Improper means to carry hla meunree tbrovgh
the board, of which he la a member, and over
which he preside.

f. That an appeal to the recorded proceedings
of the board of trusteee will enow that no single
dollar of university money wu ever voted aa a
gratuity to Oeneral 0.0. Howard, nor any money
at any tlm under any pretext, to which he wu
not Justly entitled In consideration for valuable
and indispensable services faithfully rendered.
It la abundantly evident, also, u the annexed
statement of hla account will show, that instead
ot being overpaid and Indebt to the university.
he hu really made the university a debtor to
him.

t. That It la no psrtot the business of the
trustees of Howard University, or the public
generally, to Inquire Into the several usee to
which General 0. 0. Howard may put his money;
wnetner ne gives or witnnows, or wnetner ne
glvea small earns or Urge sums to the First Con-
gregational churcn.or to the Young Men's n

Association, are all matters rightly belong-
ing to hla own discretion.

4. The complaint that General O.O. Howard
receives one salary from the Government and
another from Howard University hu little claim
to consideration, aod excltea prejudice only
among the vulgar ciu for whom it waa written.
Itdoea not appear that there la any law ot the
land or law of honor violated by thla double pay.
we believe tnat a general oi tne vailed states
army, when not upon active duty, Is at liberty to
employ ma time and talent in anv wa v he maj
elect aa freely aa any private cltiaen. He may
write a book or build a university or contribute
to the columns of oar dally or weekly pacers.
it would nardiyi just to say that for these
labors literary and educational such a general
Shall receive no compensation because he bap- -
pens to receive a aaiary, large or small, from tbe
uovernment.

6. That the statement published In tbe Sunda
Capitat, charging that the property of Howard
University la now used and pat In peril for the
personal benefit of General O. O. Howard, la a
wanton and cruel Blander, u destitute of truth
u It la full ot envy and malice. It cornea from
the same bitter spirit of calumny which hu
never ceased to follow blm from the hour he
openly planted himself upon the broad principle
of complete human equality until now. While
In Ibe armr, while at me head ot tbe Frecdman'
Bureau, no man dared to utter ought tn dis-
paragement of General O. U. Howanl, but so
aoon u be took the ground that both the ehana
and ihe achool afaould be thrown open to hla col-
ored fellowcltlxena he combined against him-
self tbe sleepless malice of an old aod relentless
persecution. The very head and fiont of this
man 'a offending la that he haa built a boose of
Christian worship to which all members of the
human ra:e aro welcome, and he hu opened a
achool where all may be educated.

There la nothing myBterlooa or difficult to ex-
plain In the preaent financial condition ot How-
ard university. Notwithsisnding the hue and
cry now raised In different quartera, there la
nothing which ought either to alarm Its mends
or give satisfaction to Ita enemlea. It la true
that the president and trustees of Howard uni-
versity possessed large means, but It la also true
that they havo bravely attempted and accom-
plished a very large work. With an eothtulaam
natural and commendabIe,and In keeping with
the vast and wonderful events putting an end to
slavery and lifting emancipated millions into
the dignity and responsibility of American

It hu been attempted to accomplish In
a year what In ordinary timea might require a
century. And thla attempt, wild aod Impossible
u It appeared In the minds of many,bee become
a living aod breathing fac Howard university,
fully equipped, completely organised, and la
vigorous operation, la now a noble feature ef
wunington, worthy or the capital ot the nation.
